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Progress slow, but moving

forward on Kentucky Wired

The progress of the
$324 million Kentucky
Wired broadband proj-
ect, which was supposed
to be finished this year,
is slow, but moving for-
ward, a spokesperson
from one of the private
companies involved told
the Floyd County Fiscal
Court this week.

Holly Hopkins Sco-
ville of NG-KIH Design
Build LLC, also known
as Next Generation-Ken-
tucky Information High-
way Design Build, updat-
ed the fiscal court about
the project’s progress on
Monday.

She said Floyd Coun-
ty will be among some of
the first areas to have a

David area
residents
worried
about gas
line
closure

Several Foyd County
residents who are worried
about the closure of a gas
line that has served their
homes for decades gath-
ered at the David Area Vol-
unteer Fire Department last
weekend to talk about their
options.

The group of nine res-
idents — who say they re-
side in nine of 12 homes
that will be impacted by
a planned Aug. 1 closure
of an EQT gas line on Ky.
850 — decided to work as
a group to negotiate an
extension from the compa-
ny and find a resolution to
their problem.

They asked Ky. 850
residents Floyd Davis and

Beshear: Eastern Kentucky Eye Center owner, former
wife indicted on theft, Medicaid fraud charges

Kentucky  Attorney
General Andy Beshear
and his Office of Med-
icaid Fraud and Abuse

this week announced the
indictment of an East-
ern Kentucky eye center
owner and his former
wife on theft and Medic-
aid fraud charges.
Optician Marcus S.

Minix, 67, of Lexington,
and Amy K. Slone, 34,
of Prestonsburg, have
each been charged with
one count of theft by un-
lawful taking of property
over $10,000, a Class C

felony, and one count of
devising or engaging in
a scheme to defraud the
Kentucky medical assis-
tance program of $300
or more, a Class D felony.

Minix and Slone were

indicted by a Franklin
County grand jury Tues-
day, May 15.

The indictment al-
leges that in 2015 and
2016 false billings were

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Sherry Allen to lead those
negotiations.

EQT sent certified
letters to homeowners
who live on Ky. 850 on
April 25, telling them that
the pipeline providing gas
service to their homes is
“in disrepair” and “has
now become unreliable.”

“EQT Production
Company has received fi-
nal approval to abandon
that pipeline which will
result in your gas service
being terminated,” EQT’s
Land Administration De-
partment official Mary
Kay Drummond wrote.
She urged residents to
make “immediate ar-
rangements to secure an
alternative fuel source.”

Davis reported that
closure of this line would
leave many of the home-
owners in that area with-
out gas for the first time
since the 1950s. Res-
idents at the meeting
talked about the need
to replace numerous ap-
pliances in their homes
— everything from fur-
naces and heating units
to stoves and dryers that
operate on natural gas.

“It appears to me
that this is a move by

EQT to eliminate as many
residential customers as
possible in Eastern Ken-
tucky so that their gas
can be consolidated into
high pressure transmis-
sion lines to be sold out
of state, leaving us with
nothing,” Davis said in an
email.

He told the group
gathered at the fire de-
partment on Saturday,
“It’s our gas. It’'s coming
out from under our land
and we should have the
right to use it before it
goes to any city out of
here.”

He and Allen are the
only two homeowners at
the meeting who report-
ed owning the mineral
rights on their properties.
Allen said EQT closed a
gas line on Caney, locat-
ed nearby, last year, but
the residents there didn’t
oppose it.

Davis told the proper-
ty owners that they must
“stick together” to make
any progress in these ne-
gotiations.

Since these are gath-
ering lines and not a
main distribution line, all
the company has to do is
claim the line is in disre-
pair and they are permit-
ted to abandon it, prop-
erty owners said. They
complained because

there’s been no mainte-
nance on these lines for
years.

Allen said she has a
line that's been leaking on
her property for at least
five years, and EQT has
done nothing to repair it.
Elizabeth Holbrook, at-
tending the meeting with
her dad John Holbrook,
said the company doesn’t
repair the gathering lines
because it isn't losing
money when it loses gas
on them because they
are not part of the main
transmission line.

The landowners at
the meeting pledged to
permit right-of-way ease-
ments on their properties
to supply gas to their
neighbors. They talked
about signing up for gas
with People’s Gas, a busi-
ness that buys its gas
from EQT. They also dis-
cussed seeking gas from
L&B Gas of Little Mud or
by forming their own gas
cooperative to sell each
other gas from the gas
wells on their properties.
Some of those gas wells
have been abandoned
for years, residents said,
and need repaired.

“You wouldn’'t want
me to take care of the
wells,” Allen said. “I'd
blow up the whole crew.”

Residents also voiced
concern about the vol-
ume of gas available in
the old wells, with Ky.
850 resident Mike Prater
and others reporting that
larger fracking operations
in neighboring areas can
siphon off the gas from
older wells that aren’t as
deep, leaving residents
served by those older
wells without a gas sup-
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ply.

Prater complained
because companies that
abandon lines like this are
not required to remove
old meters or old lines.
Floyd County Judge-Ex-
ecutive Ben Hale, who
attended the meeting,
said that’s an issue that
should be handled legis-
latively.

He suggested that
the residents reach out
to L&B Gas for help.

The residents report-
ed that EQT has agreed
to transfer every home
served by this line to an-
other gas line without a
hookup fee, but Davis is
concerned with that op-
tion because the com-
pany that sells that gas,
People’s Gas, buys its
gas from EQT.

“The lines will have
to be run from the new
meters high on the hill to
where everyone lives,”
he said. “As it stands
now, that will be at the
expense of the home-
owner. Another problem
is that the majority of the
homeowners are on the
opposite side of the road
from the EQT line so the
lines will have to get un-
der the road somehow.
It will be an enormously
expensive undertaking.”

The line that is to be
abandoned runs along
the creek parallel to Ky.

850 from the mouth of
Hale Branch to the mouth
of Hicks Branch.

EQT was invited to
the meeting, but no offi-
cials came. A request for
comment from the com-
pany went unanswered.

The company, based
in Pittsburgh, is the big-
gest producer of natural
gas in the US. It an-
nounced in February that
it would spin off its pipe-
line business into a new
publicly-traded company.
EQT reported the spinoff
will create the third-larg-
est U.S. natural gas gath-
ering company.

Last year, the PSC
issued a ruling in a case
filed by Eastern residents
Thomas Richard Thacker
and Shannon Chapman
Thacker, who sought to
stop EQT and its subsid-
iaries from abandoning
farm tap lines serving
their homes.

The Thackers told
the PSC that inquiries
they made for other gas
company service were
not successful, and their
home was equipped with
numerous appliances
that required gas.

The farm tap statute,
KRS 278.485, requires
gas service from pro-
ducing wells or gathering
pipelines to landowners
who live within one-half
mile of them, but farm

tap customers are not
entitled to the same
quality or guarantees of
service that normal re-
tail gas customers have,
the PSC explained in that
case, pointing out that
farm tap service provid-
ers are not required to
treat the natural gas or
maintain minimum pres-
sure requirements.

The PSC noted that
state law permits EQT
to abandon any gas line,
but it also noted in that
case that the company
identified two gas-pro-
ducing wells and a gath-
ering pipeline within one-
half air-radius mile of the
Thacker’s residence. The
company suggested the
Thackers could apply to
be farm tap customers
on one of those lines,
but maintained its right
to abandon the line near
their properties.

The PSC ruled that
EQT has the right to
abandon any gas wells
or gathering pipelines
and terminate service
to Thacker’'s residence.
It noted that the aban-
doned should follow all
local, state and federal
laws, pointing out that
the abandonment should
include removing the
abandoned pipe, sealing
the ends of the pipe seg-
ments, removing meters
and other objects.

completed “ring” of fiber.

“Your completion, this
is the drop-dead date,
the last date that it could
possibly have anything
happen is July 20, 2020,”
Hopkins said. “Obviously,
our goal is not to be here
on the last day trying to
get fiber hung in order to
get that done. Our goal
is to get you completed
quicker.”

She said the goal is
to have half of the state
completed by May 2019.

Hopkins said Floyd
County will get a “large
backbone” broadband fi-
ber, with 244 strands of
fiber optic cable coming
through the line. She said
the project is unique in
that half of the fiber will
be used by state offices
and the other half will
provide an open access
network for local Inter-
net Service Providers to
offer fiber-to-home or fi-
ber-to-business projects.

Hopkins said the fi-
ber will crisscross Floyd
County in two directions.
She said a lateral line will
run from Prestonsburg

to Magoffin County and
another ring of fiber will
be laid from Prestons-
burg toward Pikeville.
Big Sandy Community &
Technical College has a
“hut,” or “major drop-off
point” for ISP providers,
she said.

“So, they may be
doing some make-ready
work, moving lines up
and down on the poles,
and they will come back
through and they will
do what we call lashing,
which is actually string-
ing this on the pole,” she
said. “These reels of fi-
ber run four to five miles
each, so every four to
five miles, what’s going
to happen, they have to
come back, the crafts-
men, after it’'s lashed,
and they have to pair
each one of these little
fibers, all 244 of them,
end to end. This is actu-
ally glass.”

She said the work is
“truly an art.”

She reported that
Kentucky ranked 48th
among states offering
high speed broadband
to its constituents before
Kentucky Wired began
and it now ranks 36th.

“By the time this proj-

ect is completed, we will
actually be number one
in the USin offering high-
speed broadband to our
constituents,” she said.

Kentucky Wired, the
largest P3, or Public-Pri-
vate Partnership telecom
project in the country,
was announced by US
Rep. Harold “Hal” Rog-
ers and former Governor
Steve Beshear in 2015. At
$324 million, the project
was expected to provide
high-speed  broadband
fiber to every Kentucky
county by this year.

The Lexington Herald
Leader reported in April
that the project only has
708 of 3,400 miles of ca-
ble completed because
of delays in the use of
existing utility poles. On
April 30, the same day
that Rogers complained
about the progress
during a visit to Floyd
County, Kentucky House
Speaker Pro Tempore
David Osborne issued a
press release, calling for
an investigation because
the project is years be-
hind schedule, which
caused tens of millions of
dollars in overruns.

This investigation re-
quested by Osborne is

addition to an investiga-
tion the state auditor is
also conducting on the
project.

The Kentucky Com-
munications Network Au-
thority, the public partner
in the project, sought $68
million during the Gener-
al Assembly this year and
asked legislators to give
it the authority to borrow
$110 million for future
penalties and delays. The
request was approved.

Hopkins  addressed
the controversy about
the project with the fiscal
court.

“When they signed
the contracts, they did
not have one pole at-
tachment agreement in
place. They didn’t have an
easement signed. They
had nothing in place, and
they really thought this
was going to take about
eight months to com-
plete for the whole state.
Wouldn't that have been
nice?” she said. “So, it
took seven months just
to get the AT&T pole
attachment agreement
in place. So, we have
spent the last, almost
two years, putting every-
thing in place to actually
make this happen, which

caused a lot of delays in
the project.”

She is the third per-
son to talk about this
project in Floyd County
recently.

Larry Combs of the
Center for Rural Devel-
opment recently talk-
ed about it with the Big
Sandy Area Development
District, reporting that
people who live in rural
areas pay more for in-
ternet service and have
slower internet speeds
than people in other
states. He reported that
the adoption rates for
internet service—the
percentage of people
who have access to in-
ternet and use it—are
nine percent in Magoffin
County, 11 percent in
Knott County, 19 percent
in Johnson County, 27
percent in Foyd County,
28 percent in Pike Coun-
ty, 47 percent in Martin
County and 49 percent in
Perry County.

In addressing Foyd
County officials on his
April 30, visit, Rogers said
it's “in the state’s hands.”

He said it's a com-
plicated project because
the lines must be hung
from 88,000 poles and

easements must be ne-
gotiated.

“I hope that we can
get it back on track. It's
a complicated project
that’s way beyond, way
overdue and over bud-
get,” he said. “But it's
never been done before.
This is the first time in
history, anywhere in the
world, that you've had a
public-private combina-
tion, rewiring an entire
state. That’s never hap-
pened. It's the biggest,
I'm told, the biggest pub-
lic works project in Ken-
tucky history. So, it's a
complicated, long-endur-
ing problem that we're
trying to fix. | hope you
can have patience.”

He said the state is
“dead last” in connectiv-
ity and this project will
put the state at “number
one” in terms of connec-
tivity.

“From last, to first
overnight,” he said. “And
you're going to see silicon
valley begin to pay atten-
tion. And, our dream of
this being silicon holler,
we want to see it take
place,” he said. “So, hold
your breath and hold the
state’s hands as we move
that project forward.”

A K9 unit with the Floyd County Sher-
iff’s Department was the recent recipient
of a $2,800 grant that went towards pur-
chasing life saving equipment for the an-
imal and his deputy handler .

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Prosecutor will seek
enhanced penalties,
including death, In

As law enforcement
officers prepared to
gather with their friends
and families at the East
Kentucky Expo Center
on Tuesday, Pike Com-
monwealth’s  Attorney
Rick Bartley was prepar-
ing his office to file to
seek the death penalty
against the man charged
with the killing of Pikev-
ille Police Officer Scotty
Hamilton in March.

Bartley took to the
stage during Tuesday’s
National Peace Officers
Memorial Day event to
announce that motion
has now been filed in
Pike Circuit Court, noti-
fying the defense team
of John Russel Hall, 55,
of Hurricane Branch,
Pikeville, that the Com-

monwealth would seek
additional penalties in
the case, including, but
not limited to, the death
penalty.

“We have to file a
notice of intent, and a
notice of aggravating
factors,” Bartley said.
“I have talked to Chelsi
(Hamilton, Scotty’s wid-
ow) about it. We will be
seeking all additional
penalties including life
with the possibility of
parole after 25 years,
life without the possibil-
ity of parole and death.”

Hall is being repre-
sented by public advo-
cates Kim Green, of the
Capital Trial Branch of
the Office of Public Ad-
vocacy, and Brian Hew-
lett. Hall was indicted
on one count of capital
murder, two counts of
possession of a fire-

on, one count receiving
stolen property and for
being a persistent felo-
ny offender in the first
degree in connection to
the shooting of Officer
Hamilton on the night of
March 13.

Hall is being held in
custody without bond in
Carter County.

“If there are certain
aggravating factors,
then increased penalties
are available, if the jury
believes those aggravat-
ed factors,” Bartley said.

Bartley’s filing cited
the aggravating factors
as being; the killing of
Hamilton was intention-
al and Hamilton was a
police officer engaged in
the lawful performance
of his duties.

“The decision was
not made lightly because
it is the ultimate penalty
allowed by law,” Bartley
said. “In reviewing the
evidence and discussing
the case with the detec-
tives, | made the decision
to seek those enhanced
penalties.”

Hall's next court
hearing is scheduled for
May 24 in Pike Circuit
Court.

The
winners of the Democratic prima-
ry for judge-executive, magistrate
District 1, jailer and constable in
District 1 will face opposition in the
fall.

On top of these important de-
cisions, voters will also be choosing
the Democrat or Republican they
hope to lead the 5th Congressional
District — with those winners fac-
ing each other in the fall — and the
candidates voters want to serve as
the region’s next Court of Appeals
judge.

These races are just too im-

portant for voters to stay home on
Tuesday.

It’s fitting that there is a close-
ness in dates between Kentucky’s
primary election and Memorial Day,
which will be celebrated less than
one week later, on May 28, this
year.

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The Kentucky Gener-
al Assembly’s 2018 Regular
Session ended April 14, cap-
ping off a session in which
lawmakers approved the
state’s next two-year bud-
get, the road plan, and nu-
merous other measures that
will affect people throughout
the state. Some of the legis-
lation we enacted will make
long-lasting changes, par-
ticularly in education, public
safety, and the protection of
our most vulnerable citizens.

Highlights of selected
legislation:

» Budget. House Bill 200
guides state spending for
the next two fiscal years.
Although this budget allo-
cates sufficient money for
the state’s main public pen-
sion systems, there is a 6.25
percent cut for most state
agencies. In addition, it elim-
inates numerous education
initiatives, including teach-
er preparation, textbooks,
and Early Childhood Devel-
opment scholarships. The
budget plan provides money
for school buses and boosts
base per-pupil funding for
K-12 education to $4,000
per student, but that is still

funding level. The budget
also provides funding for Kin-
ship Care, adoption and fos-
ter care reforms, and hiring
more social workers to help
keep kids safe.

e Road Plan: House Bill
202 authorizes over $2.4
billion for improving and ex-
panding roads, bridges, and
other transportation infra-
structure.

e Public pensions: Sen-
ate Bill 151 makes changes
to Kentucky’s public pension
which include placing future
teachers in a hybrid “cash
balance” plan rather than a
traditional benefits plan and
limiting the impact of accrued
sick leave on retirement ben-
efit calculations. | could not
support this measure. It was
passed with no public hear-
ing, no actuarial analysis, and
no input from those affected
by the changes. Itis a bad
bill that will hurt public edu-
cation and make recruiting
new teachers increasingly
difficult. Most importantly, it
does nothing to address the
unfunded liability and finan-
cial stability of the system.

e Phase-In: House Bill
265 allows county employee
retirement system partici-
pants such as cities, counties
and school districts to phase-

contribution amounts to help
stabilize their budgets.

e Tax/Revenue: House
Bill 366 creates a flat 5 per-
cent rate for personal and
corporate income taxes. Un-
der the plan, the only item-
ized deductions allowed are
for Social Security income,
mortgage income and char-
itable giving. It disallows de-
ductions for such things as
medical costs, taxes paid,
interest expense on invest-
ments, and casualty and
theft losses. It expands the
6 percent sales tax to some
services such as landscap-
ing, janitorial, laundry and
small-animal veterinary ser-
vices and increases the cig-
arette tax another 50 cents
to $1.10 per pack. | did not
support this measure. Over-
all, this is a regressive tax
plan that balances the bud-
get on the backs of working
Kentucky taxpayers, retirees
and others who least can af-
ford additional tax burden.
Once again, this bill was
hammered out in secret with
no public hearings and no in-
put from taxpayers and most
legislators. The bill increases
taxes on working families
making less than $175,000/
year and gives large tax
breaks to corporations.

fits: House BIll 185 increas-
es death in the line-of-duty
benefits for surviving spous-
es and children.

e Domestic Violence:
Senate Bill 68, known as Jea-
nette’s Law after Jeanette
McCue, relieves domestic
violence victims from having
to pay their abusive spouse’s
legal fees in divorce pro-
ceedings when the spouse is
incarcerated.

* Victim's Rights: Senate
Bill 3, named Marsy’s Law
after a woman killed by a
stalker, will be placed on the
November ballot. If voters
approve, it will change Ken-
tucky's Constitution to give
expanded rights to crime
victims during the criminal
proceedings.

e Law Enforcement:
House Bill 68 will provide
mental health and wellness
support for law enforcement
officials who have been in-
volved in tragic or critical
events while on the job.

 Foster Care and Adop-
tion: House Bill 1 revamps
the state’'s adoption and
foster care system to limit a
child’s time in foster care by
streamlining the family court
system and eliminating de-
lays and barriers to adoption.

* Prescription medicines:

macist to provide informa-
tion about the safe disposal
of certain prescription med-
icines, such as opiates and
amphetamines, and make
available for purchase or at
no cost supplies to destroy
or deactivate medication.

e Price gouging: Senate
Bill 160 clarifies laws aimed
at preventing price gouging
during emergencies. The
bill specifies that fines could
be imposed if a retailer sud-
denly increases the price of
goods more than 10 percent
when the governor declares
a state of emergency.

* Revenge porn: House
Bill 71 increases penalties for
distributing sexually explic-
it images without the con-
sent of the person depicted
with the intent to profit, or
to harm, harass, intimidate,
threaten, or coerce the indi-
vidual depicted.

e Financial literacy:
House Bill 132 requires Ken-
tucky high school students
to pass a financial literacy
course before graduating.

» Organ donation: House
Bill 84 requires coroners or
medical examiners to release
identifying and other rele-
vant information about a de-
ceased person to Kentucky
Organ Donor Affiliates if the

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donor is known and the body
is suitable for medical trans-
plant or therapy.

e Eye Exams: House Bill
191 requires any person tak-
ing an online eye test for a
prescription to be 18 years
of age or older and have
received an in-person exam
within the last 24 months.
Doctors licensed in Kentucky
are required to sign off on
the prescriptions or findings
of the virtual exams.

e Teen marriage: Senate
Bill 48 prohibits the marriage
of anyone under the age of
18 years old. It allows a 17
year old to petition a district
or family court judge to grant
permission to marry in cer-
tain circumstances.

e Bicycle safety: House
Bill 33 requires drivers to
keep vehicles at least three
feet away from bicyclists
during an attempt to pass.
If three feet is not available,
the driver must use “reason-
able caution” when passing
cyclists, and can, if neces-
sary, cross the centerline.

Unless a bill was de-
clared an emergency or
contained a special effective
date, all enacted legislation
will take effect on July 14.

Several state, regional
and local races are among
those on the ballot for Floyd
County voters next week.

Republican voters only
have one primary stand-off
— the election between in-
cumbent Republican Harold
“Hal” Rogers and Gerardo
Serrano in the 5th Congres-
sional District race for US
Congress.

Rogers has served the
5th Congressional District,
representing Floyd and other
counties, since 1981. He has
more than 30 years of ex-
perience with Congress’ Ap-
propriations Committee, and
served as its chairman from
2011 to 2016.

Serrano, of Tyner, de-
scribes himself as a “conser-
vative Constitutionalist” who
leans “Libertarian.”

Democrats will get to
choose their candidate for
that seat as well, with Scott
Sykes and Kenneth E. Stepp
butting heads at the ballot.

Sykes, of Elkhorn City,
is running on the “People’s
Platform” and Stepp is a vet-
eran and Clay County lawyer.

The winners of the Re-
publican and Democratic pri-
maries will campaign against
each other for this seat in the
fall.

Court of Appeals

Several local residents
are also competing to be the
next Court of Appeals Judge
in the 7th Appellate District,
2nd Division, which serves
Floyd, Johnson, Knott, Law-
rence, Letcher, Magoffin,
Martin, Perry, Pike and other
counties.

Barber served on the
state Supreme Court in 2015
and served as a Court of Ap-
peals Judge from 2000 to
2007.

Combs, of Pikeville, an
attorney worked as a Su-

DeRossett of Prestonsburg
in November, as well as an-
other possible candidate.
Prestonsburg resident Rob-
ert Keith Williams filed his
statement of candidacy as
an independent candidate in
the judge executive’s race in
April, but he is not an official
candidate yet because he
has not filed required nomi-
nation papers, which are due
August 14.

Here's how two of the
Democratic candidates an-
swered our questions in
telephone interviews, listed
in the order their names will
appear on the ballot:

James “Jimmy” Rose

James “Jimmy” Rose,
who lives in Martin with his
wife Millie, is a retired teach-
er and coach. He has volun-
teered as a board member
of the David Area Volunteer
Fire Department for at least
10 years and previously vol-
unteered for five years as a
basketball coach for an inde-
pendent sports league.

A former All-American in
basketball, Rose started his
college basketball career as
a guard on “Rupp’s Runts,”
and later earned three Coach
of the Year honors while at
Alice Lloyd College. He was
inducted into Georgia South-
ern University’s Athletic Hall
of Fame in 1990.

He earned a master’s
degree from Morehead State
University and also studied
at East Tennessee State Uni-
versity. He served as Knott
County Clerk in the Ilate
1970s and early 1980s and
was state representative in
that county in 1986.

His top three priorities
are to repeal the taxes ap-
proved last year by the Floyd
County Fiscal Court, to work
on economic development
projects and to improve
transparency of county gov-
ernment.

Rose said, “first and
foremost,” the county needs
jobs and “we can't do that
unless we repeal these tax-
es.”

If elected, he said he
wants to put infrastructure
in place at property on U.S.
23 property to recruit jobs
to the area to keep young
people from moving away
and he also wants to form
a “committee of people who
are interested in moving
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Floyd County forward.”

“l strongly believe that
we can work together as a
whole county, as a unit, and
I think we can really do some
good,” Rose said. “It's not
going to happen overnight,
but we've got to start some
place.”

Talking about the need
to create jobs to keep young
people from moving away
for work, he said, “My soul
purpose is to help future
generations.”

e Why should people
vote for you? “People should
vote for me because | have
local government experi-
ence. | actually served in an
office and | also served as
state representative ... for
a term. | have varied expe-
rience and I'm qualified. |
know how local government
works because I've actual-
ly been a local government
official. 1 know how state
government works because
I've worked in state gov-
ernment. I'm definitely ex-
perienced and | have all the
qualifications to be a good
county judge. | can use that
experience to help all of
Floyd County. You've got to
be a leader to be a teacher.
You've got to be a leader to
be a coach. You've got to be
a leader to be volunteering
at a fire department. Those
are the qualities you need
to have, to be up front as a
leader. Those uniquely quali-
fy me to do this job.”

e What specific plan do
you have to improve some-
thing in county government?
“Transparency. Transparen-
cy is so, so very important.
The people, the citizens of
any county and Floyd Coun-
ty especially, they want to
know where their tax dol-
lars are being spent. They
want to know what’s going
on. I'm going to open up the
county judge and the fiscal
court. I'm going to open up
these meetings. They are
going to be at 6 p.m. in-
stead of 10 a.m. so all peo-
ple can attend. And | want
the agendas of the fiscal
court meetings, I'm going to
strive to have those agendas
available to the magistrates
and the public, hopefully, at
least two days in advance.
I want those agendas avail-
able out there and | will work
with the media ... so that
we can communicate what's
going to happen, what time
it's going to happen, in ad-
vance, and the magistrates
will have time to look over
the agenda, study it, so they
can ask questions. | want
them to know and review
what the agenda is going to
be before the meeting. | also
want to improve that sound
system in the court room,
that’s another thing needs to
be done so that people can
hear what's going on. That's
a problem. | want to try to
get court meetings, if | get
cooperation from the school

system, | want to take the
court meetings to each mag-
isterial district so local people
can hear what’'s happening
in their community.”

Ben Hale

Ben Hale, who lives
in Blue River with his wife
Keane, served as county
judge executive from 1995 to
1999 and was reelected for
his current term in 2015. He
is chair of the Big Sandy Area
Development Board of Direc-
tors and has also served in
other government roles and
with organizations like the
Floyd County Chamber of
Commerce.

In 2010, he was appoint-
ed as the economic devel-
opment coordinator for the
Appalachian Regional Com-
mission and he also previ-
ously served as a cabinet
liaison for Eastern Kentucky
in former Governor Paul Pat-
ton’s office, the state’s assis-
tant director to the Kentucky
Appalachian Commission, an
executive advisor for the De-
partment of Environmental
Protection at the state En-
ergy and Environment Cabi-
net under former Gov. Steve
Beshear and as the Appala-
chian Development coordi-
nator for the region.

His top three priorities
are to continue to improve
the county’s infrastructure
to “make the environment
conducive for economic de-
velopment,” to work with
authorities to get more af-
fordable, rehabilitation beds
as part of the fight against
the opioid addiction prob-
lem, and to continue lead
an “honest and transparent”
government.

If elected, he said he
wants to continue to work to
complete infrastructure proj-
ects that are already under-
way, like the sewer project
the fiscal court is leading on
U.S. 23 at Betsy Layne and
the Mountain Parkway proj-
ect. Hale said he wants to
also focus on upcoming in-
frastructure projects, like the
Kentucky Wired broadband
project, which is scheduled
to be finished in Floyd Coun-
ty in 2020.

“We don't have an inter-
state here in Eastern Ken-
tucky. It is vitally important
that we finish up the Moun-
tain Parkway and get it com-
pleted and then finish up on
the fiber optics,” he said.
“That is key to any kind of
development in our future.”

e Why should people
vote for you? “Because they
know I'm a good steward of
the taxpayer’s money. I'm
honest. | will make sure the
money is being expended
correctly for the needs of the
people in our county. Contin-
ued progress, someone that
works hard for the people.
Public service is a rewarding
experience, if it is done for
the right reasons, and those
reasons are to make sure

that your doing everything
possible to improve quality
of life of the people you rep-
resent.”

e What specific plan do
you have to improve some-
thing in county government?
“When you're county judge,
you can't be tied to one
specific thing. You're multi-
tasking at all times, whether
that’s working with the leg-
islature, or whether that'’s
working with state and fed-
eral authorities or on trans-
portation needs. There’s just
so much going on. You've
got to have that experience.
When you're county judge,
you don't just work on one
specific thing. You make
many decisions daily. A lot
of times, | make those de-
cisions with prayer ... Hope-
fully, the decisions | make
on a daily basis are correct.
You should be well-rounded
in all aspects of government
in order to make good deci-
sions in your office. There’s
so much that goes on at all
times. It goes from the state
and federal, right on down.”

Mason Tackett

Mason Tackett of Lang-
ley could not be reached for
comment. One of the num-
bers he provided the Floyd
County Clerk's office was
disconnected this week and
there was no answer and no
return calls to a message left
via the other number he pro-
vided.

In a Facebook post, he
talks about implementing a
consumption tax and abol-
ishing county property taxes.

“Wouldn't it be nice for
everyone to pitch in instead
of the few that actually
work? People that doesn't
even live in the county would
be paying our property tax
... sounds good in theory but
it'll never happen without me
in office,” the post says.

I've
worked hours on end, day
and night, to help people
get their lives back to nor-
mal. I've always been a first
responder out there for the
people. | promise to always
be available to the people
and be a hands-on magis-
trate.”

e What specific plan do
you have to improve some-
thing in county government?
“I would like to utilize all of
our county resources and
use our tax dollars efficiently
and catch up on all mainte-
nance of country roads and
implement a more efficient
work plan, continue funding
for our senior citizens, and
give new businesses who
bring jobs to Floyd County
tax break incentives to get
established in our commu-
nity.”

David A. Gearheart of
Prestonsburg

Gearheart, the owner of
East Kentucky Rehabilitation
Center in Prestonsburg, has
served on the Prestonsburg
City Council for years.

His top priorities are re-
cruiting jobs, establishing a

frastructure maintenance in
the county” highlighting pre-
ventative maintenance “in-
stead of waiting for a disas-
ter” to complete road work
and ensuring there are “far
taxes for everyone across
the board.”

e Why should people
vote for you?

Instead of running up
and down the road, they can
go and talk to the people
that’s going to Pike County
and places, instead of com-
ing into Floyd County, and
not impose high taxes on the
people, they would proba-
bly stayed longer. We need
to get the jobs coming into
Floyd County instead of Pike
County. We need to talk to
the people that's coming in
here.”

William L. Slone of
Dana

Slone has more than
20 years of service with the
Floyd County School District
and has spent the last five
years as a mechanic there.

His top priorities are to
“get rid of that insurance
tax, better our roads, clean
our ditch lines out and bring
some jobs in here.”

e Why should people
vote for you? “They should
vote for me for bettering the
community, for bettering the
roads, getting rid of the in-
surance tax, bringing in jobs
and just being better for the
community all together. And
not being corrupt, just being
honest and hardworking.”

e What specific plan do
you have to improve some-
thing in county govern-
ment? “Like on our fiscal
court meetings, | think there
should be no special-called
sessions to increase taxes
and letting the people know
so they can be there to let
their voices be heard. I'll be
honest with all the people
and | will listen to the peo-
ple because they're the ones
that put me there. | will be a
voice for the people.”

Jeff Hall of Grethel

Hall is the owner of Hall's
Contracting in Harold, where
he has worked for the past
26 years.

His top priorities are to
clean-up the county by plac-
ing dumpsters for garbage
and recyclables in different
areas, then investing pro-
ceeds from the items recy-
cled improve the road sys-
tem, “overturn” tax increases
in the county and create jobs
that will keep young people
from moving away.

e Why should people
vote for you? “Well for one,
I'm a working man. | don't
care to get out here and get
my hands dirty and work
right along with the workers
in the county. And | think |
would be successful at it . |
will try my best. | think I'll be
successful at it because I'm
successful at my business
because | work hard for my
customers, so therefore | will
work hard for the people of
District 4.”

e What specific plan do
you have to improve some-
thing in county government?
“l want to improve the road
conditions, and I'd like to sit
a few dumpsters around and
about in Floyd County: One
for the garbage and one for
recycling — for old air con-
ditioners, stoves, things like
that — so they can recycle
them and put the money
back into the county to use
for our roads. Or, they can
have events in Floyd County
to try to put money back into
the roads. | think they do
need to have a few events
and what money they take
in from the events, they can
put back to the highways
and stuff like that. We do
need our roads repaired or
fixed back because of school
bus drivers, so our kids can
get to school safe. There’s a
lot of things that they could
do, possibilities, that will help
the roads out if they would
do it ...

Akers is serving his third
term as District 4 magistrate.
In the 1980s and 1990s, he
worked as a truck driver and
heavy equipment operator
in the Floyd County Road
Department. After working
there, he also owned and
operated Akers Shop-a-Lot,
at the mouth of Toler Creek,
for 15 years.

His top priorities are
to attract more jobs to the
county and “build on” the
recent announcement of the
gas-to-liquids facility planned
for Eastern, to ensure school
safety resource officers stay
in schools, and to maintain
the road system and “keep
the county overall moving
forward.”

e Why should people
vote for you? “I've tried to
do the best job that | pos-
sibly could do or have done.
A lot of times, we’ve not had
the money to do everything
we wanted to do. But, over-
all, I'd just like the voters to
know I've tried to help do
all 1 can with the parks, the
roads, the cemeteries, and
I've just tried to be honest
and dependable, 24-7. This
is the only job I got, so I'm
available 24-7.

* What specific plan do
you have to improve some-
thing in county government?
“I would work to see if we
could find a good econom-
ic development person to
maybe expand on this plant
that’s going in over at East-
ern and try to build some
jobs off of that. I know coal
and the coal economy is
down and our laid-off miners
and workers are looking for

jobs. I believe if we could get
us a good, strong economic
development person in place
and let them go find some
spin-off jobs off of that and
companies, it would help all
of the people of the county
as a whole.

Douglas Ray Hall of Mc-
Dowell, a Democrat, is the
incumbent circuit clerk and is
seeking reelection.

According to Hall, some
of his top priorities, if reelect-
ed, will include maintaining
the service and honesty of
the Floyd Circuit Clerk’s Of-
fice and providing services to
other areas of the county.

Hall said that voters
should consider him because

of his experience and com-
mitment to the office.

“I've done what | was
elected for in 1999. | don't
think 1 have any blemishes
on my record for what I've
been elected to do,” said
Hall.

If reelected, Hall said he
plans to look at adding a new
office near Harold.

Donnie Daniels of Mel-
vin, a Democrat and retired
educator, is challenging in-
cumbent Hall for the office
of circuit clerk.

According to Daniels,
some of his top priorities, if
elected, will include trying to

to advance the profession of
a land surveyor and to be of
general service to the coun-
ty.

Ousley said that he has
enjoyed his last four years in
office.

“I've been through four
years, and it's been fairly
quiet,” said Ousley. “Oth-
er than my experience, I've
been at this 40 years now
and know what I'm doing as
far as boundary surveying
goes. | have a public service
attitude.”

Billy Joe Hamilton of
Beaver, a Democrat, is chal-
lenging Ousley for his seat.

Hamilton could not be
reached for comment.

Jailer candidates

Glennis Caudill of Mel-
vin, a Democrat, is running
against the incumbent for
the seat of jailer.

According to Caudill, if
elected, his top priorities for
his term will including clean-
ing up the jail, treating in-
mates with respect and look-
ing for grants to apply for
that would benefit the jail.

“They haven't got any-
thing to lay on, they're hav-
ing to lay on the concrete
floors and the waste is run-
ning out into the floor, and
that isn't right,” said Caudill.
“It's never, since it was built,
had an upgrade. There's a
lot of things that needs to be
done to modernize the jail.”

Caudill said, “I've lived
here all my life and I'd like to
see Floyd County prosper. I'd

like to see it grow and I'd like
to see it prosper.”

Stuart “Bear” Halbert of
Martin, a Democrat and in-
cumbent, is seeking reelec-
tion for the seat.

According to Halbert, his
top priorities, if reelected,
will include keeping drugs
out of the jail, repairing the
jail, and rehabilitating the in-
mates.

Halbert said voters
should consider choosing
him because, he said, he has
saved the county money,
created education programs
for inmates, brought in Al-
coholics Anonymous groups
and created access to par-
enting classes.

“I've got five different
groups that come in week-
ly, and | have three differ-
ent denominations doing
church,” said Halbert.

Halbert also said he
plans on doing inner repairs
to the jail once the roof is
fixed.

Rondall “Rodney” Nel-
son of Wayland, a Democrat
is challenging the incumbent
Halbert for his seat.

Nelson could not be
reached for comment.

The winner of the prima-
ry will face Republican Emmit
Johnson, of Prestonsbug, in
November.

Each year Big Sandy Area
Community Action Program
(BSACAP) distributes $7,000 in
scholarships to students in the
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magof-
fin and Pike County area.

This year, the nonprofit
organization has changed up
their offerings and has an-
nounced the creation of the
Eula Hall Community Advocate
Scholarship.

The Eula Hall Community
Advocate Scholarship will be
one $2,000 scholarship offered
to students majoring in Social
Work, Human Services, Pub-
lic Services, or related fields.
Applicants must be in at least
their third year of post-sec-
ondary study, must have a
record of volunteerism, and
must fulfill the requirements of
the Community Services Block
Grant (CSBG) Scholarship ap-
plication.

Eula Hall has lived her life
as an advocate for the work-
ers, children, and families of

the region. She served with
the Volunteers in Service to
America, the Appalachian Vol-
unteers, the East Kentucky
Worker's Rights Organization,
and as president of the Ken-
tucky Black Lung Association.
She created the Mud Creek
Water District, and in 1973,
established the Mud Creek
Clinic to serve uninsured and
underinsured people. The Mud
Creek Clinic, now known at the
Eula Hall Health Center, offers
general clinic care, pharmacy,
dental care, optometry, men-
tal health services, patient
transportation, public benefits
guidance, and a food pantry.
She has served on the BSACAP
Board of Directors for more
than 35 years.

BSACAP Executive Director
Mike Howell said, “Our orga-
nization wanted to thank Eula
for the work she has done for
Community Action and honor
her for the leadership and care
that she has given to the peo-
ple in our area. We also want
to see a new generation of
strong advocates for eastern

Kentucky rise up and continue
the fight against poverty.”

The second floor will house physician workspaces, locker rooms, meeting rooms, conference space, lounge areas, environmental
services, a freight elevator and materials management storage area that will make it easier to service the entire hospital.

“Our goal has always been to provide outstanding cardiac care to east Kentucky and the surrounding region. To continue to offer
this high caliber of care we must continue our pattern of growth,” said PMC Heart Institute Director and Interventional Electrophysi-
ologist Dr. Michael Antimisiaris. “This expansion is the first step of many for the PMC Heart Institute and | look forward to our future
with this excellent team of physicians and staff.”

Private contract documents were made available on April 16th for contractors to begin preparing their bids. PMC also hosted a pre-
bid conference for bidders on April 26, providing them a quick tour of the hospital.
