He further alleges 

that the company is in 

breach of the agreement 

because it would not al-

low Mayor Jerry Fultz to 

inspect records, as per-

mit ted in the agreement, 

and by failing to provide 

“accurate and true” state-

ment about the amount 

of coal being extracted 

from the town. 

Green explained the 

let ter to the Wayland City 

Commission last week. 

“The company was 

supposed to provide a 

minimum monthly roy-

alty payment, I  think of 

$4,000 a month,” Green 

said. “They’ve not done 

that. They’re supposed 

to provide us true and 

accurate statements to 

detail their wheelage 

payments. They’ve not 

done that.”

He said the let ter 

serves as a 20-day notice 

for the company to cor-

rect the issues.

“Twenty days after 

the receipt of the let ter, 

if they have not correct-

ed those issues, we can 

actually terminate the 

agreement,” Green said. 

“So, hopefully, we can 

get their at tention and 

get this resolved amica-

bly.” 

C o m m i s s i o n e r 

Charles “Butch” Bentley 

voiced concerns about 

whether the company 

would honor its contract 

with Wayland.

“I t seems to me like 

they’re hauling so much 

out of there, they might 

get everything hauled out 

and not give you noth-

ing,” he said. “Because 

there’s a whole lot com-

ing out of there; a whole 

lot coming out of there.” 

Fultz said that con-

cern is what prompted 

the let ter. 

“Well, he sat right 

here and told us what 

they would do,” Bentley 

said. “To me, he lied to 

you, because he hasn’t 

done what he said he 

was going to do.”

Green said if the 

company doesn’t keep its 

terms of the agreement, 

the city can sue for dam-

ages.

I  hope, toward a rem-

edy,” Fultz said.

The city commission 

approved the agree-

ment with Knott County 

Coal and Quest Energy 

last year and the mining 

started in June. The coal 

refuse pile being mined 

dates back to when the 

former Elkhorn Coal 

Corporation established 

Wayland as a coal camp. 

Green said the city 

has been dealing mostly 

with Robert R. Frohnap-

fel, the president of Faith 

Unlimited Contracting of 

Letcher County, which is 

working as a contractor 

on the Wayland property. 

In May, American 

Resources Corporation 

issued a press release, 

saying that through its 

subsidiary Quest Ener-

gy and Knott County 

Coal, it entered into an 

agreement to “acquire 

an active surface min-

ing operation focused on 

remining a coarse dispos-

al area in Wayland.” The 

press release said Knott 

County Coal will assume 

ownership of all permits, 

leases, government ap-

provals and reclamation 

bonds on the property. 

The Mine Safety and 

Health Administration’s 

online database reports 

that a Faith Unlimit-

ed Contracting, started 

working as a contrac-

tor at this mine in May 

2018 with Quest Energy 

Corporation listed as the 

controller. 

MSHA reports oper-

ators have worked more 

than 1,600 hours there 

and produced 2,488 tons 

of coal. 

The Wayland mine is 

on the MSHA database 

with Quest Energy, and 

its one of only six mines 

that are listed as active.

I  will say 

that,” he said. “He was 

one of a kind. He was the 

type of person that just 

didn’t know a stranger. 

I  think by what is being 

done at this time, bring-

ing at tention to his awe-

someness, as far as an 

artist, and talking about 

Central Appalachia and 

bringing that to the world. 

He literally did because 

he had his paintings in 

galleries in Frances and 

places all over the world 

to be sold.”

Hale hopes to see the 

retrospective grow and 

turn into an annual event.

“He was an asset to 

us, as far as doing away 

with some of the ste-

reotypes that Central 

Appalachia seems to al-

ways have nationwide, by 

showing the beauty and 

the actual awesomeness 

of Eastern Kentucky,” he 

said. “To me, I  think he’s 

a treasure that needs to 

be recognized and make 

sure that other people in 

our area are so proud of 

what he was and what he 

can still do for us.”

The Floyd County 
Board of Education is 
seeking a partnership to 
provide job skills to spe-
cial needs students and 
it took steps to hire addi-
tional special needs staff 
this week. 

During a special 
meeting Sept. 17, the 
board approved an appli-
cation for the Vocational 
Rehabilitation Community 
Work Transition Program. 
Members also approved 
creating an employment 
specialist position as part 
of that program. 

The employment spe-
cialist would work with 
community partners to 
create job shadowing 
opportunities and future 
employment opportu-
nities for students who 
have disabilities in the 
school district. Services 
will include resume de-

velopment, job search 
and resource training and 
interview skills practice 
for any student that has 
an inidivudal education 
plan or a 504 plan in the 
district. 

The one-year agree-
ment between the dis-

of Vocational Rehabili-
taion and the Kentucky 
Department of Education 
retroactively started on 
July 1 and expires next 
June. 

The district expects 
to be reimbursed through 

-
itation for this program.

Board members 
didn’t discuss it during 
the meeting Monday, but 
it was highlighted during 
last month’s meeting. 

Through this pro-
gram, Floyd County high 
school students who 
have special needs will be 
eligible to work with an 

employment specialist at 
various businesses. Lar-
ry Begley, who oversees 
special needs in the dis-
trict, previously reported 
that over 400 high school 
students would qualify. 

On Monday, the board 
also approved increasing 
special education staff, 
with the board’s issue pa-
per describing the need 
for additional staff “due 
to enrollment within the 
district.” 

When board mem-
ber Dr. Chandra Varia 
asked, however, why 
more special needs staff 
are needed, Superinten-
dent Danny Adkins and 
Board Chairman Sherry 
Robinson explained that 
the district previously 

teach home/hospital stu-
dents with special needs 
and this approval would 
provide a special needs 
teacher to serve those 
students. Failing to have 

teacher serving home/
hospital students was 

found by the Individuals 
with Disabilities Educa-
tion Act audit that was 
recently conducted on 
the school district.

The issue paper re-
ports that there are 12 
students on home/hospi-
tal instruction who need 
a special needs teacher. 
Adkins said the approv-
al will provide one staff 
member.

Educators have a tough 
job. We need to prepare our 
students to be competitive in 
today’s global economy. I be-
lieve the best way to get our 
Kentucky kids ready for life 
after the classroom is to truly 
know each and every student 
so I can push them to reach 
their goals. Thankfully, South 
Floyd Elementary School has 
a unique approach to teaching 
that centers on not just teach-
ing students, but mentoring 
students as well.

Last year South Floyd in-
corporated research-backed 
approach to teaching called 
Summit Learning via our partic-
ipation in the Summit Learning 
Program. In addition to intro-
ducing project-based learning 
(a focus on learning through 
real-world projects) and per-
sonalized instruction to reach 
every student, the program 
includes a robust mentoring 
component. We’ve always val-
ued real relationships with stu-
dents and their families, and 
this program insures every 8th 
grade student has a mentor 

and mentoring group. Our stu-
dents meet with their mentor 
group every morning. . During 
this 35 minute block of time, 
students participate in team 
building activities, homework 
help, and get time to individu-
ally meet with their mentor. As 
a mentor I speak discuss prog-
ress, setbacks and goal-setting 
so they can succeed. 

Aside from the mentoring 
students receive from me, I’ve 
also seen them really thrive in 
their peer groups. In particular, 
the camaraderie developed in 
each group has led to a height-

ened sense of belonging. I’ve 
seen that have an impact on 
student attendance - with im-
provements during the win-
ter months when the weather 
used to be an excuse not to 
come in. Now they’re making 
their way to school.

Mentoring has improved 
not only student attendance 
but their grade point averag-
es and overall perception of 
school. Students write teach-
er notes on #ThankfulThurs-
day to show their appreciation 
for them as a mentor, or  give 
them a shout-out for some-

thing that they had done. Such 
rapport is essential to student 
success both in- and-out of the 
classroom. 

As we begin our new 
school year, SFES plans to cre-
ate even more mentoring op-
portunities for our students by 
creating smaller groups. This 
will ensure that all students 
have access and support from 
at least one adult, at school, 
every single day.
