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As the weather turns 
colder, life gets some-

most of us.
Travel sometimes 

are missed days at 
school and work due to 
snow and other inclem-
ent weather. In addition, 
power bills go up, along-
side other challenges.

However, for those 
who are either homeless 
or on the verge, colder 
weather is much more 
than an inconvenience, 
it’s instead a potentially 
deadly challenge.

In addition to the in-
creased need for shelter 
and warmth, there’s an 

increased need for food 
and other supplies for 
these families. For those 
families with children, 
colder weather becomes 
even more stressful.

It’s an unfortunate 
fact, but it’s also a fact 
that we can choose to 
make a difference in this 
problem.

There have always 
been organizations and 
groups which work to 
help those in need. How-
ever, over the past sev-
eral years, more orga-
nizations, churches and 
individuals than ever be-
fore have stepped up to 

That may be owing to 

several factors, including 
the fact that the past few 
years’ economic climate 
has reminded all of us 
how fragile the barrier is 
that separates us from 
the absolute worst that 
negative economic im-
pacts can bring.

While we’ve been 
glad to see the improve-
ment in the number and 
quality of organizations 
offering help, we’ve also 
seen an exponential 
growth in the need for 
these services, which 
sometimes outpaces the 
help available.

According to the Ken-
tucky Housing Corpora-
tion’s K-Count or census 

of homeless in the state 
performed in 2017, there 
were a total of 1,940 peo-
ple considered homeless 
in the state on the day 
of the census in January. 
And all involved have ac-
knowledged the inade-
quacy of this count. Sim-
ply put, homeless people 
and others in similar situ-
ations often do not want 
to be counted.

We don’t actual-
ly know how bad the 
problem is. We, instead, 
have indicators or ideas, 
but no real grasp of the 
depth of the problem.

That’s where you 
come in. 

While there is no 

shortage of need, there 
is also no shortage of 
opportunities to help. In 
some cases, that means 
nothing more than tak-
ing a few cans of food 
to a local food pantry, or 
buying a blanket or two 
to be given away by one 
of these support organi-
zations.

In other cases, that 
may mean putting some 
action behind your words 
and volunteering at a lo-
cal charity supporting the 
needy.

And, in some cases, 
it may just mean donat-
ing some money so that 
these organizations can 
“keep the lights on” or 

expand services to meet 
the growing needs.

As the Thanksgiving 
and Christmas holidays 
draw near, it can be easy 
to get so focused on our-
selves and our families 
that we forget about the 
hurting families and indi-
viduals all around us.

However, now is the 
time of their greatest 
need. Each of us who 
have the ability to help 
in some way must do so. 
The actions we take are 
bigger than ourselves 
and each act of kindness 
can make a massive dif-
ference in someone’s life.

It could even save a 
life.

“The skill and concen-
tration of Highway District 
12’s team of snowplow 
operators make them a 
force to match the winter 
weather,” the district re-
ported in a press release 
on Tuesday.

“Our men and wom-
en have spent months 
getting ready for winter,” 
said Mary Westfall-Hol-
brook, D12 chief dis-
trict engineer. “The salt 
domes are full; liquid cal-
cium chloride tanks are 
topped off; the men have 
made thousands of gal-
lons of salt brine.”

Priority system be 
used this winter
Highway District 12 

covers 2,145 miles of 
roadway. Roadway miles 
are different than lane 
miles. Counting four-lane 
roads and three-lane sec-

are responsible for more 
than 4,550 lane miles of 
pavement, the agency 
reported. 

Westfall-Holbrook ex-
plained that the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet 
has developed a system 
that dictates the order in 
which roads are cleared 
during a winter storm. 

“Roads are designat-
ed A, B, or C according 

many homes and busi-
nesses are served by 
each highway. We also 
take into account the 

-
sponders need to access 
other roads when emer-
gencies happen, people 
need to get to a hospital, 

other life-threatening sit-
uation,” she said in the 
statement.

Snow and Ice Priori-
ty Maps are available by 
county on the Transpor-
tation Cabinet’s website, 
transportation.ky.gov, 
under the “maintenance 
“ and “pages” links. 

Some roads are split; 
in other words, part of 

the road may be an A 
route and other parts a B 
route.

The district has 22K 
tons of salt 

Terry Cole Tackett is 
responsible for the dis-
trict’s snow and ice ma-
terials inventory. Storage 
domes currently hold 
22,373 tons of rock salt in 
the 10 maintenance facil-
ities positioned through-
out District 12’s seven 
counties: Lawrence, 
Johnson, Martin, Floyd, 
Knott, Pike and Letcher. 

Calcium chloride 

104,025 gallons of the liq-
-

cal. More than 61,288 
gallons of salt brine wait 
to be used in advance 
of a storm to prevent ice 
from bonding with the 
pavement. For hard-to-
reach, stubborn spots, 
the garages have 1,244 
bags of calcium chloride 
pellets on hand.

Between Oct. 2017 
and April of this year, Dis-
trict 12 used 7,319 tons 
of rock salt, 40,745 gal-
lons of salt brine, 25,969 
gallons of liquid calcium 
chloride and 360 bags of 
pellets, the agency re-
ported.

“We have almost 
three times the amount 
of salt and four times the 
amount of liquid calcium 
chloride that we needed 
last winter,” Westfall-Hol-
brook said. “Plus, we 
manufacture our own salt 
brine, so we’re not likely 
to run short.”

District 12 uses 89 
trucks with plows and 13 
contract trucks, which 
are available on call. 
“This equipment takes 
a beating,” said Dar-
old Slone, the district’s 
snow and ice coordinator. 
“Think about it: we run 
these machines in the 
worst conditions around 
the clock, changing oper-
ators every 16 hours. The 
drivers get an eight-hour 
break between shifts. 
The snowplows do not. 
We have to make sure 
each one is in the best 
possible condition before 

Each snowplow has 
two drivers, one for each 

shift. These two men 
are responsible to make 
thorough checks of their 
equipment before each 
shift, a process which 
takes about 45 minutes. 

Their backup is the 
district’s equipment ga-
rage crew, a group of cer-

and heavy equipment 
technicians supervised 
by Scotty Tackett. Head-
quartered in Pikeville, 
the crew has mechanics 
placed in each county, 
ready to tackle all but the 
most serious issues. 

The Pikeville equip-
ment garage keeps an 
inventory of parts and 
tools for 700 pieces of 
equipment and, like the 
materials that are spread 
on the pavement, this 
inventory is replenished

vides updates to the pub-
lic so people can make 
wise decisions about 
when it is safe to be on 
the roadways.”

George pointed out 
that there are nearly 200 
people at Highway Dis-
trict 12 who work snow 
and ice events.

 “When we walk with 

God, can anyone take us 

out of His hand (John 10:27-

30)?” This question was 

asked in our Ladies’ Bible 

Class lesson. Those partic-

ular verses in John say, “My 

sheep listen to my voice; I 

know them, and they follow 

me. I give them eternal life, 

and they shall never perish; 

no one will snatch them out 

of my hand. My Father, who 

has given them to me, is 

greater than all; no one can 

snatch them out of my Fa-

ther’s hand. I and the Father 

are one.”

 The statement that we 

are unable to be snatched 

away is seen here twice. We 

can’t be snatch away from 

God. However, did you no-

tice the fi rst part of the 

question that says, “when 

we walk with God?” 

 God off ers us many 

promises in the Bible. How-

ever, if you notice they are 

contingent upon something 

else. Matthew says God will 

forgive us if we forgive oth-

ers (6:14). John writes we 

shall remain in the Father’s 

love if we keep His com-

mands (15:10). In Matthew 

24:13, we will be saved if 

we stand fi rm until the end. 

In order to receive each of 

these promises (as well as 

many others), we must fi rst 

fulfi ll the request God has of 

us.

 As Christians, we can-

not be snatched away from 

God. That’s pretty awe-

some! After all, He is the 

creator of the heavens, the 

earth, us and everything 

that exists. “‘For in him we 

live and move and have 

our being.’ As some of 

your own poets have said, 

‘We are his off spring’ (Acts 

17:28).” We were created 

by God and for Him. God 

is the beginning and the 

end. Therefore, nothing can 

stand against God. Nothing 

is more powerful than Him. 

Nothing! That is why we 

cannot be snatched from 

the hands of God.

 However, if we do not 

walk in His Word and abide 

by His commandments, we 

can fall away from God. The 

fact is God doesn’t move. 

We move. We know this is 

possible because Hebrews 

warns us about falling away 

(Hebrews 4:4-6). People 

don’t change overnight. 

Usually, it’s a slow process, 

so it’s not necessarily no-

ticeable at fi rst. It can be 

something small and even 

legitimate. For example, 

maybe we don’t feel good 

and we miss a worship ser-

vice. Maybe we’ve simply 

had a bad day. Maybe our 

congregation is holding 

some of type of event, but 

we’re not interested. I don’t 

want to do that. And before 

we know it, our legitimate 

excuses no longer exist. 

We’ve become uninterest-

ed in attending worship 

services. We’ve removed 

ourselves from worship and 

fellowship. But more impor-

tantly to note, we have re-

moved ourselves from God.

 Reiterating John’s 

words, no one can snatch 

us away from God. How-

ever, we can allow things to 

come between us and God. 

We can allow the world and 

worries around us to infi l-

trate into our lives. The dev-

il will consistently fi ght to 

drag us away from God. He 

may use work, money, chil-

dren, strife in our marriage, 

etc. Satan will use whatever 

means necessary to drag 

us from the light into the 

darkness. Whether or not 

we stray away from God is 

our choice. 

 Do we want the prom-

ises God has intended for 

us? Do we want eternal 

life? Do we want to walk the 

street of gold? We can if we 

remain true in our relation-

ship with Christ. If we hold 

to the Word of God. If we 

are obedient to His Word. If

we do not allow anything in 

this life to deter us from our 

path. 

 “Jesus Christ is the 

same yesterday and to-

day and forever (Hebrews 

13:80).”
