Finland's National Bath 
Is Worth Talking About 

In some country districts of Fin­
land, both se:x:es frequently share the 
same vapor bath, for preparing the 
"sauna," as It Is called, is an arduous 
task and the steam for one is enough 
for several people, according to a cor­
respondent in the Detroit News. 

All afternoon the housewife Is kept 
busy heating great stones In the bath 
house oven. Then when the bather­
or bathers, as the case may be--ls 
ready, she throws water over the 
rocks, so causing the room to flU with 
clouds of hot steam. 

Wishing to make the most of op­
portunity, Finnish bathers stay on a 
platform near the roof, where the hot­
test steam collects. Once perspiration 
sets ln, someone rubs the bather's back 
witlt a branch of birch leaves. The 
aroma from these Is quite pleasant 
and fills the bath house. 

After they have steamed well, the 
bathers like to cool Off by taking a 
dip in one of Finland's many lakes. 
If there is none nearby, they must be 
satisfied with a cold shower, or tn 
winter a hurried roll ln a snow bank. 

The Finns are so fond of their steam 
baths that farmers often build their 
bath houses before constructing their 
home, and all the large cities have 
public bath houses. 

Drowning Persons 
It Is a common belief that drowning 

persons rise three times, but accord­
Ing to the United States public health 
service, it has no scientific basis. 
Many drowning persons do not come to 
the surface at all after their· first 
submergence. When a person finds 
himself drowning he naturally makea 
a frantic struggle to save his life. I11 
doing so he draws water into h11 
windpipe, which causes him to cough 
and expel air from his lungs. He 
then sinks. If all the air Is expelled 
from his lungs he will not rise to the 
surface at all, especially if he ls tully 
clothed. On the other hand, a drown­
ing person who has some control over 
himself may sink and rise more than 
three times before his strength falls 
completely.

ENRICH TREASURY 

America's guilty consciences, flrzt 
officially recorded in 1811, have 
swelled the treasury's famed "con­
science fund" to $618,263.68, officials 
revealed. 

The first deposit was in President 
Madison's term, in 1811, wh~:>n an un­
identified person, claiming to have 
defrauded the government, sent in 
$5. Since then, contributions made 
in every year but 1848, have ranged 
from a 1-cent stamp to $30,000. The 
banner year was 1916 when $54,923.15 
went into the public coffers. 

Correspondence in the treasury's 
conscience fund files relates chiefly 
to anonymous explanations of remit­
tances intended to lift loads from 
worried minds. One batch tells the 
tale of a drafted man in the Twenty­
third Engineers who, after having 
paid the government $25 In con­
science money, decided he wanted it 
back. He discovered lt would take 
an act of congress. 

The treasury officials told also of 
man who sent a small remittance 
only to have the government dis· 
cover he owed a whole lot more. The 
government collected in that case but 
normally contributions to the con­
science fund are accepted without 
question or investigation. 

The treasury has another fund 
composed of contributions from 
known donors, totaling $1,580,379.60. 
To this was added the $250,000 be­
quest of the late Supreme Court Jus­
tice Oliver Wendell Holmes. The 
smallest known bequest, made In 
1892, was 10 cents. 

In 1883 contributions from known 
donors totaled $971,360.26. The war 
years were conspicuous for bringinr 
to the government contributlon.t 
from persons desiring to help !t pay 
its way. Bequests in 1934 totaled 
$30,320.55. Bequests have been made 
in evePy year without a break ~ 
1913.-Cleveland Plain Dealer.
