and had a batting 

Joe McCarthy average of .287. In 
the World Series he 

handled 30 fielding chances without 
a bobble. While his series batting 
average was a pallid .250, he can 
grin when he remembers that bases­
loaded homer. 

Only Lou Gehrig and Bill Dickey 
among the other regulars are older 
than twenty-eight. Dickey is a year 
under thirty, while Lou tops that 
age by three years. Of the pitchers, 
Ruffing and Hadley are thirty-two; 
Pearson twenty-seven, Gomez twen­
ty-six and Fordham J ohnby Murphy 
whose pitching stopped the Giants 
in the last game and who should be 
a 20 game winner in '37 is twenty­
eight. 

So the Yanks can give Old Man 
Time a race for his mazuma for 
a few years at least. Incidentally 
Marse Joe doesn't have to be 
ashamed of the trades he made last 
winter when he decided to strength­
en his club. He picked up Jake 
Powell and Bump Hadley from the 
Washington club and Monte Pear­
son from Clevelan4. How would the 
Yanks have looked in the World 
Series without them? 

But on the other hand, the van­
quished Giants need a lot of over­
hauling. Last June owner Stoneham 
said they wouldn't do. But the rest 
of the league by being woefully 
weak made a liar out of him. He 
can't take a chance with the truth 
another year, though. 

Some so-called prognosticators go 
so far as to say that in thdr pres­
ent condition the 
Giants will be lucky 
to finish in the first 
division next year. 
That five-run Yan­
kee blast off Fitz­
simmons .in the final 
game proved he 
needs plenty of rest 
bet>.een starts. He'll 
be thirty-six next 
year and Hubbel 
thirty-four. Manag­
er Bill Terry is play­
ing on borrowed

time. So is Travis Jackson. Sam 
Leslie's future is a question. The 
~lub will need more secondary pitch­
mg and some additional extra base 
punch somewhere in ihe lineup. 

While the praise for the World 
Series is being handed out though 
don't overlook the Giants. 'They did 
a magnificent job considering what 
they had to work with. Colonel 
Bill Terry battled as desperately for 
a lOst cause as did that ancestor 
who fought for the Confederacy. 

On paper the Giants were woe­
fully outclassed by the Yankees 
just as they were supposedly out~ 
classed by two clubs in their own 
league-the Cubs and Cardinals. But 
they made a daring start by win­
ning the opening game behind Hub­
bel's pitching. Then in the next 
they were treated to a drubbing the 
like of which has never before been 
seen in a World Series. Almost any 
other club would have given up. 
But what happened? The Giants 
came up with a swell pitcheJ game 
by Fred Fitzsimmons and were out­
lucked in losing. The third game 
found McCarthy starting his best 
bet, Monte Pearson, who fairly out­
pitched and won from Hubbel. 

That left one game to go for the 
Yanks to sweep the series. Even 
that didn't stop the Giants. Terry 
rallied his veterans and behind the 
lion-hearted pitching of Hal Schu­
macher, won the fifth game. The 
Yanks couldn't figure out how they 
did it. In !he. sixth and final game, 
for seven mnmgs the Giants with­
stood an early display of Yank 
power, which would have been 
enough to stop almost any one else 
cold. They were right in the thick 
of the argument. In the interests

Never allow cold water to run

T?lephone service will be m~dc av~i!able to many families 
who ~.r'- not now telephone subscribers. 

As a result of t he reduction :!pproved by the Kentucky 
Public Service Commission on October 1st, the general level of 
exchange rates will be lower than at any time during the past 
ten years and, at most exchanges, the level will be lower than 
at any t ime since 19 19. 

T he number of new telephone sub~cribers is increasing 
rapidly due to improved purchasing power, and this, t ogether 
with reduced monthly rates and lower connection charges, should 
result in greater telephone value than ever before. 

Exist ing subscribers will find many opportunities for increas­
ing their facilities t hrough the lower hand set charges and the 
elimination of monthly charges on jacks or wall outlets. 

This reduction which the Company has prop<tsed, and which 
t he Commission has approved, reduces t he Company's earnings on 
its investment in the State to an amount far below that which is 
necessary to produce a fair rate of return. 

Only the strictest economies in investment and maint enance, 
made possible by the elimination of free service, together with the 
small amount of additional toll revenue which is expected, w ill 
enable the Company to build its rate of return nearer t o the 
amount allowed by law. 

ELIMINATION OF "FREE SERVICE" 
The Company's toll rates, in effect since the establishment 

of the telephone business between most of the Company's ex­
changes in Kentucky, will be uniformly applied between all 
exchanges more than five miles apart, beginning November 1st. 

The expense of furnishing long distance service, and the 
fact that its predominant use comes from a small proportion of 
telephone users, have required that a specific charge be made for 
each message. To impose the cost upon all users for the benefit 
of the few has been universally recognized as an inequitable 
p ractice. 

The Wisconsin Commission held, in 1926 that the com­
pany giving flat rates has a right, as a matter of law, 
to establish a toll rate in lieu of free service between its 
exchanges in two cities a considerable distance apart • 
The Kansas Commission held, in 1923 that the collection 
of a t Gll charge for calls from a suburban exchange to a 
neighboring city is the most satisfactory, as well as the 
cheapest for t he subscriber and is fair to all. ....-

' Free service, in line with the foregoing, has l>een uniformlY. 1 
held to const itute unfair discrimination. 

The Kentucky Public Service Commission Act, creating the 
Commission, requires the elimination of such niscrirnination. 

T his Commission accordingly has held that free service in 
Kentucky is a discrimination against many countie~ and cities in 
the State and against a majority of the subscribers; that it is 
illegal, in violat ion of §3952-32 of the Kentuck y statutes, and 
that it should be abolished. 

A etear understanding of the faets set forth itt this 
compuison i&, ia. the Company's opinien,· esseatial to a 
p roper recopition of the benefits &C411'uing to the tele~ . 
phone using pablie under the . order of the Kentucky 
~blie Se"ice Commission.
