H AS the same sad fate which 
overtook ou1' own Polo Grounds 

front runners for a Jlair of seasons 
caught up with the once proud Gas 
House Gangsters? 

Definitely-for all that they were 
well aware of their pitching frail­
ties-the Cards all along have been 
vocally confident they were the 
class of the circuit. When, now and 
then, they labcred through an un­
fortunate series it did not seem to 
distress them. They merely shout­
ed that this could be charged up 
to what Dizzy Dean terms "speri­
mentin" and then moved on to the 
next address. 

In quieter moments all of them­
manager and batboy-confided that 
they looked forward to the waning 
days of the season. Then, when 
experimenting had gone quite far 
enough, they expected to turn on so 
much he:J.t that even Manhattan cli­
ents would be panicked into grudg­
ing applause. 

They spoke with such great-and 
apparently quite honest-unconcern 
about the future that there is little 
wonder even the Giants believed 
them early in July. Even now­
as one who picked them at the start 
and has abode with them in happy 
confidence ever since-! cannot be­
lieve they were up to some of their 
old sly tricks on a faithful follower. 

Now that they have undoubtedly 
fulfilled the letter of their prophe­
cies by turning on the heat and 
causing previously timid men and 
maids of Manhattan to indulge in 
ecstatic patty-cakings, I cannot be­
lieve that such miracle - working 
mortals were guilty of double-talk­
ing all the while. 

So far as I ant concerned they 
could scarcely have known that 
their boisterous antics would so 
sorely enrage the Boston and Pitts­
burgh peasants that the heat would 
come from such directions. Neither 
could they have had any inkling that 
the Manhattan merriment could be 
partly occasioned by the support 
they recently have been giving to 
one of the ntost amazing teams of 
recent seasons. 

Instead, it seems that Frankie 
Frisch and his followers under-rated

Another is that there are 
men, especially pitchers, who can 
quickly be brought in .irom the 
farms, if Breadon and Rickey de­
cide to risk a minor league pen­
nant for the sake of a big-time suc­
cess. The third, and probably best, 
reason is that the Cards are a set 
of husky, hard-bitten athletes. Only 
the Yankees, formed out of a very 
sintilar mold, have previously 
seemed able to recover as quickly 
front adversity. That ability to rise 
above defeat is most important in a 
flag chase. In fact, no team with­
out this quality ever won a pennant. 

Success in baseball often is al­
most entirely a matter of spirit. 
When the Braves came from the 
bottom to accomplish their 1914 
miracle, they scarcely believed 
what was happening until almost at 
the finish. Then, when the going 
might have been tough, they were 
sustained by the conviction that, 
no matter how good opponents 
might seem to be, their own luck 
was considerably better. So they 
:Celt they had nothing to worry about 
and devoted their best efforts to 
playing baseball. 

Somewhat the same thing hap­
pened to the Cubs last fall and 
to the Cards in 1934, although in 
both cases the short space of re­
maining time and utter collapse of 
a rival had much to do with the 
result. Indeed, several Cub stars 
quite frankly admitted that all along 
they felt it merely was a beautiful 
dream and only woke up when they 
found the ~·gers whaling the mer­
ry blue bl es out of thent in the 
World Ser· s.

If ra1smg lions for 
the market down in 
South- Florida isn't 
putting the climate to 
work for you, then 
what is? A look at 
a map of the world 
will show that the 
lower part of the 
Alligator State is "on 

a line" with northern Africa where some 
of the world's largest ~uid fiercest lions 
roam about in the wild desert country 
of the Sahara. And so down in south­
ern Florida two enterprising farmers 
have taken up lion farming! 

The lion raiser (fancier. ) are ]. H. 
l\.1cKillop, farm manger, and P. M. 
Hutton, a partner in the venture. Mr. 
1\.lcKillop spends most of his time on the 
fann-- sleeps within thirty feet of some 
of the largest and fiercest beasts, in fact. 
The 1\ticKillop-H utton lion farm is lo­
cated two miles north from Fort Lau­
derdale, in Broward County, right on 
the highway into !\1iami, so thousands 
of tourists stop each year to . ee the lion 
farm in operation. The huge cat~ don't 
seem to mind the attention. The lion­
esses go right on raising huge families 
of cubs, wh1le the lions strut majestic­
ally up and down their enclosures, roar­
ing their defiance to all man-kind. 

"Yes, we raise lions for the market. 
There is always a good market for lions. 
Zoological gardens, ci reuses, owners of 
animal shows, and others, buy them for 
good prices. Right now we are unable 
to upply ten orders for youngsters. And 
if, in addition to our regular business of 
lion fanning, the public insists upon be­
ing let in to look at our operations, 
isn't it a good idea to charge them a few 
dimes a head? Well, we· do that and 
we find that both raising lions and let­
ting tourists pay you to see lions raised 
are profitable!" is the way ]. H. l\Ic­
Killop explained his novel venture. 

In Natural Surroundings 

The Fort Lauderdale, Floricia lion 
farm is an imposing looking place. There 
i' a high wall around the outside and 
as one enters, it becomes evident that 
the lions are quartered in several old 
rock quarry pits. The great gaping holes 
in the earth (rather in the rock) make 
the finest quarters imaginable for lions. 
Even the largest and strongest of the 
King of Beasts can't leap up OYer the 
side of these pits. And pools of beau­
tiful, clear water in the low(>St parts of 
the quarry-holes, add much to tne beau­
tv of the farm. Mr. l\IIcKillop has 
b.uilt a huge, artificial waterfall which 
comes tumbling down over a tocky bed 
between the large t of the old quarries. 
Huge lions strut about below-they are 
not caged-and onlookers are told that 
some of the scenery is typical of the 
African veldt. 

"Yes, we keep our lionesses working. 
Lions are just big cats. They have lots 
of kittens, frequently, or rather one 
should say cubs! 

"It takes only T 20 days for lion cubs 
to come into the world. There are from 
one to three cub-;, as a rule, but mostly 
we have twins. Because we take the 
youngsters away from their mothers at 
two .months after they're born , you can 
sec we average nearly two litters per 
year to the lioness. The lions do their 
part!" Mr. McKillop explained while 
conducting the STATE FARM"ER reporter 
about the premises. 

Some distance from the . imposing 
looking entrance and "African veldt" 
lion caves in the rock, the lion farmers 
have a "lion hou e" which is just :t 

wooden building. full of steel cages, 
where they keep the "main supply'' of 
lions while additional quarters are be­
ing prepared out in the quarry-pits. 

Mussolini From Ethiopia 
At present only a few lions are roam­

ing around in the open, so to speak, 
down in the rock. The others are still 
quartered in cages in the lion house. 

There were dozens of peo­
ple in the lion house watch­
ing the lions eat; hearing 
their roaring. When the 
"roasts" were handed out 
the huge cats became silent 
and fell to eating-all but 
M ussolini. This huge, dark­
maned lion, Mussolini, held 
his portion of beef between 
his paws and roared fiercely 
at the hun_1ans just out of 
his reach. Every few mo­
ments with a roar he would 
charge toward the front of 
the cage. M ussolini acted 
much as a cross dog acts with 
a bone. After "showing off" 
for fifteen minutes this big 
lion finally ate his dinner. 

Guard-rail Protects Spectators 
There is a guard-rail between the 

place where onlookers stand and the 
cages. On this rail are signs, reading: 

Natu-ral surroundings are a factor of the Flori-da lion farm. 

''Yes, that's Mussolini roaring,'' Mr. 
McKillop said, as we entered the place. 
"Mussolini is a lion from Ethiopia. He 
was captured alive there and has always 
resented it. He is the meanest, fiercest 
brute I've ever seen and a killer!" 

Fortunately it was feeding time. Ne­
groes entered with huge chunks of ~ef. 
All the lions in the house, nearly a 
dozen of them, began roaring at once. 
\Vhat a racket! The 10-pound slabs of 
raw beef were tossed to the front of the 
cages and the lions pulled their rations 
through the bars. 

"We have 2 1 I ions now on the place. 
We feed them 200 pounds of beef a 
day-six days a week. On the seventh 
they are given medicines, good for their 
inwards. The small range cattle of 
South-Florida are cheap and often a 
carcass won't weigh more than 200 

pounds. But the beef makes fine lion 
food," Mr. McKillop explained. 

"Not responsible for persons reaching 
over guard- rail." When Mussolini 
stuck his huge paws some distance out 
o.t his cage, through the bars, showing 
his claws, the reason for the sign was 
evident. 

Other interesting lions in the house 
include ·Princess, a leek liones.~. quar­
tered next to M ussolini. She pays no 
attention whatever to his growlings and 
fierce display. Nell, a huge fat lioness, · 
has had 21 cubs already and soon will 
have more. Walter, a brother of the 
lion who appears in the movies to in­
troduce films made by a motion picture 
producer, is just as big as Mussolini, but 
he is peaceful, gentle and quiet. 

Henry Pringle, a colored lion attend­
ant, says "all de lions are gentle, boss." 
Rut Manager McKillop says "Henry" 
is the only negro they ever had .who 

- didn't arouse the lions to a fury-the 
moment the darkey was spotted ! Seems 
the big cats always have disliked ne­
groes, Henry excepted. 

Back in the "veldt" . country, beside 
the waterfall, and seated under a cocoa­
nut palm tree, Mr. McKillop disclosed 
that he had to pay as much as $700 to 
$8oo a piece for some of his lions, at 
the start. He said most of his. young­
sters sell f<>r $200 to $400 each, depend­
ing upon their appearance. He expects 
the lion farm to pay-both from the 
standpoint of producing lions and be­
cause thousands of people pay him to see

his unusual livestock enterprise. 

"Some days we've had as many as 1 

500 people visiting <>ur place. Th 
would be on Sunday in the winter: 
from 200 to 600 daily attendance is 
mon." Adults are charged 35c 
children less. It looks like no mat 
how well Mr. McKillop's li<>nesses 
duce cubs--that he'll make money 
way! 

Sleeps Under Waterfall 

Mr. McKillop pointed to the "lucky" 
lions which r<>aming around in the lion 
pits, near at hand. Then he pointed to 
the artificial waterfall. 

" I sleep under the waterf~l!-in ";( 
little apartment we've built there at the 
top of the stairs. The lions wake me 
up nearly every night when they get to ' 
roaring. That's part of lion fanning," 
he observed. 

David Kirkbride, the keeper, is one of 
the most experienced lion men in the 
business. He was brought to Fort Lau­
derdale by Mr. McKillop to give the 
I ions expert care: 

The Fort Lauderdale lions are as ne 
and clean as an old maid's pet 
cat. They are, actually, in the pink 
condition. Cages are kept dean 
sanitary. And of course those )ions 
are fortunate enough to have 
in the "veldt" section of the 
living almost as they would 
rica. In time Mr. 
to have all of his beasts livipg 
that way.

Feed prices advanced 
sharply, affecting both dairymen, feeders 
and poultry producers, and all crops 
vrere injured to greater or less deg.rec. 
How far increased prices will offset yidd 
losses remains to be seen. 

The animal husbandry a·nd crop di­
visioJ~ of the Tennes. ce extension service 
ad vised the planting of forage crops to 
offset increased costs of feed. In Tennes­
~ee, the college advise. the time limit for 
S('('ding; crops as follows:

Rye grass, September I to October 1 5·

"If Tenne see valley farms were 

<.peratcd by westerners accustomd to 

irrigation , there would be streams of 
water flowing throug-h the fields and 
pastures, and the farmer who was fore­
sighted enough to be prepared to furnish 
hi~ own rain would be reaping a good 
harvest of high priced crops." 

This is the statement of l\1. 1\:1. Johns. 
C. T. extension speciali. t in rural elec­
trification, who holds that many farms 
with lowlands adjoining streams, can

flourish despite such a drought as dam­
aged Tennessee and the rest of the 
southern states, excepting not more than 
three, this year. 

Now 1\!lr. Joh.ls does not advocate ir­
rigation, such as is practiced in the wc~r. 
Other agricultural specialists know thar 
soil types are different from the irriga­
tiOn area of the west, that rolling and 
hillside land, most of it with rock just 
underneath, would never repay any in­
vestment in irrigation, let alone the prob­
lem of perventing wash. 

'',But there are low: flat fields, with 
deep soil, that can be supplied water 
{rom ri vcrs, small streams, ponds, springs 
or wells, according to l\.lr. Johns. "It is 
not necessary to go to the west coast to 
find examples of profitable irrigation," 
:\-lr. Johns says. ''There are a number 
ot irrigation plants in Virginia, pumt;­
ii,g water on truck crops and apple or­
chards, which have paid for themselves 
out of the profits of one or two years· 
operations. There is scarcely any section · 
of the country where rainfall i so even­
hr distributed that supplemental irriga­
tion would not be profitable on certain 
t) pes of crops. 

"Intensive crops, such as vegetables 
and fruits, will frequently pay good re­
turns on a reasonably large investment 
i 11 an i rrigatio1-1 sprinkling, or pumping 
s\ stem. At the ~Iissis~ippi experiment 
station good rc ults have been obtained 
f ram a small stream. Even pastures have 
~hown unexpected profits from the ap­
plication of irrigation water in such semi­
humid areas a~ the western part of 
Oregon. 

'' In this section of the country there . 
are many locations where the applira­
twn of irrigation water would mean 
merely the placing of a temporary dam 
across a creek and the plowing of ditches 
to conduct the water to the fie. 1s. 
Farmers in the hilly section of U ri1on 
county, Georgia, have . taken advantage 
of this opportunity during the drought. 
A doz,cn or more farmers diverted water 
from small streams and applied it to their 
gardens and potato patches with the ex­
penditure of a few days labor. 

"If large quantities of water are avail­
able, distribution 1i1ay be made over the 
surface by flooding. Ro v crops usuall}· 
arc irrigated by flowing the \\'ater in 
between the rows. The ·e furrows must 
have a slight grade, which means that 
they should be laid out carefully to per­
mit the water to flow, and at the same 
tune to prevent washing. 

"It is too late to p1an for irrigation 
after crops are suffering for moisture, 
unless the water is at hand and easy to 
supply. The time to think about next 
year' irrigation and do some planning 
for it is right now, when the drought 
i.;; fresh in mind." 

"In order to get the best results from 
irrigation one must study how to apply 
the water effectively, how to prepare and 
lcty out the land and ditches, and what 
type of pumping equipment to sele -r to 
do the job most economically.

SeasOn's Opening

The opening of the duck hooting 
season is a major event in the lives of 
over a million sportsmen. Ducks are 
widely distributed and popular game 
with all shotgun users. 

Migrating ducks often light and tarry 
for days on ponds, loughs and creeks. 
providing sport and duck dinners alike 
for the farmer lad with his single barrel 
'·Long Tom" and the crank sportsman 
with his automatic. 

jump shooting on rivers requires con­
s;dera.ble kill and provides more real 
sport than deer hunting. The usual pro­
cedure is to engage a local riverman to 
paddle his skiff on a float down river. 

Thrills Around Bend 

The start should be made on a con­
siderable 'tide' (freshet) which keeps the 
ducks near the banks, and the colder the 
morning. the better. The hunter invari­
ablv follows the convex bank, and the 
killed boatman keeps the craft hugging 

drooping foliage, and paddles quietly. 
from the stern. One or two hooters 
stt in the bow and hang away at du ks 
along the bank., within range. 

This .ort of hunting i far more en­
joyable and sportsmanlike than sitting 
in a cold blind, firing into the occasional 
Hock that drifts into a bunch of decoy . 

The river duck hunter anticipate:; 
thrilling action around e.a,rery bend. 
\\

7 hen the ducks come out or ri e per-

pendicularly, skill is required to hit them 
from a moving boat. Sometime a small 
bunch of duck-; will be sighted far down 
the bank and a long stalk by boat be­
gin . If a straggler or brace of mallard~ 
arc kicked up on the way down. the 
hunter ha to make a hasty decision on 
taking the bird in hand or trying for 
the two in the bush. It usually pays to 
p:1s~ up no fair hot . Sometimes duch 
arc not frightened by shooting beyond 
half a mile. 

Conservation Problem 

It is illegal to u e an automatic shot­
gun of more than three shots. Since 
wild duck. were dimini hing rapidly. 
som~thing had to be done by the conscr­
\- ationist .. I contend it is not the gun, 
but the man back of it, who hogs the 
game. .\Ir idea would be to restrict 
hunters in areas where ducks are abund­
ant. uch as on the marshes of Mary­
land, to single shot arms; the river duck 
lt•nter .. viii seldom kill the legal limit 
with the five hot automatic, and the 
e ·tra shot, do save a lot of cripples.

The E"periment Station reports note'i 
that failing markets, ~urplus production 
and the like may justify a reduction in 
to hac ·o, but soil conditi1 ll'- call for a 
reduction in rorn rather than tobacco.

1 otations than 110\V practiced are ad­

a .. sure gra . . crops that will help pre\·ent 
erosion, more ground limestone and fer­
tilizer mu. t be u. rd. If the. e practices 
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Increases in forage and hay crops are indicated for Kentucky.

and that the quality of pastures will be

More Livestook Possible 

The Experiment Station is not entire­
~~ in accord v.·ith the planning figures 
regariling livestock increases. Speaking 
of sovving small grain and grasse~ at 
the anw time in the Fall of the yrar, 
or gras. es and clovers in small grain the 
fo110\ving Spring, the report says that if 
this practice could be increa ed. together 
·with inc-rc1sed grain production, the 
. t~te might :-.:.1pport an increase of 40 
per cent in ilairy cmvs, 200 per cent in 
bct>f rattle, )O per cent in sheep and 30 
per cent in poultry.

tural agent are \Vayland Rhoads, Rich­
ard C. 1\.1 iller, Grady Sella rd. and 
Stanley Caton. 

Said l\1 r. Rhoad. of beef cattle: 
''Enough distillery lop is being produced 
i;t Kentu kv to warrant an increa e of 
40 per crJ1t- in beef cattle feeding, if all 
of it 'vere used. Forty thou. and attlr 
were brought into the state in 1934, 
when hay and pasture were abundant. 
Production of hays, alfalfa, lespedeza 
<lfHl other foragrs arc increasing. We 
need more beef cattle produced on the 
f<.pms, and could feed more brought ir• 
f1om the \vest." 

An authority on sheep, 1\h. J\.;1 ille.­
thought there might he an increa.e from 
the present .million head to a million ancl 
a half. Small farmers, especially in the 
\Vestern part of the state, should raise 
n1ore sheep. heep eat a lot of material 
on the farm th.1t otherwise would go 
to wa te. 

l\1 r. Sellards wants good hogs. The 
state should produce a million good ones 
~nnuatlv, he believes. He also expressed 
the opi;1ion that the mountain people 
should raise enough to provide their 
own meat. 

Con ervative ~1r. Caton refused to 

get excited about poultry. limate, near­
ness to market and general adaptability 
make Kentucky a good poultry state. 
Scavenger flocks arc the ur.e of the 
chicken businrss, although the College of 
Agriculture has done almost a miracle 
job improving flocks of the . tate. J\1 r. 
Caton believes small fanners could \'veil 
afford to give more attention to poultr). 
Turkey raising i developing rapidly in 
the state. 

Soil Authority Quoted 
Prof. George Roberts. head of the ag­

ronamy department of the Agricultural 
Experiment Station and ollege of Ag­
riculture, preached soil com><'rvation he­
fore many of the boys connected with 
the " T ew Deal" were born. "The soil 
i~ the fundamental resource of the peo- . 
ple," he declared. "and when it bc·­
C0llH.'s impoverished the p<'oplr :non be­
com<' impoverished along with it." 

Prof. Roberts estimate" that 3) mil­
lwn dollars i. the annual value of the 
11itrogen, pho. phoric acid and potash 
v:ashed out of the soils- of Kentucky. 
Plant food losses from l"rosion are 20 

times a. great as th<' remo\'al of plant 
foods bv crops. he declared. He suspects 
there i~ a do. e relation between the 
amount of soil erosion in a given area 
and the number of rural people on re­
lief in that area. 

This noted soil authority point. out 
that in thr bluegnu~ region of Kentucky. 
where thr> soil is still fertile, 6o per cent 
of the crop and pasture land {s kept in 
pa ture and I 5 per,· cent in hay. In the 
37 roor counties west of I ,ouiwille. onl) 
44 prr cent is in pasture. 

Future Encouraging 
The planning stati. tic.. then1 as well 

as th1· opinion of .men in position to ha\ e 
ideas on the future of Kentucky ag;riclll­
run'. would seem to indicate that farm­
er:- need to attend first of a 11 to the f cr­
tility problem. 

For farmers in po. ition to follow the 
re ·ommendations of the , tate's Expet i­
ment Station and College of Agrictd ­
ture. and to make adjustments in. keep­
ing with county planning; and national 
conservation programs, the f11tu re holds 
encouraging prospects.

Sunk 
in the red during the early depression 
} tars. the county fair is staging a rapid 
comeback. beginning with 1033, with at­
tendance totals mounting ye-arly. Whnt' 
the biggest day at the average count} 
fair didn ' t run much above J,ooo a few 
years ago, the mark is now around the 
1 o,ooo figure. This yt."ar prize money i, 
up, and entries arc more prolific. 

Tennessee's first county fairs ~tartcd 
in August, with the largest number 
scheduled for September. A few will be 
staged in October, sponsor · preferring to 
follow the state and district fairs rather 
than be in advance. 

Knoxv i llc, Chattanooga, J acks.on, 
;.\lemphis and !\: a:,hvillc have their fairs 
beginning in September. 'The state fair, 
oj cour ·e, is at Nashville, but the other 
e.x.hibitions named have as large attend ­
ance and exhibit . Lawrenceburg also 
has a district fair with attendance iigures 
surpnsmg for the population of the 
town. 

For almost a decade, horse shows have 
g;rown in popularity as fair highlights. 
The iarger fair contribute to this inter­
est with generous prizes · aud a variety 
of classes, hantc~s and saddle cvems. 
Competition in community horse shows 
precedes the county affairs, and winners 
from these latter event~ usually, if con­
s~d ·red good enough, go to the district 
or state fairs. 

However, the county fair hinges abour 
agricultural products, as always. Secre­
taries, as a rule, are working with state 
and exten ion sen ice leader~ in promot­
int.; purebred stock this year. The build ­
ing of more creamery stations, construc­
tion of chc<'S(' plants and shift to li' <:'-'tcJrk 
due to incrc<L'it:d pasturage, laun ·hed 
first under the AAA and now going 011 

as a result of the soil conservation pro· 
gram, h:1s caused a boom in dairy herds. 
The distribution is beginning to he more 
general, especially in plateau countie · 
where purebred Jerseys \\'ere a rarit) a 
few year ago. 

Beef cattle types an• incn~a:-.ing aJ:..,o . 
and the promotion work of ,·ariOIIS 
agencies among young people, encourag~ 
ing_ beef cattle.projccts, has been reflected 
in the fair prize list. , county, district

There arc only two principal causes 
of off-flavors in milk at the time it is 
drawn trom the udder. Perhap the 
most common are flavors due to feed 
e~ten. Chief among offenders arc weeds 
such as wild onion, ragweed and bitter­
weed. Certain green forage crops such 
as rye and gr~en alfalla cau~e pronounc­
ed off-flavors in milk unle~s grazing pe­
riods are properly . paced. ( )ther green 
feeds known to affect milk flavor are 
cowpcas, beet tops, rape, cabbage. tur­
llips and kale. 

~lost feed and \V<.."<'d flavors pa:-s into 
the milk within 30 minutes after the 
feed i consumed and remain for a p<:"­
riod of three to four hours. Therefore 
if the ·ows a1 e removed from the pa.­
tu re to the dry lot or cle.m pasturl' 
se\ eral hours b fore milking, most off­
fla,·ors will be eliminated. l fsualh· four 
hours is sufficient. but with :uch. weeds 
as onions and bittt·r weed six to ... even 
hours should be a !lowed.

. Full rations of alfalfa hay, green al­
falfa clover hay or corn silage produce 
a strong feed flavor when fed one to 
two hours before milking, but do not 
flavor the milk appreciably when fed 
four to five hour~ before milking. Crreen 
bc;.rley. wild oats and foxtail produce 
feed flavors. Improperly cured ha.v 
t1 ansmits a mu. ty flavor to the milk. .

by the sud den change from dry feed to 
new gr<L'>S. After a fevv days,·· the cow 
become: adju. ted to her nn'' diet, the in­
testinal c.hsturbance is corre -ted and the 
. light off-flavor largely disappears. Tht: 
"grass" flavor in milk may be minimi:~ed 
greatly by allowing the cmvs to p;raze for 
en!~ a short period each da,· until th<'v 
have become accustomed to green feed . . 

Another source ot undesirable flavor. 
ih milk. i the cow in advanced lactation 
<Jr tho:e having a disea. ed or inflamma· 
tor~ cone.! i tion ot the udder. 

( )ne of the first symptoms of garget 
C'r mastiti~ is an in -rease in the sodiun1 
and chlorine or salt content o1 the milk 
giving tht> milk a characteristic salty fla­
vor. Cows that have been milking for 
a long time , .. ·ill sometimes produce 
:-.alt) milk e\ en though they ha\ e no 
~ymptOim of a diseased udder. 

If only a few CO\VS are producing such 
milk it will usually be diluted to such 
an extent by mixing with the milk from 
other rows that it. effrct will not be de­
tected. However, the quality of the en­
tilt' output will be lowered slightl).

mon to all agricultu rc and one impo~ · 
sible to solve by indi\ idual etfort. 

Second: The Agricultural Adjust­
ment Act and sub equent agri ultural 
lrgi lation sponsored by the general farm 
01 ganizations have been pointed to as to 
what may be accomplished for agricul­
ture if the far,mer unite their forces. 
furthermore, the method provided for 
administring the Agricultural Adjust­
Il!ent Act within the counties lent it eli 
very well to furthering the cause of farm 
organizations. 

Third: Taxation is alway a live ques­
tion when it affects agriculture. 'The 
1< ann Burau grasped it opportunity of 
appealing to, and serving farmers bv 
fighting for a sound tax program. Thei-r 
tax program called for ( I ) removal of 
aU state property taAe , ( 2) mcome tax 
on per ·onal income and corporate net 
income , ( 3) revised inheritance tax to 
n'eet the 8o per cent federal off et, ( 4) 
sdected luxury sales taxes, ( 5) adequate 
liquor, \·vine and beer taxes, (6) reduc­
tion of automobile hcenses; During a 
pecial ta , t' " ion of the tate L·gisla­

ture, a law was passed taxing cigarette 
sale within the State. Thi bill was un­
popular among burley tobacco growers 
and the Farm Bureau gained popularity 
b~· its fight against the bill. 

Fourth: The growth in membership 
of the Farm Bureau has been due in no 
small measure to the ability and efforts 
of the general ecretary, Ben Kilgore. 
and the guidance of its board of direc­
tors.' At the time that he became Secre­
tary, finances and membership in the or­
ganization were at a low ebb. Mr. Kil­
gore has built an organization that is 
now being felt throughout the state.
