From there 
the talk turned to the luck which 
makes or breaks pennant contend-
ers. 

"We had it for years," Mickey 
Cochrane said, "and we won two 
flags. Last year we didn't have it 
and we lost. This year-well, we've 
had a lot of hard luck but we've 
stuck close. Who knows?" He 
paused and rapped carefully on the 
wooden floor of the dugout. 

"Who knows," he repeated. "I 
feel better'n I have for four or five 
years. It looks like Rowe is ready 
to go for us and things are shaping 
up. But-" He paused again. "Well, 
anything can happen in baseball." 

That was two or three minutes be­
fore game time. In the fifth inning 
Bump Hadley threw a fast ball. 
Cochrane stepped back. It was not 
a bean ball, should not have hit 
him. But when you have been in 
baseball a long while and have oth­
er things on your mind you become 
careless. The ball struck him on 
the right temple. 

Almost immediately old-timers in 
the press box were heading towards

There was the afternoon 
in St. Louis when you heard that 
sickening thud again and saw Bur­
leigh Grimes standing on the mound 
while Mel Ott lay silently beside 
the plate, lucky to be out only for 
the rest of the season. 

Back through the years there are 
other memories of such moments. 
Merwin Jacobson ducking into two 
fast pitches during two years with 
Jack Dunn's famous pennant-win­
ning Orioles. His life despaired of 
each time. 

Chick Fewster, grinning as he 
stepped to the plate against big Jeff 
Pfeffer in a Yankee-Dodger train­
ing season game. Fewster still 
around town now, a silver plate in 
his skull as a memento of the fast 
ball that struck him down scant sec­
onds later. Roy Corban, White Sox 
shortstop, being led off the field, 
babbling to himself, never to be a 
real player again after being hit 
by Russ Ford's high hard one at 
the Old Hilltop grou~ds.

Hu9e Bridge Proposed 
for Straits of Mackinac 

The lovely Straits of Mackinac 
in northern Michigan may be the 
!lext great American waterway to 
be spanned by a bridge. Already 
an organization has been formed 
to develop the project. The Straits 
are from five to ten miles wide, 
the distance between Mackinaw 
City and St. Ignace, which is the 
favored route, being about five 
miles. An immense amount of 
lake shipping passes these points 
yearly and the bridge, if and when 
built, will be of the high suspen­
sion type.. 

Over 150,000 .:::ars, busses and 
trailers crossed the Straits last 
year on the three fernes operated 
by the Michigan State Highway 
department. Two immense ferries 
handle the trains of three rail­
roads over the same course. It is 
planned to erect a bridge with 
at least one railroad track and 
several lanes for automobile trav­
el. Bridge tolls commensurate 
with those now charged on the 
ferries will, it is estimated, amor­
tize the greater part of construc­
tion charges. 

Michigan is divided into two 
peninsulas by the Straits, which 
bar the way at present to the 
Lake Superior country and i t s 
growing summer resort traffic. 
The upper part of the state has 
become the leading hay fever 
refuge of the central west in sum­
mer.
