Henee it is feaved that dogs sense
the presence of iinvisible things, es-
pecially cvil spirits. Aside from
any supcrstitions fear agsociated
with it, the howling of degs awakes
in many of us a primitive fecling
that allies us with the most ancient
of days. Some people 1 know would
£cold the dogs when they began to
howl and would thus force them
into silence; others feared to dis-
turh them, and let them howl on.

Indoors there are sounds that
have made many a head of hair
stand on end. Certain beetles in the
walls have acquired the very unjust
name of “death-watches” because
of their clicking sounds, On cold
nights the furniture and the walls
themselves pop and crack, making

many a child and superstitious
grown-up fear that spirits are
walking abroad. The fire often

makes a sound that iz usupally in-
terpreted as treading or “tromping”
snow. Some fearful ones read this
as a bad omen, connected with sick-
ness: and death rather than
Flying squirrels can ereate a weird
impression when they scamper
around in the “loft™ and suddenly
reappear in another place, as if
they, too, were spirits. Squeaking
mice, out for a bit of food, have
many times frightened people who
in daylight would have faced a pan-
ther.

In the night we seem to Ilose
much of the fine bravery that civil-
ization has built up. We revert to
the days when primitive man fear-
ed, and rightly so, the woodland
inhabitants that might devour him
in the darkness. In spite of our in-
creasing knowledge of our surround-
ings, we still ghiver at the sounds
that ought to be enjoyed or ig-
nored.

Louisville Editor Believes
“Poor Mountaineer” Could
Enlighten City Dwellers

I accepted an invitation from
the University of Kentucky to visit
Carcassonne - Community Center in
Letcher county, Southeast Xen-
tucky, near the Virginia line, to
have a glimpse of wcrk which is
being done there, seven miles, and
two mountains, frorz the railroad
and nearest improved road.

The rain continued. I had loaned
my raincoat to a companion who
had not brought hiking clothes, and
who donned overalls bought at
Blackey.

The walking was hol work, on an
increasingly slipperv earth road.
The rain did not penetrate my lea-
ther jacket or my heavy Kkhakis,
but the sweat of honest toil during
the skyward climb came through
everything inside the jacket, in-
cluding a sweater which I wore, in-
stead of ecarrying it, hoping to get
to Gander with something dry.

We passed on the muddy wagon
road a few boys and girls who were

walking up from Blackey to the
conferénce, and over the. forest
traile which converge atWPGander
came more bovs and girls, men and
women than one would have be-
lieved would have hraved the rain
to hear discussions of problems of
communication and culture.

Older men 'and women were
dressed conservatively. The girls
and boys wore the sert of clothing
one sees almost everywhere now-
adays.

When Ford shot Bigelow, Jesse im-
mediately rushed into the room and
changed guns and other marks of
identification with the slain man, and
escaped into the hiding that was des-
tined to outdo Rip Van Winkle. Dux-
ing his seclusion, James earned a
quiet living as a dealer in cattle and
race-horses, spending most of the
time in Colorado, and passing under
the name of “Jim Williams.”
