Men On WPA Seen Ere
Month-End
Compulsory reduction of relief rolls
of the Works Projects Administration

in Kentucky to comply with the 1939
Appropriation Act, passed recently by

M. Congress, will result in approximately

850 persons heing dropped from WPA
rolls in this county by the end of this

day.

The August relief roll quota for
Floyd was set at 1,247 employees, it
was said. The cut is expected to be
around 51 per cent of the quota after
other workers are assigned to jobs.

In Johnson county, according to The
Paintsville Herald, 1267 were WPA-
employed as compared to Filoyd's 1,-
247. .

The 1939 act requires that all per-
sons who have received employment
on WPA projects for 18 consscutive
months, excepting veterans, be releas-
ed and that their certification be can-
celled.

The act provides that all persons re-
leased may reapply to their local agent
for re-certification. All of those re-
certified will then be placed in the
“awesiting assignment file,” it was sald
by George Goodman, State WPA Ad-

PENNSYLVANIA TRIES CAPT.
JOHN SMITH’S PLAN

The Gallup poll's approval of the “work or
starve” plan, punctuated by pickets of the un-
employed in front of the Governor's Mansion,
should encourage the Pennsylvania State Admin-
istration to demonstrate the merits of the new
work-relief act passed by the Legislature this
spring. It requires all able-bodied indigents (o
accept any kind of job offered by a local govern-
ment as a condition of relief.

The size of the order and the limitation of
local resources are indicated in the announce-
ment at Harrisburg that the first 178 of the 200,-
000 will start on temporary jobs in five counties
Monday, mostly on roads, cutting weeds, land-
scaping, ditch-clearing and repairs One jail will
be painted inside.

The Pennsylvania experiment may prove in-
structive one way or another. At least, it is some-
thing to see a state showing g bit of originality if
only by way of variation.

There was a time when the states were our
peolitical laboratories. Cities have been kept prog-
ressive in recent years, especially where ihe pop-
ular referendum has enabled them to gain home
rule. But most of the states laid down complete-
ly on the emergencies caused by the crash ten
years ago.

Of course, now that it has the law, the Penn-
sylvania Administration is faced with the initial
problem of making the law work. It is not so sim-
ple in operation as Captain John Smith’s famous
edict that “he who does not work shall not eat.”
The situation is the exact opposite of that at
Jamestown. There was plenty to be done there
and too few willing to do it. Pennsylvania has
763900 on relief but not enough jobs to po
around. The authorities are trying to find pub-
lic employment for them.

According (o the Associated Press. this is to
be on “prevailing wage.” This is the “boondog-
gling” stage and, if the authorities are not care-
ful, a make-work program might prove expen-
sive.

Another danger to be avoided is the intro-
duction of peonage. Wooster, Ohio, Cleveland pa-
pers relate, rounds up all the fransients about
the railroad, fines them and puts them to work
for a week on a city project and then tells them
to “beat it.” No pretense is made of any purpose
other than to get the work done for board and
lodging in jail. That falls a little short of South-
eastern Arkansas' system of hiring prisoners out
to private interests at the price of the fine and
costs for the statutory term of servitude “work-
ing out’ a fine, Pennsylvania local authorities
could easily adopt some such practice, but it
wouldn't prove so popular applied to local labor.
