Chsolets
Laws To Be Eliminated,
Others Condensed

Attorneys of this section will have
an opportunity to hear Robert K. Cul~
len, state revision expert from Wis-
consin, who has been employed to di-
rect the work in Kentucky, when he
appears at the meeting of the Pike
county bar Wednesday, September 6.

In one of a series of state-wide
meetings &t wadisonville Tuesday, at-
torneys lauded the work undertaken
by the Statute Revision Commission
created by the Legislature, and agreed
unanimously with that body's objec-
tive—to condense Kentucky's statutes,
gliminating obsolete and duplicated
sections and improve the acecessibility
of the statutes.
