A typical old-time “perfessor” was
B. J. Fletcher. Your parents or grand-
parents were possibly pupils of his, in
the 1870's, in either the regular term
or in one of his “subseription” schools.
He taught these “winter” schools at
various places over the county and,
although the attendance was never
very large, his enrollment included
beginners as well as advanced pupils.
Before each school was begun an
agreement, between him and the par-
ents of prospective pupils, was signed.
in which was mentioned the subjects
to be taught, the prices to be paid for
the instruction, and the location of
the school.

Following is a contract written by
Professor Fleicher on Jan. 29, 1877, in
which he agrees to teach a four-month
term near the present site of Harold:

"ARTICLE OF AGREEMENT made
and enfered into January the 29th.
1877

“By and between B. J. Fletcher of
the first part and the subscribers of
the second part, all being of the state
of Kentucky.

“I the undersigned of the first part
agree and bind myself to teach a
school in the church house at Mouth
of Mud, Floyd Co., Kentucky, for the
term of four (4) months and to teach
all of the following branches, viz:—
Orthography, Reading, Writing Arith-
metic, Grammar, Geography, History,
Philosophy, Chemistry, Composition,
Rhetoric, Anatomy, also higher math-
ematics, including Algebra and Geo-
metry. Also Latin commenced, ete.

| undersigned of the first part one dol-
