Kansas City's political m.a.chine, like those in 
New York. and Cincinnati. though driven from the 
city hall, has yet to be dislodged from t.he county 
courthouse. 

The Pendergast city manager resigned. The 
Mayor is haVing the books investigated and is 
firing Pendergast henchmen from key positions. 
In the midst of the confusion, fonner Senator 
Jim Reed appears before the Forward Kansa.:. 
City Committee, d~manding the Mayor's recall. 

Reed. always a Pendergast ally himself, de­
nounces the Mayor as a ''front" for the machine 
and Governor Stark expresses suspicion of tlle 
Mayor's sincerity . But the Governor also has been 
supported by Pendergast and the Kansas City 
registration bill was mod:i:fied to suit the "Boss" 
before they feU out. The committee voted to polJ 

popular sentiment on the recaU. If affirmative 
action is taken, Reed may assume charge of the 
reform movement: if the decision is to proceed 
along present Jines, the Mayor will have to be 

watched. 
The F .K.C.C. is bent on redressing local con­

ditions in a nonpartisan way; but the machine is 

too closely identified with state and national 
politics for partisan and factional differences to 
be entirely avoided. Governor Stark is ambitious, 
Reed is interested in 1940 events and a movement 
is also afoot to pit U. S. District Attorney Milli­
gan for the Democratic Senatorial nomJnation 
against the dncumbent, who opposed c.on.ftrma­
tion of Milligan's reappointment on the ground 
that be was engaged in persecuting Democratic 
workers in Kansas City. 

Indh1dua1s on so large a.nd re)J'l"esenative 
a committee are ce.-tain to be worked on by va­
rious groups, seeking to prevent one another 
from using the citizens' organiation, if not to 
control it for themselves. It would be remarkable 
if all the commlttee members were indifferent 
to anything but their immediate object. '11lose 
who are will have to be careful about their bear­
ing-s to keep Kansas City going ahead in the di­
rection of reform.-courier-Journal. 

BRAZIL'S LIBEIAAL 'STRONG MAN' 

One day in October, 1934, a taJ.l, slim, dark· 
Jy handsome man was ushered into the White 
House. To President Roosevelt he presented hi<> 
credentials as the new Ambassador from Brazil. 

Dr. Oswaldo .Aranna might have turned out 
to be another little~known South American dip­
lomat. For among them, his background and 
training were not particularly unusual. Yet, dur­
ing the next ttL·ee years after his appearance 
a.t the 'Vhite House, Arahna accomplished the 
unique feat of endearing himself to both unom­
cial and offlcial Washington. He became known 
2.s the most popular Ambassador since Jusserand 
represented France. 

Socialites lionized him because he wa.s a dash­
ing figure, with a dynamic, affable, good-humor­
ed personality. Adding to his glamour was the 
fact that he had fought in five revolutions, en­
gineering the historic one of 1930, which had 
made GetuUo Vargas president of Brazil , and that 
he still carried a bullet in his shoulder. 

A ~hampion of liberalism in Brazil, he warm-

---
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ly praised New Deal reforms and actively sup­
ported the R.oosevelt-Hull "good neighbor" pol­
icy. As a result, people began to say of him pri­
vately tha.t Ara.nha was the best friend the United 
States had in South America. 

His activities after November, 1937, made 
them sure of it. In that month Vargas suddenly 
set up what appeared to be a semi-corporative 
state of the Fascist pattern. Alarmed by thls 
coup, Aralma rushed to R io de Janeiro and 
threatened to resign unless Vargas abandoned 
his flirtation with the Rome-Berlin axis. In Bra­
zil , Arahna had a tremendous public following . 
Apparently fear ing to antagonize it, Vargas gave 
in. Last March he made Arahna foreign minis­
ter. 

In that position Aranha has emerged as the 
strong man behind the Varga.s regime. As such, 
despite Brazil 's stiJI dictator-like aspects, he has 
been e!fectively fighting off Na.zi-Fa,scist pres­
sure. Last April a decree was issued banning Nazi 
activities in Brazil. Last falJ , after he had reput­
edly traced the intrique behind the abortive re­
volt of the Integralistas (Brazilian Nazis) to 
German ofiicia ls. Aranha informed Hitler that 
the German Ambassador to Brazil-then in Ber-
lin for the Nu:·emberg Congress-was 
turn.-Pathfinder Magazine.

DEWEY NEEDS NO DEFENSE 
Motives being easily impugned and impos­

sible of proof beyond a doubt, Attorney General 
Mw-pby will have to rely on the verdict of time 
for vindication of his crusade against cmTuption 
in courts and politics, to which Frank Kent im­
putes no higher purpose than "to take the shine 
off young Thomas E. Dewey, who looms so large 
as a. possible Republican Presidential candidate." 

But Mr. Kent does New York's prosecutor an 
injustice by pitching into the publicity attend­
ing the Attorney General's mission. If anybody 

• can conduct a successful campaign against crlme 
and political corruption without publicity to 
arouse public opi.J)ion, "young Thomas E. Dewey" 
hasn't demonstrated it. No sedulous concel­
ment earned him his national reputation. 

In fact, he expressed his thanks for the hue 
and cry of the metropolitan press which preced­
ed and followed his appointment by Governor 
Lehman as special prosecutor. The only ill effect 
of this fame was personal. His premature nom­
ination for Governor lost him the support of 
gOOd citizens who wished him to remain p1'06e­
cutor until he had finished his task.. 

The Courier-Journal was kinder to l\1r. Dewey 
at the time when it expressed the hope that his 
record would incite emulation. The Attorney 
General's enterprise reflects credit on Dewey's 
example. Rivalry in good works is not to be de­
rided, nor is the Attorney General to be denied 
credit for th.ibgs he ha.s done. The actuating 
motives of the prosecution are important only to 
the defense pleading persecution. Criminal Jaw­
years have charged that to Mr. Dewey himself. 

The publicity given Dewey's actiVities un­
doubtedly aided United States District Attorney 
Milligan in his achievement of demolishing the 
Kansas City machine and sending "Boss" Pen~ 
dergast !n prison. During the two years that Mil­
ligan was digging away at the foundations of the 
machine and convicting small fry politicians, he 
remained unknown to the American public until 
Dewey's prominence made the title, District At­
torney, "news." Aroused pul:>!ic opinion helped; 
but so did "that shrinking Violet. J. Edgar Hoo­
ver," as Mr. Kent calls him, and his G-Men; so 
did the Attorney General, head of the Depart­
ment or' J ustice to which District Attorney Mil­
ligan belongs. 

Mr. Dewey has already suffered a defeat by 
listening to the importunities of his impetuom; 
fri.ends. A few days ago he complained of their 
officiousness. He probably deplores their jealous 
resentment of competition. He claims no monop­
oly on publicity or excJusive privilege to tight 
crime in high places.-courier-JournaJ.
