Zebulon Pike, of Pike's Peak fame,
was ‘created from the domains of
Floyd county. The act creating Pike
county is found in “Laws of Kentueky
—1820-21," pages' 371-74. This act was
approved by the Governor on Decem-
ber 19, 1821 and the principal items in
this act are as foilows:

“Be it enacted, etc., that from and
after the first day of March, next, all
that part of the county of Floyd con-
tained in the following bounds, fto-
wit: Beginning on the Tug fork of
Sandy River, at the mouth of Wolf
Creek; thence running with the divid-
ing ridge between the waters of Wolf
Creek and the waters of Big Creek so
as to strike a point between the mouth
of Brushy Creek and Johns Creek;
thence a straight line to the mouth of
Hurricane Creek; thence with the di-
viding ridge between Mud and Hur-
ricane Creeks to the dividing ridge
between Robertsen and Mud Creeks;
thence with the said ridge to Perry
county line; thence with the said line
to the state line and with the state
line tp the Tug fork of Sandy River,
thence running down said fork and
state line to the beginning shall be
one distinet county called and known
by the name of Pike, in honor of Gen-
eral Zebulon Pike, who fell at the bat-
tle of Yorktowm in upper Canada.

Sec. 2. The justices ol the peace for
the county of Pike who are directed
to be appointed by this act, shall meet
at the house of Spencer Adkins in said
county on the fourth Monday in
March, 1822; and after taking the
necessary oaths * * * they shall pro-
ceed to appoint a clerk, ete.”

Tandy R. Stratton was by this act
made a citizen of Pike county, for his
farm on Mare Creek was one-half
mile above the line so established.

Lice, unlike mites, are biting insects
and spend their entire time on the
birds. They lay eggs or mnits which
| hatch on the feathers. During warm
!wenther these nits hatch in seven to
10 days. Unless controlled at this sea-
son the lice become so0 numerous as to
cause a lowering of egg production
and a general unthrifty condition of
the flock. Death often occurs as a re-
sult of heavy infestation of lice.

Several methods of control may be
used, any one of which is satisfactory.
I The dust bath which is made of com-
mon road dust or sifted coal ashes will
in most cases keep the flock free of
lice. If, however, there is a heavy in-
festation it will be necessary to treat
the flock by dusting or dipping with
