COIJ'!f' ~rue. 

In 1917 on the Creek of Caney, mountain life ·w·as 
placid, scarcely troubled by war drums in the "wo!·ld 
yon-side of the hills," stagnant, almost a W!lderness. 
Into it the horse-drawn buggy rode t he Bostonian, 
M..rs. Alice Lloyd, seeking health after Years of new~­
paper work. 

Not only cUd she find health. She found what to 
ber was a consum1ng interest, a need of schooling. 
Found a love of learning on faces of deprived moun­

tain children·-and stayed to found a school with " 
$10 bill. 

As she taught in the two-room shack the d1"eam of 
a school so large that many youth might attend i..ook 
fuller form. She remembered her friends in Basten. 
and to them she wrote of the need in Caney valley. 
Her dream her love of humanity went into those 
letters, and back came the money to finance her ·.vork. 

And Mountaineer Humpty Joab, at first pU2zled Oy 
so many new-fangled "goin'-ons," understood the Lft­
tle Furriner's dream. Humpty Joab, illiterate by any 
aducationaJ standard, was wise in the needs of mounf­
taineers. SO Humpty J"oab gave to Mrs. Lloyd the 
land-''vertical acres" on Caney Hillsides. 

Structures of wood and native stone were started 
when the Umber ~·as cleared and when excavation 
into the V-sha.ped valley provided enough level land 
for foundation~. 

Students were placed in them as they were com· 
pleted and taught by instructors, most of them from 
New England, who were imbued with Mrs. Lloyd'r; 
uew idea. 

And in her office, the Little Furriner's left ha.nd 
pecked a.t a typewriter keyboard, and her right, al­
most useless from paralysis, thumped the space bar. 
Pecked and thumped out appealing letters for aid­
Money, building materials, clothing. 

The mail, bringing donations, came in huch heavy 
bundles "to the end of tbe railroad-which now ex­
tends to Wayland, twelve miles away-that horses 
and wagons were taxed blingi.ng it to the school. 

A postoffice was established on the campus. And 
because many of the contributions came from Rob~ 
ert Browning societies in New England, the na.me, 
"Pippa Passes," a Browning poem, was chosen as a 
name for the postoffl.ce. Here entered t he practical 
Postoflice Department into a. world of idealism. The 

name's a tongue-tv.--ister, it said in effect. No person 
ean say it, let alone write it. 

Maybe a government official was touched by th~ 
wistfulness of the name because finally they merely 
shortened it to Pippapass. Each d~Y the mail is still 
carried to it ln a horse-dl·awn canvas-covered wagon. 

The school has as neighbors two country stoTes, 
with typical pot-bellied s toves, where mas~ of its 
groceries a.re bought. Other neighbors are the few 
creek families who have built homes nearby. 

On the campus is the school's sawmill. The stu­
dent-dug resen•oir, high on one of the hills, pre..._ 
vldes running water. Electricity is furnished by t he 
power line spam1ing the valley. 

RRstricted in enrollment, the school's students are 
accepted only from nearby mountainous counties. 
On its waiting list are mere than a thousand names. 

As uniquely named as the postoffice are the build­
ings on Caney 's campus, "Hunger-Din," the dining 
hall, is 1·eminiscent of K.ipiing, as is •· If," the reg:;s­
trar's office, where students leam if their grades are 
passing. Among names of cottage-dormitories are: 
Firing Line. Opportunity, Pilot, Galahad, Star, Ser­
vice Wing and The Shack, the school's birthplace . 

Most unusual of the dormitories is that named 
Sycamo~·e. A deed in the Knott county courthouse 
shows that a huge sycamore tree, for which the dor­
mitory was named, is legal owner of the building. 

In such dormitories the hand-picked students live. 
And a. student's credentials? They needn't be writ­
ten. Many a mountajn youth made orphan by gun­
fire, or merely one without funds, has beeli accepted 
by Mrs. Lloyd because, after a brief chat, she knows 
he is :;incere. 

Mcst of the work is done by students. ->Nhite-un~­

formed girls under a competent dietician prepare the 
food and care for the dining hall. T'ne beys are :15-
signed two-hour tasks daily, Carrying coal from the 
school's ccal mine, working in the office or repairing 
the buildings, the rambling sta!rwRys •and rustic 
brldge.s over rivulets that leap into Caney Creek. 

There will be work in the print shop---.the only .one 
in Knott county. Here much of the school's literatme 
is printed, and books, received by the Center, are r.ent 
.free to its graduate teachers to start libraries in up­
hollow :;chools. 

And at Christmas time many students work to 
prepare "pr'etties'' for tllousands of rural pupils 
throughout Southeastern Kentucky. 

Each Saturday the school has its grinding day at 
the g:rist m1ll. and boys help the mountaineers grind 
theh· corn and meal. The school receives a portion Jf 
the meal. 

Fresh vegetables are provided in season by these

Now, if the "intelligentsia" who hootingly ululate 

.at every suggestion that the methc<i of electing 
County Superintendents of Schools be rhanged from 
the "Board" system to the funcblmental system of 
el£cticn by direct vote of the people are sincere in 
their claims that they a.re interested, primarily, in 
keeping the schools out of politics, why don't they­
in the name of sweet consistency, why do they not­
advocate a bill at the next Legislz.ture which .,.,culd 
be a running-mate of the federal government's Hatch 
bill, so that officials and employes of any school sys­

Rhododendron 
The rhododendron is the state 

flower of Washington, also of West 
Virginia. The plant is grown over a 
wjde range, on the Pacific Coast and 
along the Atlantic seaboard, as well 
as in gardens in the central states. 
It occurs naturally in the South Cen­
tral states, east of the Mississippi 
river. The real home of the rhodo­
dendron, however. is the Orient, the 
greatest number of species and 
forms being found in China.
