"~ COUNCIL FILE NOW

Doesn’t Know; Advises
Test Case

(Big Sandy News)
Guy H. Herdman, assistant attorney
general of Kentucky. im a letter to
Wm. W. Moore, county clerk here, this

fer city council in Loulsa can file for
the November election and, suggests
that a test case be instituted to de-
cide the question.

Only one ticket, composed mostly of
members of the present woman coun-
cil, filed before the deadline on July 6
as provided in an amendment to sec-
tion 1456 of the Kentucky statutes
which stipulates that candidates filing
by petition must file such petition
with the county clerk 30 days prior to
the first Saturday in August, which
is primary election day, instead of 15
davs before the November election as
had been ocbserved heretofore.

County Clerk Moore asked the Al-
torney general for an opinion after
persons interested in filing a council-
manic ticket had inquired for infor-
mation.

In his reply, Hardman said: “We
have had numerous inquiries about
this questicn and admit that this is a
perplexing question. We are enclosing
a copy of a similar opinion given this
day to the county clerk at Irvin. In
view of this uncertainty, the best way
to do, as I suggested in this letter to
Irvin, is to get a judicial determina-
tion. This could be done under the
Declaratory Judgment Act, or this in-
dependent ticket for council could file
with you and let the other ticket en-
join you from putting them on the

| ballot and bring up the question. Cer-

tainly it ought to be decided.”

It is not known who are being con-
sidered to compose a second ticket for
council here, but an effort is being
made, it is understood, to put a ticket
in the field to oppose the present pre-
deminantly feminine council,

The single ticket filed before the
deadline July 6 listed as candidates
Mrs. Ernest F. Wellman, Mrs. Robert
W. Vinson, Mrs. John Moore, Mrs.
John Hays, present members of the
council, and B. J. Chafin. Mss, Well-
man later told The News she had de-
cided not to make the race.

Mr. Herdman in an opinion on the
question made to Irvin, stated that
section 1456 as originally enacted in
1918 specifically exempted application
to municipal elections, but as re-en-
acted in 1938 it apparently meant to
cover municipal elections.

“We have heretofore given an opin-
ion,” Mr. Herdman said, “that section
1456 governs and that it is too late
now to file an independent petition
but in view of a court of appeals rul-
ing in the Woods-Detheridge case it
would seem there is some doubt about
it and until the court of appeals clar-
ifies this, there is nothing definite in
the matter. I have advised in previous
opinions that this matter be clarified
by a court decision in time to allow
municipal candidates to file, if it is
permissible.”

We are beccming alarmed over the failure of
American universities to do for young people what
we expected. We don't seem to understand that pro-
fessors who only have opinions cannot implant con-
victions in the minds of their students. The lack of
convictions is glorified in some circles of higher
learning as being “the scientific spirit.”

The English have a definite educational pattern

and the educated Englishman confirms to that pat-'
tern, Whether it is wise or otherwise, it is at least;

very definite. In many of our universities, the pro-
fessors inoculate students with whatever theories
happen to catch their fancy. We call this academic

freedom. It may lead to anarchy in the minds of the

pupils.—Woodford Sun.

VICTORY FOR INSANITY

The last fitful flame of hope for peace in Europe was
fed by indications that Adolf Hitler might be con-
cerned with histery's verdict of guilt in the launch-
ing of a general Furopean war. But if he enter-
tained any such concern, 2 burst of fanatical fury
snuffed it out in the early morning hours of the
centinent’s Black Friday.

Hitler apparently is content to face history with
dirty hands, having convinced himself that they are
clean. Thus, it now appears, the exchange of notes
between Berlin and London was not an avenue of
effort on Germany's part to make out a cause for
war satisfactory to history. If there was any such
desire, it was overwhelmed by an insane impatience.

By far the most, if not the only, sensible-appear-
ing statement or offer by Germany was the qixtenn-
point pregram made public Thursday from Be11m
but the circumstances under which it was offered
belie its claim as a justification ‘of the use of force
by Germany. Prime Minister Chamberlain explained

that the sixteen-point program was never presented .

by the Reich to Poland, and tha{ Foreign Minister
von Ribbentrop read it quickly in German to Bria-
ain’s Ambassador, and upon being asked for a copy,
replied that it was “too late.”

Even less convincing as an effort to justify Ger-
many’s attack upon Poland was Hitler's assertion to
the Reichstag that no nation could tolerate the mis-
treatment of its women and children such as Ger-
many had suffered at the hands of the Poles. That
the repo:rted atrocities were an invention of the
German Propaganda Ministry must surely have been
known to the German Chancellor.

It has long since been apparent, however, that the
continent was dealing with a man not amenable to
reason. He has a ma.dmans faculty for convincing
himself that whatever’he chooses to believe is so.
Europe’s fate was sealed the moment he gained
power over a great nation—Cincinnati Enquirer.

THE WAR AND OURSELVES

Twenty-two years ago we made the mistake of en-
tering a European war in the foolish belief that it
was a war to end war. Now we are shocked by an-
other European war which is the direct result of |
that “war to end war'—a war which would never
have brought Germany, France and Britain to arips
except for the peace terms of that war to end war.

It is a conflagration on whose extent and ravages
it would be profitless to speculate. The possibilities

of the ruin with which it may blight mankind are

limitless. We Americans, of course, are most con- !
cerned about the effeets it may have upon us. We
know it is bound to impair our material welfare; but

more important than that is the danger it brings us

through our emotions, We are an emotirnal people:
that is why it will be diffieult for us to maintain the

aloofness from the European tragedy which we pro- '

fess and which we desire tp maintain. Almost
tmanunoﬁely we insist that we must not be drawn
into it; we are sincere in our ‘determination to keep
out of it.
