AN ARRAY OF “IFS”

The “mortality rate” in the amortization of Ken-
fucky municipal water financing bonds, as announc-
ed by the Public Works Administration, is cause for
some headl-scratching in Prestonsburg.

For, even as the news "broke"” here, city officials
were weighing the advisability of floating a bond is-
sue, buying the holdings of the Prestonsburg Water
Company and turning the business into a municipal
enterprise.

Gilven rise by the news is the question—if all these
other towns are having their troubles, what may be
in gtore for us?

After reading the explanations given for the sev-
¢ral cases of delnquency in payment, folks are won-
dering if, maybe, smal¥-town politics haven'y very ef-
ficlenily made the water system operations in certain
wwns perfectly ineffidient; if, maybe, the citizens,
ponsider:ng themselves as owners, haven't failed (c
pay into their own treasury as they would have paid
o somne private Individual's treasury,

¥et, we are tcld, Prestonsburg’s municipal owner-
ship of the walerwirks would be taken out and kept
ot of politics. The Uity Council would name a sup-
ervieory board acceptable to the bonding company
$#o manage the business, we are told. At the same
time, we are told—and it is guite bellevable—thay ihe
bonding company would approve no appointment
made to this board for political reasoms.

But if the original bhending house sells the bonds,
fow much farther would its intered. in Prestonsburg
and the water system go?

If this should happen, and some Council should
decide to play politics—then what?

These are only theoretical questions, understand,
bus they deserve consideration.

On the other hand, the individual property-owner
£ is pointed out. underguves . no risk in the purchase
of the water company.

As matters now stand, bills the ctizens are paving
will pile up beyond the purchase piice of the water-
works—and, still, we'll have nothing but water bills
1o pay.

T the waler company were under municipal owner-
shdp, and if it were properly aperated. these bills we
pay would amortize the bonded indebiedness; even-
tually the water system would be ours. deb’-free;
water rates, some day, could be reduced—and, best
of all, the net profits would provide finances enough
for the city treasury ta permlit of a reduction in ihe
{ax burden under which we groan.
