HATCH BILL'S CHANCES
MAY BE IMPROVED

Facts cnly confirm the first impression made by
the House Judiciary Committee’s action to block a
voie on the Haich Law extension to siate agencies
bandling federal funds; but we must concede the con-
gistency of the principals, Representative Creal, of
Kentucky, who is reputed to have offered the motion
to table the bill, voied against thée original act. znd
Chairman Sumners, of Texas, openly advocated a com-
mittee “sit-down' against Adminisiration measures
two years ago,

Representative Robsion, of Kentucky, says he op-
posed Creal's motion, and who can question his claim
if, as we are informed, the ballot was secret? Only 10
of 24 ballots were recorded against withholding the
bill from the House yet Senator Hatch's House aid
declares that 12 commiitee members told himlhey
were among the 10 and 16 had previously assured him
of their support.

The 10 who are telling the truth probably now wish
they hedn’t acguiesced in the secret lodge method
when a protest might have saved the measure, Some-
one may have violated a “gentlemen’s agreement” by
telling on Representative Creal.

Thke Hatch Law is no substitute for civil service: but
the estimate of its effectiveress is considerably en-
hanesd by such chstructive tectics, snd the UpProar
proveked revives the hope of resening this bill, A ser-
ious effort is b:ing made to sall it up for pessage by
petition.—The Courler-Journal

KENTUCKY STANDS BY
HER TRADITION

NO echoes were awakened by The Courler-Journal's
Burkesville critic who advocates the poll tax gualifica-
ton frr voiing in E:zntucky. A week's silence con-
firms cur faith that Kentuckiang remsain true to the
traditions which made Kentucky great and gave her
leac hip when the new frontier was breaking down
privilege.

All the progress of American democracy the last 148
years can be traced to the forces released when those
two states, Vermont and Kentucky, introduced man-
hood suffrage. Proof is furnished by the most strik-
ing phenomenon of modern polities. That is the op-
bosition to social reform in states where the need is
Ereatest but minority rule exists by reason of the poll
tax qualificaticn.

Demceratic partisanship may be traditional in them:
but let us not forget that democratic principles are
traditional in Kentucky, Since Burkeville's admirer
o_f restricted suffrage pitched his argument on & mate-
rial basis, we may use it to examine the relative advan-
lages of traditional partisanship and prineiples to &
rural ecounty like Cumberland.,

He refers to the exemption of 625 of Cumberland's
3.000 voters from the $1.50 poll tax for schools. Leave
him to ponder the question whether they would have
paid It as a qualification for voting. Only about that
Proportion of 3,000 voting population pays the poll tax
in states which require it. So their schools are not
enriched from that source.

The taxes of these 625, if applied to salaries, would
have been but a slight addition to the annual in-
comes of 58 rural schoolroom teachers. Cumberland
stands 110th among Kentucky counties in the ratio
of taxable wealth 1o school-age population. Its
teachers recelve more pay from state than from
county taxpayers. Cumberland will be a beneficiary
of the equalization amendment at the expense of tax-
payers elsewhere,

Does the Burkesville gentleman belleve such con-
sideration would be shown by a state where voting
was a privilege to be bought and “floaters” could be
quelified out of a slush fund to vote against taxes?
I he does, he Is invited to study soeial and educa-
tional conditions in states under minority rule—The
Courler-Journal.
