Heretofore pneumonia was believed 

entirely due to one or more of 33 spe­
cific types of pneumococcus bacteria, 
but Dr. Warfield T. Longcope of the 
Johns Hopkins University, Baltimore, 

I Md. , declared that the new type of 
the disease, which is sometimes fatal, 
cannot be attributed to any of these . 

It is an insidious form of the dis­
ease, he said, because it may develop 
for as long as three weeks with a dry 
cough, irregular fever, sometimes high 
fever, blueness of the skin and nausea 
before a chest examination reV!eals 
true pneumonia. 

The disease is highly contagious, Dr. 
Longcope declared, many cases hav­
ing occured among nurses, physicians 
and medical students working among 
infected patients. 

I Neither sulfapridine of sulfathioze, 
the two drugs •which have markedly 
reduced the pneumonia death rate 
during the past two years is effective 
against the "X" or virus type of the 
disase, he added. 

Until recent weeks it had been im­
possible to study the virus experimen­
tally because the disease could not be 
transmitted to animals. Withirl the 
past few days reports have been pub­
lished that it can be inoculated into 
the mongoose and produce typical 
pneumonia reactions. Serum from 
these animals and from patients con­
valescing from the disease apparently 
neutralizes the virus, the Johns Hop­
kins scientist declared. 

Motion pictures of tiny blood vessels 
showing how malaria paracites irl the 
blood vessels actually make the heart 
work itself to death, were shown to­
day by Dr. Melvin H. Kinsley, Uni­
versity of Chicago anatomist now 
working at the University of Tennes­
see. 

By the use of a delicate technique 
using light transmitted through a 
quartz rod and highly magnetized 
color pictures, he demonstrated how 

Dr. Kinsley and his associates, Drs . 
Warren K. Stratman-Thomas, malaria 
expert of the Tennessee Valley Au­
thority, and Dr. Theodore S . Eliot 
of the University of Tennessee, also 
showed in their experiments on mon­
keys that heparin, a new drug to stim­
ulate the heart, actually stimulates the 

1 
malaria parasites in the blood stream 
and kills the animals by absorption of 1 

oxygen from the blood by bacteria. 
The same effect, they believe, occurs / 
m man. 

They added that in persons with 
malaria the lining of the blood ves­
sels become sticky and white blood 
corpuscles, which eat up irlvading bac­
teria, become attached to the lining, 
explaining the deficiency of the white 
cells during the course of the disease. 

Physicians who heard the report 
declared that the work of the Univer­
sity of Tennessee !ICientists is especial- 1 

ly significant in planning military 
procedures in the moving of northern 
soldiers irlto southern camps which 
have a malaria hazard to which the 
men are not accustomed.

There were 
some 1lagrant violation~ of the law as it proscribes 
political activities of certain federal and state em-
ployes. · · '· 

All this admitted, rpm TIMES still insists that 
tbe Hatch bill is a promise of better days for the 
American Way: 

Wherever the. Uatch bill failed, there you will find 
a failure on the part of American citizens to pick up 
the gage of battle thrown down by Senator Hatch 
and all those' wlio gave his plan for political purifi­
cation their support. 

Other election laws have not been perfect in the 
past. The Hatch law of · the present could not, there­

fore, be expected ·to be perfect in its first trial-run. 
The failure·.'of both 1s no reason for the repeal of 

either. · · · 
The success of both rests upon the decision of the 

.American people to see that the law is enforced. 
It is true that the law will ~~amp the style of many 

the politician. It is also true that any election la\v, 
honestly enforced, cramps the style of tht! w~rdhe~l­
ers, the p"·ecinct captains, all that ~Ian of political 
hangers-on. 

And, pray, why should they not be cramped? 
A political free-for-all, in which everything goes, 

wherein, as in love and in war, all's fair, with the 
machine ruling the man or woman who goes in to 
vote his or her honest convictions-this is not the 
original American Way of which we hear so much 
vapidly said. A good, clean fight was the pioneer way 
-not the fight wherein one side held all the weapons, 
with the other standing defenseless. 

Yes, this law may, if enforced as it should be, in­
fringe upon your personal liberties. But what law 
does not infringe upon the personal rights of those 
who would violate the law and the rights of others? 
What of the law against murder? against pistol­
totin'? against stealing? 

THE TIMES has no more to ask than that the 
Hatch law be extended to cover every o:fficial and 
every hireling of an official and that it be enforced 
to the letter.
