Points By Other Editors 

WOOING THE RUSSIAN BEAR 
One of the most interesting by-products of the triple 

axis pact is the way its members are vying with one 
another in declaring their warm friendship for Soviet 
Russia . For German spokesmen this is nothing new, 
since Nazi editors got their cue a year ago, when the 
Russo-German accord was concluded. However, until 
the momentous Berlin pact was signed a few days 
ago. neither Japan nor italy had followed suit. "Only 
yesterday," as Frederick Allen might put it, Japanese 
writers were warning against Red Russia as the ulti­
mate enemy and Moscow as the seat of "dangerous 
thoughts." In Fascist Italy, the Bear fared no better. 
A backward glance through the press files will turn 
up the blistering editorials during the Spanish and 
Fin~h war, when Virgir.io Gayda and hs colleagues 
excoriated Joseph Stalin and all his works in the 
journalistic bill1ngsgate for which the Fascist press 
is so justly famous . 

Today, how the tune has changed! In Tokio, edi­
torial comment unitedly stresses the idea that good 
relations with Russia are both desirable and prac­
tical, and that "moldy questions" belonging to the 
past should not be revived. In Rome, Virginio Gayda 
sets the tone with a long historical summary pur­
porting to show that Fascist Italy has always been 
friendly to the Soviet regime. "Italian policy during 
the Fascist era," he write.:;, "has never shown any wa­
vering and, even less, any hostility toward Soviet 
Russia. It has been inspired by calm Mussolinian 
realism." After pointing out many simiarities be­
tween the two systems, Signor Gayda concludes: 
"Italy has always been attentive to the phenomena 
of humanity, and the nation has been following with 
great interest for a long time the internal evolution 
of Russian concepts and her political system." 

Since neither Japanese nor Italian spokesmen 
would thus suddenly change their tune except by of­
ficial order, it is plain that. the three axis governments 
have adopted a vigorous Russophile line. Soviet Rus­
sia. seems, indeed, to have many friends these days. 
Has not Britain's Laborite Ambassador, Sir Stafford 
C ·:pps, been tirelessly promoting good relations de­
spite many rebuffs? And does not the government of 
Free China, dependent upon Russia as its sole avenue 
to the outer world, seek to propitiate Moscow in 
every way? Wi~h so variegated a throng knocking at 
his door, canny Joseph Stalin doubtless smokes his 
famous pipe, perhaps concealing beneath his droop­
ing mustache the quirk of a cynic's smile. 

The one outstanding exception to the current trend 
appears to be the Roman Pontiff. A Vatican City dis­
patch reports that Pope Pius XII is preparing an en­
cylical warning Catholics throughout the world to 
be on guard against "Communistic in:tl.uences" re­
sulting from the international struggle to win Rus­
sia's support. The Vatican, according to the dispatch, 
is about to take a decisive stand in face of what it 
considers the ruinous expansion of Bolshevik philos­
ophy and influence throughout the world. 

With the war, now well into its second year, be­
coming more terr:ble with the approach of winter 
and threatening to engulf the whole world in its 
sccpe, all these maneuvers centering about Soviet 
Russia have a deep interest. The full significance 
may become startlingly evident in the months to 
come.-Washington ..Star.

The patient may 
desire unusual things to eat, such as 
paper, chalk, dirt, or clay, hence the 
name "dirt-eater" diSease which is 
sometimes used. Itchin~ sores may 
form in the skin where the hook­
worm has bored its way through. 
These sores are called by various 
names, "ground itch," "dew itch," 
"cow itch,'' "!oot itch" or "toe itch." 

More Serious Than It Seems-Hook­
worm disease develops slowly. At 
first it produces only mUd symptoms, 
but in the end it undermines the 
strength and saps the vitality of the 
person attacked. A child who has 
hookworm does not grow as he ought, 
and his mind does not develop prop­
erly . SOmetimes he appears several 
years younger than he really is. 

Cure Simpl~All that is necessary 
to cure hookworm disease is to get the 
worms out of the patient's bowels. 
There are several simple, effective 
ways of doing this, but the treat­
ment must be supervised by a physi-
