LOCKS AND DAMS 

OPPOSITION of Kentucky's four railroad employe 
nwtherhoods to lock-and-damming of the Big 

sandy river so as to permit water shipment of coal 
1s probably instinctive. But, sometimes, instinctive 
movements are unsound. 

The Brotherhoods weaken their case in the eyes 
of the public when they suggest that an appeal to 
the Interstate Commerce Commission be made if 
freight rates are so high that the Big Sandy coal 
field cannot compete with other fields unless water 
transportation is provided . 

What, pray, have operators of this section been 
doing for years, except appeal to the Interstate Com• 
merce Commission? Even the Chesapeake and Ohio 
Railway Company has offered freight rate reductions. 
But, no--the Interstate Commerce Commission would 
have none of that. 

THE FLOYD COUNTY TIMES has never been 
unsympathetic toward the railroads. Aside from the 
services they afford, this n ewspaper is keenly aware 
of the tax revenues they provide. 

But if freight rates are to strangle the coal in­
dustry of this section and thus dot Eastern Ken­
tucky's map with "ghost towns," with thousands of 
miners jobless and millions of dollars in investments 
WO!:thless- what then? With that a possibility for the 
future, what the future of the railroad running up 
the Big Sandy, and what the outlook for the employ­
ment of members of the Brotherhood? 

The Kanawha river has been made navigable by 
the construction of locks and dams; coal from that 
field is being shipped by barge. And the railroads 
serving that section still are operating. There is no 
greater threat to the success of the Chesapeake and 
Ohio in the Big Sandy from locks and dams than 
there is in the Kanawha section from the same 
source. 

All Big Sandy and its coal want is an even break. 
Having failed to get that by land, it would seem that 
the only alte:.native left is to take to the water. 

Points By Other Editors 

THE LIFE SPAN OF A 
PIONEER TEACHER 

IF THE educational profession isn't a financially 
profitable pursuit, the spiritual rewards of a faithful 

career devoted to teaching "the young idea how to 
shoot" must be unsurpassed. 

They proved infinitely satisfying to Prof. Geor~e 
Clarke who laid down his life at Hindman Wednes­
day night after more than a half century of class­
room work. It was his good fortune, moreover, to re­
ceive a rare demonstration of appreciation for his 
services as Knott county's pioneer school master, 
when some 2,000 of his former pupils gathered at the 
eountyseat to do him honor a year ago last August. 

FJoyd County T~es, f!tursday, January 2, 19~ 1 
Knott is now almost the center of unusual and 

interesting cultural activities, with the Hindman 
Settlement School and nearby caney Creek and carr's 
Fork. But, when young LaWYer Clarke walked in 
from Greenup in the Eighties, he found the "Three 
R 's" and the law about equally neglected, prospective 
pupils more plentiful than possible clients, the need 
of education greater than that of legal advice. So 
George Clarke opened a school where tuition was 
anything useful or nothing. No child was turned 
away. 

Walking was the most comfortable method of 
approach to Hindman in those roadless days, whether 
from the Sandy Valley up Levisa Fork and Beaver 
Creek's branches or from the west via the narrow 
valley or storied Troublesome Creek. For Knott counr 
ty which wrinkles to the crest of Hindman Moun­
tain separates the headwaters of the Big Sandy, 
Licking and Kentucky's North Fork. 

Great changes have come over the region since 
George Clarke arrived and feuding departed- a mo­
tor highway, 4-H clubs, phosphate, hybrid corn and 
what they imply. And this pioneer lived to witness it 
all, marvelously, unforgotten by the old boys and 
girls.-The Courier-Journal. 

THE OTHER SIDE 

CARL HATCHER, Pikeville, offers the following 
"complaint from Pikeville" as an argument to The 

Courier-Journal's Molly Clowes' recent series of arti• 
cles on Eastern Kentucky : 

It is a little difficult for us who live 
here to understand why those who write 
about life in the mountains persist in 
painting a picture that is by no me-ans 
typical of the people of the mountains. 
In a recent series of articles that ap­
peared in your paper, the impression was 
definitely conveyed that the people of the 
34 Eastern Kentucky counties were very 
primitive folk and that conditions among 
them were peculiar to the eastern sec­
tion. The people throughout the state 
who have traveled or visited in Eastern 
Kentucky know better than that. 

Our schools were portrayed as being 
little one-room shacks. Our churches 
were said to be vanishing. It was implied 
that medical service was provided main­
ly by the frontier nursing service. Our 
roads were described as being so rough 
that automobiles were impractical, and 
the writer seemed to be aiming at creating 
the impression that life in general in th~ 
mountains was a very dark and gloomy 
venture with the people resigned to hope­
lessness and despair. 

Suppose that we of the mountains 
came to Louisville, Lexington and Frank­
fort in the spring when the K.E.A. is in 
session and that we planned our trip so 
as to pass only through the back alleys 
and saw only the shady and less fortu­
nate parts of those fine cities. 

Suppose we then come home and in 
the classrooms throughout the mountain 
section explained to the pupils in detail 
that what we had seen in Central Ken­
tucky was typical of that region, that life 
in our Kentucky cities was like that. 
What would the good people of those 
cities think of us? What would they 
think of our sense of fairness and jus­
tice? Would they not say that we were 
simply news mongering and aLso for a 
brand of the most morbid complexion? 
Perhaps they would resent the painting 
of such a picture and we could not blame 
them for it eithei.·. 

This just gives a. little idea of what 
the people of the mountains think when 
they see the front page of the brown 
section of your paper on Sunday covered 
with supposedly true illustrations of the 
way of life in the mountains. This is 
something of what we feel when, a well­
intentioned writer, no doubt, gives the 
people of the state of Kentucky a series 
of lengthy a~ticles on the deplorable con­
ditions in which their neighbors in the 
mountains are living. We have a great 
deal of patience, but there is a breaking 
point to everything. 

We realize we do not have the many 
things with which other people are 
blessed. We know that our schools can 
and are being improved. We are aware 
of the fact that there is a need for the 
construction of more highways. We do 
not deny that there are poor people in 
the mountains but what section of Ken­
tucky does not have them? Such needs 
exist, even in some other parts of the 
United States. 

We understand that our natural re­
sources are dwindling and that to sustain 
our economic life we are going to have 
to place greater stress upon the im­
provement of our farm lands and the 
conservation of our forests. Yes, we know 
about these things and considerable effort 
is being put forth to change them for 
the better. We are not surrendering but 
are just beginning to fight . 

We also feel that our people were en­
titled to a little better treatment at the 
hands of the writer of the recent series 
of articles. We would have appreciated 
her painting a little more if she had 
tried to inspire and encourage and had 
offered a few more concrete suggestions 
in the way of a remedy rather than por­
tray such a dark and ~jected picture of 
hopelessness and despair. 

But, after all, perhaps her story 
iWOUld have been too commonplace if her 
itinerary had not been so carefully 
planned.
