A ride 
to town, a day at the circus, dinner on 
the ground on the Fourth of July, a 
sleight-of-hand show at the country 
schoolhouse brought bright moments 
to our lives, which were not surfeited 
with entertainment and not made ef­
feminate by our every want being an­
ticipated by an over-zealous neigh­
borhood spirit or an equally zealous 
local business man or two. 

It would be silly for me to deny the 
existence of the poor white, with all 
of his problems. I know him and have 
seen him wherever I have gone. He 
is not peculiar to ' Kentucky or to 
mountainous areas. In fact, he is 
likely to be more obvious in congested 
cities and !n large plantation areas 
than in the poorest sections of · farm­
ing lands. The seeming poverty­
stricken man who lives in a cabin and 
cultivates a few thin acres often has 
dreams that would bring shame to the 
critic who so superciliously looks down 
on him during his search for pictur­
esque stories for jaded palates . 

The particular phase of this misin­
terpretation that "riles" me is the as­
sumption that no good can come out 
of the poor house. Of course, we live 
in different times from those of our 
childhood, but customs are changing 
daily. Oddly however, it seems true 
in my experience with the young that 
the humble cottage still gives an as­
tonishing proportion of the able stu­
dents who come yearly to my classes . 
There is no class struggle, no array of 
the forces of the modern house 
against the cabin or the simple cot­
tage; but the very fact that wihout 
appealing to sentiment the boy or girl 
from the humble home gets right into 
the best places is sufficient proof that 
a cottage or a cabin is not necessarily 
to be associated with poverty of spir­
it. It would be better, I am sure, if 
some fairy godmother could wish for 
every child born into the world a com­
fortable home with advantages; since 
this does not happen, it remains true 
that the human being, by a kind of 
magic that is unexplained, somehow 
rises from whatever surroundings may 
embarrass or encumber him. For a 
long time to come, I fear, we must 
look for a goodly portion of leaders 
from humble backgrounds, since there 
are not enough of the other sort as 
yet to assure us sufficient leadership. 
And meanwhile why not give the ben­
efit of the doubt to the child merely 
born poor?

At this season of the year our inter­

ests change from hunting the quail to 
protecting them. All spol'l'"...smen and 
citizens should co-operate and refrain 
from doing anything •that would de­
stroy the birds, so that a sufficiently 
large proportion of the brood stock 
will be saved to insure a good crop of 
birds for next season. 

During the winter months the life 
of the birds depends largely on two 
things-food and cover. 

Quail require different foods at dif- l 
ferent seasons. Briers, both berry and 
flower briers, the- blackberry and the 
wild rose make safe and attractive 
covers and furnish much food. Young 
quail live largely on insects found in 
the fields and woods. Later they feed 
on berries and seeds of plants includ­
ing weeds. Quail are usually four.d 
abundantly where small grains are 
grown. In the fall they glean fields 
for grain lost in harvest, and in win­
ter they live on sumac, wild rose, and 
plants found above snow level. It is at 
th:s time that the greatest loss of quail 
cccurs, unless food is supplied. Corn 
mixed with grit put at established 
feeding places saves hundreds of birds 
during winter snows. 

It is well to remember that birds of 
a ccvey are fond of each other and 
always keep together when possible. 
This enables one feeding ground to 
serve at least one covey, and often 
two or more. 

Some cons€Tvationists advocate that 
1 a feeding station should not be per­

manent, because it allows predacious I 
animals to find quail and use them as 

1 
food. t 

As for cover we can do more for our 
quail and small game by protecting 
our woods and fields from fire . 

Every community could organize a 
fire patrol With the help of the Fish 
and Game Club, the Boy Scouts, 4-H 
clubs, Future Farmers, or any indi­
vidual interested in the protection of 
game and keep down forest fires that 
destroy the protective cover that small 
game must have in order to survive.
