Discourage absentee landixrdism
by prohibiting lcans fo those who do
not intend to operate the farms to
b2 mortgaged.

Reduce land specculation.

Prevent perd>ns who acquire farm:
through  foreclosure proceedings
from rctaining mineral rights when
s0ld to private buyers.

Provide an eguitable taxation sys-
tem with uch exemptipns as home-
steads and farm woodlands,

Riquire more definite agreements
betwecn landlords and tenants—
po sibly under a model lease law—
to encourage longer tenurc.

Pustect the tenant’s rights to im-
provements and fixtures for which
he is responsible on farms af the
termination of his lease.

Correct “the evils cau ed by ex-
cessive rental charges.”

Provide adequate housing and
sanitation facilities on rented farms.

Expand the educational program
“designed to bring about improve-
ment in all a-pects of our tenure
system.”

longer in the kid class. But Priddy
is only 22, and there is some first-
class talent coming up from Newark '
and Kansas City.

And there
is still Joe McCarthy at the head
with his team blending influence.

For while the Yankees have been
mauling all National league rivals
with conziderable gusto, they also
have been mauling their own league
just as lustily.

Cooper of the University of Ken-
tucky College of Agriculture and
Heme Eeconomics, These increases
‘nclude 12 per cent in milk produc~
tion, 15 per cent in each of egg’ and
poultry meat, 17 per cent in hogs, 7
per cent in cattle, one per ccnt in
lambs and 2 per cent each in corn
and hay.

In most instances, Dean Cooper
pointed out, the increases asked are
along lines of expansion already
under way in the BState. For in-
stance 27,000,000 gallons more, milk

are wanted from Kentucky, for
condenseries, milk powder and
cheese plants, Dairying in Een-

tucky has been on the up-grade for
several yvears, Dean Cooper said. By
betfer feeding of the cows already
on hand, and possibly milking a few
beef cows, it is thought the increase
readily can be met, without mater-
ially expanding herds or adding
equipment which might mnot be
needed after the emergency.

Grass and hay production has in-
features of the
agricultural conservation program,
and livestock raising has been ex-
panded as a natural result of more
fred. More eggs and poultry, pork
and lard are needed, and these, oo,

are in line with recent trends in
Kintucky farming, Dean Cooper
added.

“The increases asked, while not
large, are subgtantial” commented
Dean Cooper. “However, there is
every reason to believe they can be
met. with a favorable producing
vear and with the energetic inter-
est of the farmers of the state. It is

pestible that an unfavorable labor
situation may develop, and this
would make careful planning most
desirable. A statement on the farm
labor ‘situation has just been issued
by the department of farm econo-
mics by the College of JAgriculture g
and Home Economics.

“Tt is of special interest to mnote
that the increases asked in milk,
poultry products, pork and beef are
of the types of production adapta-
ple to Kentucky agriculture. This is
especially true of milk and poultry,

and to a less degree of hog-. For
several vears dairying has been
growing in the state, In keeping

with the program of soil conserva-
tion and turning lang back to gra’s
and other soil-building crops.

“T pelicve farmers can undertake
production without sacrific-
ing the gains in the program of re-
ing and maintaining fertility.
important that the soll building
m be continued and it is for-
that the inercases in produc-
tion asked in Kentucky are in keep-
ing with that pl’o;—;mm.“

The first is open
to any graduate in mechanical en=
gineering frem .a rccognized en-
gineering college, or, in lieu of that
requirement, to anycne who has had
three year: in & recognized engi-.

Testing and Inspsction,” which is a
“repeat” course, the came having
been offered at the University last
spring, requires: that anvene enter-
ing the course be a high_  school
graduate with two vears of math-
ematics.
