B i 11 c 0 u I d 
hardly wait until the season was 
over to start on a fishing trip in 
and around Florida. His next plan 
of winter action consists of an al­
most continual qnail hunt from 
opening day, December 1, to clos­
ing day in February. And this 
means every day. 

Quail hunting with Bill Dickey 
doesn't come under the range of 
light exercise. Having been with 
Bill on several expeditions we can 
give you the order of the day-

1. Arise at 3:45 a. m., dress and 
handle your eggs, bacon and coffee. 

2. Drive from 100 to 120 miles 
well off the beaten Arkansas track. 

3. Be all set to start hunting at 
sunrise. 

4. After the dogs from 7 a. m. 
until a gray, winter dusk falls on 
the Arkansas plains and you can't 
see the trees. 

Bill Dickey is 6 feet 3, of which 
73 per cent is leg length. His pace 
setter is a younger brother, Skeeter, 
who is 6 feet 4 with even longer 
legs. After a few days' .hunting with 
the Dickey brothers you are either 
in amazing physical condition or 
ready to be measured for a winding 
sheet.

He doesn't 
have to get back in condition, as so 
many do, because he is never out of 
condition.

But beyond even that 
he has the knack of faking and fool­
ing his opponents with a brand of 
body feintinl;: and other forms of 
skulduggery that no defenders can 
quite match.

AN ANCIENT ISOLATIONIST

(In The Courier-Journal) 

ABOUT 415 B. C. the city-state of Syracuse had 
an orator who wouldn't have understood you 
if you had called him an isolationi t, because 

he spoke only Greek, but one of his orations could 
be translated and printed with perfect congruity 
in the Congressional Record, 1941 A .D. 

I don't know what his name was, but his re­
marks are chronicled in Thucydides, Book 6, Sec­
tion 35, et seq. 

The Athenians never will be able to invade 
Syracuse, was the burden of his oratory, and in ef­
fect told his countrymen to forget the visionary 
terrors which designing Syracusans were striving 
to excite in order to get power and influence in 
their own hands.

I have been cribbing all this from "The Fifteen 

Decisive Battles of the World," which E. S. Creacy, 
professor of history in University College, London, 
completed in 1851. 

Creasy's Battles is that book you read for in­
formation or diversion or both. If you are inter­
ested only in diversion, you skip the historical 
background which introduces each of the fifteen 
chapters and begin with passages like: "The trum­
pet sounded for action and, chanting the hymn of 
battle, the little army bore down on the host of the 
foe." But to skip any of the book is to miss a great 
deal, for Creasy certainly had the low-down on in­
trigue and power politics from 490 B.C. on, in­
eluding certain fifth column activities on which 
the Per ians relied to help them win the battle of 
Marathon. 

Getting back to the isolationist orator, Creasy 
quotes him as follows: 

"Even if these- enemies were to come, so di::­
tant from their resources and opposed to such a 
power as ours, their de: truction would be easy and 
inevitable. Their ships would have enough to do 
to get to our island at all and to carry such stores 
of all sort~ as wi~l be needed. They cannot there­
fore carry, besides, an army large enough to cope 
with such a population as ours. They will have no 
fortified bases from which to commence operations 
. . . but, in truth, I do not believe they would even 
be able to effect a disembarkation. Let us, there­
fore, set at naught these rumors as altogether of 
home manufacture; and be sure if any enemy does 
come, the state will know how to defend itself in a 
manner worthy of the national honor." 

• Well, that's about all, except that the Athen-
ians came, laid siege to Syracuse by land and by 
sea, and the starving Syracusans were all ready to 
surrender when they were saved by Sparta and the 
grace of the Spartan gods. 

And history doesn't record whether the orator 
died on an Athenian tpear or from indigestion 
caused by eating his words. 

• NAZIS SEEK TO AID JAPAN 
BY PRESSURE ON VICHY 

Almost a year ago tcday-on December 14 to be 
exact-the world heaved a sigh of relief. Pierre 

Laval then Vice Premier of France had been ar­
rested following a dramatic scene at a Cabinet 
meeting on charges that he had conspired to set 
himself up as leader of an independent French re­
gime, that he had plotted a coupe d'etat to remove 
from office the aged Chief of State, Marshal Henri 
Philippe Petain, and that he had sought to incite 
France to declare war against Great Britain. The 
relief however was of short duraticn. Laval was 
succeeded by Admiral Jean Darlan, as bitter an 
Anglophobe as his predecessor, and today, accord~ 
ing to an Assoc~ated Press dispatch, Darlan is con­
sidering a five-point program which would align 
Vichy regime as completely and wholeheartedly to 
Nazi Germany as Laval had ever contemplated. 

The plan calls for forma! support of Hitler's so­
called new order; complete econom'c co-operation 
with Germany; removal of Gen . Maxime Wcygand 
as military commander and political administrator 
of North Africa; use of the French fleet to escort 
convoys in the Mediterranean and the occupation 
of territory about Bordeaux, scene of recent anti­
German outbreaks, by French troops under Ger­
man command. This is complete economic, mili­
tary and naval co-operation with the Nazis aimed 
to combat both the United States and Great Brit­
ain. 

The removal of Weygand would remove any pos­
sible opposition that the personal supporter of Pe­
tain might offer to German occupation of North 
Africa, including Dakar. Tile use of the French 
fleet would offer the means of protecting heavily 
attacked transports of Nazi soldiers and supplies to 
Lybia. In ccmmand of German officers French 
troops would put down revolt not only in Bordeaux 
but wherever it might be . 

The move on the part of Germany to bring the 
Vichy regime completely into the Axis follows the 
death in an a irplane accident of General Charles 
Huntziger, Minister of War and Commander of the 
French land forces under Marshal Petain. Hunt­
ziger was returning from a 7 ,500-mile inspection tour 
of French North African defenses. It is to be pre­
sumed that h e went at the behest of Berlin. Tile 
ouster of Weygand and the demand for the French 
fleet were to follow, as they have followed, his re­
port. 

But Huntziger's trip coincided with increased 
tmsion between Washington and Tokio. To take 
over Dakar, less than 2,000 miles from the tip of 
Brazil, would threaten the United States in the 
Southern Atlantic . To use the French fleet would 
keep the British Mediterranean fleet in that inland 
sea. Obviously Berlin is attempting to aid Japan in 
every way it can to precipitate a war in the Pacific. 

And there is little hope that the puppet r egime 
in VIchy will offer an y real r esistance to the Ger­
man demands.- The Courier Journal
