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Meredith, the Militant Minority 
HETHER he wins or loses, Ken­
tucky's one-man militant minority 
-Attorney General Meredith-is 

Tendering_ the taxpayers of the Com­
monwealth a real service. 

He instigated the probe into the whys 
.and wherefores of state purchases and 
now is seeking an end to the legalized 
,graft by which attorneys for Clifford E. 
Smith, state collector of "back" taxes, 
are paid commissions ranging from 
twenty-five to fifty per cent of taxes col­
lected. 

The state is already paying Clifford 
Smith ten per cent of the delinquent 
taxes he collects. This contract of his 
with the state, it is pointed out, provides 
that he is to pay assisting attorneys and 
all other expenses in making such collec­
tioll8. Yet these attorneys representing 
Smith go before fiscal courts of the state 
and county schools boards and negotiate 
their own contracts calling for a "split'' 
of from twenty-five per cent up for 
themselves (or for others) on taxes col­
lected for the county or school board. 

Floyd county has had experience with 
these attorneys. It once upon a time paid, 
if memory serves aright, forty per cent 
for their services-services the County 
Attorney could have done equally as 
well. Other counties have paid even 
more. 

This additional "drag" of attorneys 
associated with Mr. Smith is pure 
"gravy" and a total loss to the counties 
with which they contract to serve. Clif­
ford Smith has a lucrative contract with 
the state; his assistants should be paid 
by him, not by the several counties of the 
J:ltate.

LARGE EASTERN TRUCK 
JNTERESTS MENACE US 

THERE is no mystery about Kentucky's reluc­
tance to increase truck load limits. It simply 
is a matter of protecting its citizens and 

guarding its highways from the destructive pound­
ing of huge gasoline and Diesel-motored jugger­
nauts lugging barn-like "trailers" weighted to 
groaning springs with heavy freight that common 
sense shows could easily, and certainly more safely 
for tbe pubJic, be moved over steel rails away from 
highways. 

Because ()f the hilly nature of the Kentucky 
country, road-building and maintenance is much 
more cos tly than in many other states. The up­
.and-down hill, curving, narrow nature of most 
Kentucky highways can hardly withstand stress 
now plfced on them by the present 18,000-pound 
gross load limit much less the 72,000-pound ceiling 
big trucking interests of the Wall Street sector are 
trying to put over on the state. 

Road making is a vastly m ore expensive un­
dertaking in Kentucky than in such states as, for 
example, Florida, where the fiat land and even 
climate make it a simple matter to lay and main­
tain straight, level highways at low cost. They have 
none of the dangers Kentucky motorists find lurk­
ing around the next curve or hill top. 

Propagandists for Eastern trucking monopoli­
es .are putting out a smoke screen now about 
moving freight for national defense, and declaring 
that Kentucky should therefore drop its well-con­
sidered bars against further highway death and 
destruction. 

The truth is that the railroads are moving most 
of the national defense freight, just as they did in 
the last great national emergency, so the answer 
to this is obvious. 

;Kentucky has shown real wisdom in making 
laws to protect as much as it can its citizens and 
highways from the menace of huge freight trucks 
plunging through our countryside, ruining our 
roads and endangering the lives of our roact users. 

Kentucky should stand fum and protect itself 
against the threatened onslaught of the trucking 
monopolies.-Pike County News. 

• GUlliBLE MR CUDAHY 

ONE of the most remarkable of all recent public 
utterances was the speech in which John 
Cudahy, former United States Amabssador to 

Belgium, declared that the America.<; were in no 
danger of Nazi attack because Chanceilor Hitler 
had told him so. 

Mr. Cudahy, whose naivete is such as to dis­
qualify him for any diplomatic assignment, explain­
ed that in his recent interview with Hitler the Ger­
man Chancellor professed incredulity when the 
American said many of his countrymen feared a 
German victory becaUSe of its danger to the Unit­
ed States. In Mr. CUdahy's words, the Fuehrer de­
clared that a Nazi attack upon this hemisphere 
was as unlikely as a.n invasion of the moon. 

Bearing this important bit of information back 
to the United States, Mr. Cudahy was considerabiy 
peeved when the State Department gave scant at­
tention to his report, and in some way he seems 
to feel that the State Department did not do right 
by the public when it was not impressed. 

What the State Department knew, of course, 
and what Mr. Cudahy in his touching trustfulness 
seems to have overlooked, is that the German Gov­
ernment was doing its utmost to infiltrate his 
hemisphere even as Hitler was reassuring his gul­
lible interviewer that neither the Americans nor the 
moon had aught to fear from the Nazis. Mr. 
Cudahy did not remain to suggest an explanation 
of the far-flung Nazi intrigue in this nation and 
South America, and of the plots at revolution and 
sabotage of hemisphere unity . 

It is just bare:Jy possible that had Mr. Cudahy 
sought an interview with Chancellor Hitler a few 
weeks before the German dive bombers struck at 
Brussels, the Fuehrer would have assured him that 
Belgium was quite immune to harm from Ger­
many. And, in the light of what has happened 
since, Mr . Cudahy doubtless would have believed 
him.-Cincinnati Enquirer. 

• TERRORISM CANNOT BE 
TOLERATED IN AMERICA 

A LITTLE BAND of vicious hoodlums attempted 
.. to disgrace Roane county, Tennesssee, the 

night of September 15, and it appears that 
they have succeeded. For their act of terrorism 
now seems likely to go unpunished, as far as the 
county authorities are concerned. 

Two C.I.O. organizers had just left Harriman 
by automobile when they were waylaid, stripped, 
flogged, smeared with tar and, according to them, 
given this warning: "We don't want no dam' 
c.r.o over here ... We are organized politicapy 
and, by God,. we are not going to pay no Northern 
wages in Roane county." Whatever anyone in 
Roane county or in Tennessee may think of labor 
unions or of "Northern wages"-though, inciden­
tally, it is difficult to believe the masses of the 
people could object to the latter-every Roane coun­
tian and every Tennesseean who is also a good 
American must resent this outrage. 

"Do these hoodlums and terrorists imagine that 
they can with impunity violate the fundamental 
laws of this country?" The Chattanooga Times has 
asked. "That is a question which concerns Sher­
iff Chester Davis and the people of Roane county. 
It is a question which also concerns the people of 
Tennessee. " 

The fact is, the question concerns all Southern­
ers and indeed all Americans. Resorts to the meth­
ods of the Gestapo anywhere in the United States 
is a matter for national anxiety and failure to 
bring to book the cowards r~ponsibk is a matter 
for national protest: The union leadership, de­
spairing of local law enforcement. h9.s asked the 
Department of Justice to intervene under the civil 
rights statute, and the request, unaltering as its 
implications are to Roane county, does not seem 
altogether unreasonable after nearly two weeks.­

Improperly inflated tires are hard 
on the gasoline bill. They mean 
more road friction, which requires 
more power.
