What to Do If a Fuse ''Blows Out" 
Before trouble develops locate your fuse box. Usually it will be in the 

cellar neor the main electric switch, although it may be on any floor. 

LAY IN A SUPPLY OF SPARE FUSES NOW 
If lights go off all over your house, see first of all if your neighbors 

hove lights- if not, the trouble is outside and you should call the company. 
If a ll lights are out in your house alone, this generally is an indication 
tha t a main fuse has blown. If only a part of the lights ore out, a branch 
fuse has blown. If the failure occurs just as a lamp or appliance is plugged 
in, disconnect it before replacing the fuse and examine the appliance 
for defects. 

MAIN SWITCH BlANCH fUSIS 1. PULL THE MAIN SWITCH 
Before attempting to remove blown 

fuses, open your house circuit by pulling 
down the main switch. Stand on a dry 
board or surface while doing this. The 
main switch cuts off all electricity from the 
house circuits.
