(2) It was vital to keep the news
of Callaghan's death from the Japs,

Follow Canning Directions

And Avoid Accident

Grlass jars filled too full, screw
bands turned too tight, and canning
domne in the oven are causes of most
of the exploding or cracking of filled
jars of fruits and vegetables, says
Mts. Pearl Haak, food specialist at
the Kentucky College of Agriculiure
and Home Economics. Home can-

| ners will avold accidents if they fol-

low closely the directions whieh
come with the jars or covers.

“When food is placed in a jar
with the new typ2 glass-cover, it is
absolutely imperative that an inch
of space be left for expansion,” said
the canning authority. “Then, to
allow expanding steam to escape,
the band should be turned back a
fourth of a turn, after first being
screwed tight, Jars explode when
the steam cannot escape, the ac-
cumulated pressure shattering the
jar.” Mrs. Haak explained that any
jar sealed with a detached rubber
ring must have the metal band
turned back a fourth turn after be-
ing tightened, whether processing is
done in the hot water bath or pres-
sure cooker. Screw bands used with
the glass-top jars are made of steel
which do not expand as did the old
zine covers,

Home canners are also cautioned
apainst the use of ovens for can-
ning. While heat control devices on
kitchen stoves may make possible
an excellent job of baking, they
may ot be exact enough for the
high temperature required for can-
ning. L

Hand Grenades were used by the?
Egyptians as far back as 490 B, C.
They consisted of boxes in which
vipers were secreted. These were |
thrown into the enemy lines .
And the Romans invented the grand-
daddy of the Molotov cocktail, con-
sisting of erude oil in a bottle. The
Roman doughboys would ignite the
oil, then heave the grenade against
the enemy’s weak point. The smash-
ing of the bottle would scatter liquid
fire in all directions . . . We hear
a great deal about war decorations
these days. The first known record
of a public presentation of a decora-
tion for bravery occurred in the first
century, when the emperor of China
decorated one of his subjects "for‘
bravery above and beyond the call
of duty."
