LABOR STRIFE
LOSSES TOLD

86,831 Man-Days
Lost in Strikes,
Official Says

“Man-days lost in Kentucky in
October because of labor strife to-
taled approximatesy 86,831, William
C. Burrow, Commissicner of Indus-
| trial relations, said this week. This
fieure includes the time lost in the
| state-wide coal mine strike which
occurred during the last two weeks
of the month,
| According to Burrow, the vastness
|of the disturbance makes it impos-
| sible to state the exact figures on
| the general strike, but reliable re-
| ports frcm firms throughout the
| state rTevesi that approximately
15,988 men were involved and 83,-
231 man-days were lost in
strikes alone.

The only other actual strike which
|occurred was in a mining corpora-
tion earlier in the month. Miners
in the employ of the company
'claimed that the scales being used
were defective and they were not
getting the correct weight, thus re-
viving the smaller waggs. This strike
invoived 400 men and 3,600 man-
dayvs were lost before a settlement
was effected by the State Coneilia-
tion Service.

Two controversies arose in con-
| struetion firms, one in the whole-
sale-retail classification, and one in
services. “However, amicable ad-
| justments were made in these
cases,” Mr, Burrow added, “and a
loss of time was evaded.”
