war production workers who are

eligible fer employment in war
plants.
Decision to open the shop was

reached at a meeting held in Lex-
ington, Thursday and Friday.

Training will be offered in ma-
chine shop, electric welding, and
acetylene welding. Fred Martin, lo-
cal co-ordinator for the Vocational
Training program, will be in charge
of the shop. All persons who are at
least 17 years old are eligible for
enroliment. It was pointed out that
under the vocational training pro-
gram there will be no top-age limit.
Any person up to approximately 60
years of age, man or .woman, who
is physically capable of doing any-
thing toward the war effort will be |
accepted for training.

It was also pointed out by the
State Department of Education that
this shop is expected to be used in
the rehabilitation training program
for war veterans, also for the ben-
efit of slightly handicapped persons
who have been placed in 4-F.'Any
other person with a physical de-
fect who can still .do acceptpble
work will be given training.

The Division of Rehabilita

Education of the Stale Depariment
of Education will operate very close-
ly in connection with this training
program, NeCessary expenses will
be paid for the training of any
handicapped person described above.
