2ND GREATEST

In State Populatwn
\ As Wartime Shifts
‘ Made Over Nation

One hundred seventeen of Ken-
|tucky’s 120 counties have lost in
population since the war began—
and only one lost more than Floyd.

This county, the Census Bureau
announced after completing the
count of registrants for Ration Book
4 has BT37 fewer residents, In
numbers only Harlan l0st more—
16,998. But proportionately Leslie
county's loss was greatest with 37.3
per cent decrease in population.

The figures indicate, strangely
enpugh, that Pike, the largest in
|area in the state and with a pop-
ulation of more than 90,000, lost
| approximately 1,000 fewer residents
| than neighboring Floyd with a 53,000

population and very simliar in ter-
|rain and industrial activities.

If they do not, if this spirit of Him
who on that first Easter escaped the
thralldom of death does not become to

Here are some
other jammed spots: Norfolk, 51.7
per cent gain; Ban Diego, 429 per
cent; Charleston, 37.5; Wichita, 36;
Savannah, 288. Beaumont, 22.7;
Columbus, Ga., 22.2.

Something of the glgantic dislo-
cation is indicated in the fact that
not only from the rural sections
have the people moved but from the
nation's metropolitan places as well.
Eighty grew but b4 fell off.

The greatest shift was from
Granddaddy New York which lost
820,686. Pittsburgh has 166,666 less
and Scranton is right on its heels
with 158,479. Boston is minus 148,737
Bostonians.

In Eentucky, 93 counties have lost
more than 10 per cent of their peo-
ple. Those losing 25 per cent and
more are all in Eastern Kenutcky
except for three—Owen in the nor-
thern neck, midwestern Ohio and
Hickman, way down on the Missis-
sippi.

These had the greatest losses in
residents, ranging from 16996 to
8,027: Harlan, Floyd, Pulaski, Knox,
Perry, Pike, Muhlenberg, Letcher,
Ohio, Magoffin, Breathitt and Mec-
Cracken.

Leslie leads all with a 373 per
cent loss. Others with more than 25
per cent decreases are Magoffin,
Owen, Morgan, Powell, Owsley, Law-
rence, Ohio, Knox, Jackson, Wolfe,
Lee, Menifee, Hickman and Brea-
thitt.
