Allen Pastor Alleges
Circumvention of Law
In Liquor License Case

“Not ‘‘riendliness’ but circumven-
tion of the law gained the liquor li-
cense of Gus Carlos,” the Rev. J.
S. Rose, pastor of the Allen Baptist
Church, near neighbor of Carlos’
whiskey store, declared this week in
a prepared statement.

The minister's statement was in
reply to assertions attributed in
newspaper stories to Malt Beverage
Administrator Charles E. Whittle,
who in a special opinion renewing
Mr., Carlos license said he did so
because of the friendliness of Carlos
to the church.

Learning that the time had ex-
pired for an appeal from the Whittle
decision to be filed in the Franklin
circuit court, the Rev. Roge said ac-
tion in the Floyd cireuit court citing
alleged violations of the law is the
next step planned against Carlos.
His statement follows:

“The law says in Section 13. Sub-
section (3) of Section 242.220 of the
Kentucky Revised Statutes is
amended to read as follows: (3) (a) |
. . . no license for the sale of alco-
‘holic beverages at retafl shall be is-
sued for any premises that are lo-
ecated on the same sireet as, and
within two hundred feet of, a build-
ing used exclusively as a church or
for class rooms of a school . . .The
measurement shall be faken on the
street on which the licensed prem-
ises are located, in a straight line
from the mearest outside wall of the
¢hurch or sehool building,

“What could be plainer than that?
Yet the Malt Beverage Administra-
tor Charles E. Whittle in his special
opinion hides behind ‘frendliness’ as
a plea for granting the liquor M-
cense over the head of County Judge
Ed Hill, Jr., and the protest of our
church. '

Wide-awake Eentucky communities are
on their toes with post-war planning that
iz working already, the Smaller War Plants
Corporation district office here reported
vesterday.

In recent months seven Kentucky cities
have attracted cut-of-state plants with pay
rolls aggregating in excess of $1,000,000 a
¥year, and fifteen other plants are seeking to
establish in the state.

The S.W.P.C, said it assisted ecivic
groups at Mt. Sterling, Winchester; Corbin;
Glasgow, Paducah, Danville and Greens-
burg in obtaining factories employing a
total of more than 1,000 workers. All of the
¢itles are in Group 4 labor classification,
meaning they have a surplus of workers.

John M. Frier, district manager of the
S W.P.C., saiq his office also aided seven
communities in setting up indusirial “go-
getting” organizations patterned after the——
Louisville Industrial Foundation and fhat
all these cities are now bidding for plants.
They are Lebanon, Greensburg, Central
City, Middlesboro, Mayfield, Murray and
Paducah.

C. L. McBride, traveling representa-

tive of the S.W.P.C., has been detailed to
work with fhe communities in getting in-
dustrial plants, Frier said. All of those now
operating are engaged either in war pro-
duction or essential civilian goods.
_ -~ Numerous inquiries have been received
from plants in Northern and Eastern cities
leading the S.W.P.C. to believe Louisville
will be “in excellent position” to draw in-
dustries after the war, Frier said.

“The high-caliber of labor in Louisville
and throughout EKentucky, excellence of
transportation and nearness to power throw
. this area wide open to postwar develop-
-~ ment,” Frier said.

Principal funetions of the S.W.P.C.
have been to get war contracts for small in-
dustries throughout the state and fo lend
financial assisance to the performance of
the contracts. Prime contracts totaling
millions have beén channeled through the
S.W.P.C, office here and war contract
loans now exceed $5,000,000.

Now, while all this has been going on,
what have Prestonsburg and other Floyd
county communities been doing but live
in the fool’s paradise of a wartime boom
in the coal and gas industries, without
which we are deep in the throes of a
buginess depression ?

Re-read Paragraph Six of the re-
printed news-story. Numerous inquiries
are coming in from plants in northern
and eastern eities, asking about Ken-
tucky locations. Then ask yourself a
question—Is Floyd county on that Ken-
tucky map those plant-owners are study-
ing?

The district manager of the Smaller
War Plants Corporation is quoted as
pointing to the “high-caliber” labor that
is Kentucky’s, the state’s nearness to
power, its excellence of transportation.
And he is not excluding Floyd county’s
labor, its power and its transportation
facilities. He is not denying that we have
the coal and gas here at our door, the
Big Sandy river splitting the county, a
railroad which has stood up under the
wartime load of millions of tons of coal,
an almost complete north-south high-
way. But is Floyd county itself doing
anything toward causing others to know
we have all this? Is it making any effort
to get that high-caliber labor, that ready
supply of electric power, its natural re-
sources and all the rest into use by any
new business ?

For all that has been done to date, its
labor may remain in the fields of Ohio
and Michigan and in the plants of dis-
tant cities till, no longer needed, its men
and women straggle home, some day,
another potential army of WPA-sters.

We suggest that the Floyd county
reader of this editorial study the list of
Kentucky towns already benefiting, or
seeking to benefit, from the industrial
program. Only a very few have spread
beyond the “small town” eclass. But all
are growing, all are alive and letting
other states and towns know they are
alive.

Take Greensburg, for instance. It is
one of the towns which, not satisfied with
leaving things to chance and reap the
windfall or suffer the famine, has gone
out and brought in one of these indus-
tries, In 1930 that town had a popula-
tioh of 770. The same year, Prestons-
burg’s populatioan was 2,105. We confess
our ignordnce, we do not know the exact
location of Greensburg (our desk en-
cvelopedia which lists most Kentucky
yillages and towns does not mention it).
But we are not ignorant enough to think
that Greensburg is not known to others.
It was only one-third Prestonsburg’s pop-
ulation in 1930, but if the two towns go
along as theyv are now going, the figures
will not be so favorable to Prestonsburg
when next census-taking time comes six
years hence.

Yes, we have a great county, a great
people. Our resources are richer than
those of many sections, our possibilities
are limitless. But why talk about it?
Carthage was great, centuries ago.

Why gaze raptly into the mirror and
mugmur to ourselves, “How beautiful we
are!” if we have not the energy nor the
desire to step outside and let the world
see for itself?
