After H-hour had come and gone 
and D-Day was far spent, striking 
miners at the Princess Elkhorn Coal 
company, David, listened to an. ap· 
peal from C. J. Stallings. Mallory, 
w. va .. vlce-pre.sldent oi the mining 
firm, to return to the work they 
quit May 29. 

Miners· I·epre:.elJI.utlves later con­
ferred ru1d hope was expressed that 
the misunder!;tandlng which led to 
the unauthorized slrlke mtsht be 
setUed. 

All previous attemptS a.t media­
tion between workers nnd employes 
have faUed, the miners firm Jn Uleir 
determination that Elson Kendrick, 
special omcer at David, be dl.schalV­
ed before mining Is resumed, the 
company equally firm in its stand 
for Kendrick. 

Monday, Roy Hammonds, the man 
v.·hom Kendrick struck v.-Uh a revol­
ver butt whUe arresting him on a 
drunk charge, was here with other

of Congressman A. J. Mar, died Sat­
urday morning at 11 o'clock at the 
Lynch. Ky., hospital, a victim of 
uremic poisoning with which he was 
suddenly stricken on the preceding 
Wednesday at cumberland, Ky. 

Mr. May wa.s stricken while talk­
Ing to an employe of the Cumber­
land Lun1bcr Company which he 
managed for his father, and a se­
vere head Injury sutrered in his col­
lapse Is believed to hAve contrib­
uted to his denth. He never rcga.in­
ed consciousness. 

Congre..•.sman Mny arrived by plane 
at Lynch, a. few hours aft(.>r his son 
was stricken, nud joined other mem­
bers of the familY at the bedside. 

Well-known throughout the state 
through pOlitical nnd business asso­
ciations, be had a host of friends to 
whom news of his passing came as 
a shock.

G. 1\lay, he was born here 
August 16, 1904. He was graduated

Overwhelmingly Union 
Maintenance and operations em­

ployes of the Kentucky West Vir­
ginia Gas Company have polled an 
o•;erwhelmiog majority for OIO or­
ganization, tabulation of the vote 
cast by workers revealed Tue.sday at 
Ashland. 

Of the 231 employes eligible to 
vote, 176 voted for unlontzation, 29 
againsr., 14 did not '·ote rutd ballots 
or two were volded because they had 
quit work. The vote, conducted by 
mail and by secret ballot, wa..q or­
dered by the National Lnbor Rela­
tions Board and was conducted be­
tween .M:ay 22 and May 31.
