I don't thlnk 1t was that SOWld that 
made shivers ron up my spine. 

'Finally we stood erect again and 
by the light of a lantern I saw that 
we were in the cellar of a ruined 
buDding. Wounded men lay all o\·er 
the place. Most or them were sniper 
casualtles. They smoked and sold 
little or nothing. It's true that 
wounded men don't cry.''
