| Hays’ Pilot Tells
Of Fateful Mission

A first-hhand description of the
bombing mission from which S/Sgt.
Roscoe C. H g, Jr., did not re-
turn is given in a letter from his
pilot, Lit. Richard H. Wright, to
Sgt. Hayes' mother, Mrs. R. C. Hayes,
Sr., of Alphoretta, Sgt. Hayes was
reported missing, but his parents
later were notified he had been a
prisoner of the Germans since No-
| vember 5.

Lt. Wright's letter follows:

‘ “I am your son’s pilet. I wanted

| to write you earlier but T had to wait
| for the War Department to netify
you that Roscoe was missing in ac-
tion. As far as I can, T want to tell
you what happened and what Ros-
coe’s chances are.

“On our tenth mission we were

quite badly hit over the target and
lost both engines on the left wing.
We also had a serious gasoline leak
which had covered the airplane with
| fuel. One of the engines had a run-
|:w.'ay propeller which had caught
t fire. There was danger of an im-
mediate explosion, so I ordered the
crew to bail out.
_ "Roscoe went out the escape door
in the waist and got away all right.
He was uninjured when he left the
plane and was as calm as could be
expected under the circumstances.
We had a considerable amount of
altitude at the time, so there was
nothing to worry about from that
angle.

“The entire crew except the bom-
bardier, who was set to go out the
nose hateh, and myself on the flight
de(;};. had bailed out when the nose
section of the burning engine tore
itself loose and took the fire with
|it. T called Lt. Levin, the bombar-
dier, up to the flicht deck and we
flew to a fighter strip behind the|
lines where we crash-landed. We|
got back here to the base a week|
later.

“The crew went out approximate-
1y one hundred miles from the lines
but not guite so far away from the
French border. They were probably
taken prisoner but some might have
| evaded capture. The Germans freat
American prisoners quite well, ac-
cording fto the reports that we re-
ceive, There is usually a d-'ay of
