TOTAL FUND
OF $30,000

Earmarked for Work
On Rural Highways
Of County in 1945

A road maintenance program an-
ticipating the expenditure of ap-
proximately $30,000 on rural high-
ways of Floyd county has been ap-
proved by the fiscal court ang the
Department of Rural Highways,
County Judge E, P. Hill announced
this week.
Of this amount, the county itself
appropriated $8,000 for maintenance
of approximately 80 miles of “pre-
viously constructed” roads. The ru-
ral highway fund this year amounts
to $22,130.13 and all bub around
$4.000 of this amount will be spent
in the purchase of crushed lime or
slag for farm-to-market routes.

Two thousand dollars of the rural
road fund was earmarked for the
purchase of concrete pipe for cross-
drainage as needed on various ap-
proved projects, as was another fund
of $1,500 for the purchase of lum-
ber as needed for bridge repair.

The eight roads to which surfac-
ing materials are allocated and the
amount planned for each road fol-
low:

In the howling 135-mile gale and
mountain-high seas three U.S. de-
strovers flopped over and sank, toss-
ing their helpless crews into the
churning ocean,

Young Blackburn, in the navy
since 1941, possessor of six battle
stars and survivor with others of his
crew of 18 enemy attacks, went
down with the U.S.S. Spence with
its erew of 300 of which only one of-
ficer and 22 sailors were saved,

Other destroyers-lost during the
typhoon were the U.S.8. Hull and
the USS. Monaghan. The three
ships went down within an hour of
each other, near noon of the 20th.

Of the 800 officers and men on
the three ships, only 91 have been
rescued as of today, leaving 7T00
known dead or missing—the great-
est loss of men suffered by Admiral
William F. Halsey's Third Fleet
since it began western Pacific op-
erations months ago; including bat-
tle losses.

In the plain language of the sea,
Chief Machinist’s Mate Henry John
Deeters, 28, of New Orleans, said:

"“There were several deep rolls ang
she (the Spence) went over on her
port side. The stack was lying on
the water. As she went down, I
dove off. About a hundred got off,
I guess.

“I saw a lot of my buddies float-
ing around dead. T was in the water
50 hours before being rescued.”

Apparently the first rescue occur=
red at 10 o'clock that night—more
than nine hours after the hundreds
were tossed into the sea.

A gunnery officer on a destroyer
escort said that a chief radioman
happened to be rigging a new radio
mast of his ship in the darkness—
the other had carried away in the
storm—when he saw a tiny light
twinkling in the rough water. After
minutes of difficulty, the D.E. got
the survivor aboard and then eir-
cled the area and before daylight
saved 17. Through the next two
days and nights she picked up a to-
tal of 56 in & 25 square mile area.

The gunnery officer told how one
man who had stuck it through 20
hours in the wild sea was slammed
against the ship and killed. At the

country . .

Willie was born and reared at Ol
Black Point, Cormn,, an exclusive summeyr
resort. Inside a barrier marked, ‘Pri-
vate—No Trespassing,” New York stock
brokers, other “tired business men,”
their wives and children spent their sum-
mers. The women-folk of that inner cir-
cle gave cocktail parties, their sons and
daughters had private tutors.

Qutside lived Willie, whose grandpar-
ents were servants in New York but who
later contrived to buy two hotels on the
point and to operate them with moderate
success, His father worked at one of the
hotels, married one of the waitresses
who became Willie’s mother. The grand-
parents died, the hotels were sold, the
father bumbled about, never achieving
much, himself finally dying, leaving his
widow, Willie and a daughter. From that
time on they “got by”’ through Mrs. Cole-
paugh’s careful husbanding of her re-
sources.

But Willie lived the life of a social
pariah. He had a weak chin, his eye could
not meet the gaze of the rich boys from
“Inside.” Willie's sister worked as a
nurse; he raked the beach, mowed
folks’ lawns in summer while the other
boys were playing. In winter, after they
had gone off to exclusive schools, he
found time hanging heavy on his hands.

There were times, though, when Wil-
lie found time for play with the other
boys. But he didn’t fit in. His language
was not precise; Willie himself was not
precise. When he sought to edge his way
into their games, he was ignored, or the
other boys moved on to another game or
playground. He was given the “silent
treatment.”

It finally dawned on Willie Colepaugh
that he wasn’t wanted. He began staying
to himself; more and more; roaming the
beaches alone, fishing or rowing his boat
in solitude., Folks began saying he was
“net right.”

Willie dreamed of Annapolis but he
went to Admiral Farragut Academy in-
stead, from there on to Massachusett In-
stitute of Technology. His grades were
slightly above average and at Tech he
was considered as a fraternity pledge.

3ut he never made it. He never attended

“bull’ ‘sessions, he took no part in ath-
leties. The invisible barrier still remain-

ed hetween him and his classmates, Wil-
lie Colepaugh found no boyhood chum
before he went to college; he found no
hosom friend there.

He took to drinking heavily, to roam-
ing about Boston, finally to prowling the
waterfront. And there he found friend-
liness

Among a group of interned German
sailors. There for the first time he was
taken in as one of the gang, treated as
“one of the boys.” There he listened to
the hemesick Nazis talk of “heautiful
Germany'” and things back home.

Willie Colepaugh accepted these Nazi
sailors as friends. Soon he was violently
anti-Semitic, pro-German. In 1941 he
vas expelled from Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology. Arrested on a draft
charge, he went into the navy and was
dis \.inll”til after four months because
of his anti-Ameriecan attitude.

A few weeks ago, he returned on. a
German submarine and landed by night

on the Maine coast with a German
agent. He is now, fortunately, a prison-
er: will be dealt with as a wartime
traitor.

“Sp what? Hope he gets what he de-
gerves,” you say?

Company, which allows it to con-
struct lines where the population
is dense and the revenue per mile
much greater than is required by
the REA. This, of course, will make
it difficult for the REA to extend its
service to the remoter sections, both
from a standpoint of income and
from the lines and construction
problems. For example: the power
company proposes to build along the
main highways and part of the way
up the various creeks to reach the
more populated areas at the mouth
of the creeks. In order for the Co-
operative to extend its service fo
all the people living on the partic-
ular ereek it would become necessary
to builg a line parallel to the power
company’s line for several miles in
order to reach the people living in
the remoter sections, They could
not recelve any revenue from any
of the lines which have been granted
to the power company.

“It is still the plan and intention
of the Cooperative to furnish elec~
triec energy to every person who
wants same, and every effort will be
made to do this. At the present time
the war restrictions do not permit
the cooperative or the power com-
pany to connect members unless
they can qualify under certain con-
ditions.”

Opposition to encroachment upon
territory they desired to serve was
expressed at hearings last summer
by the Big Sandy, Fleming-Mason,
Cumberland and
Jackson Rural Electric Co-opera-
tive Associations which filed peti-
tions seeking authorization to make
extensions themselves.
