To the Voters of Floyd County: 

Since I annow1ced as a candidate for County Judge, many 
people have been wondeiing why I did not mak.e the race for 
C rcuit Judge. This is an important office and one of the 
n•rst powerful in the state, but I am not and never was crazy 
about power 

I studied the matter over for a long time before I decided 
Lo make the race for the office of County Judge, but since I have 
had an ambition to serve the people ih this office for a long time, 
I finally decided that I could be of greater service to a greater 
number of people, hence I announced. 

I was born on a rough, mountain farm on the Caney Fork of 
Middle Creek, a place that never had any roads, and which has 
none yet. I know what the people desire and need and what they 
are entitled to and I will endeavor to meet that demand. I am 

well aware that in many sections of the county the sick and dead have to be carried out 
and that many of the coal miners live in their own homes and away from the mines and 
many of them have cars and share them with others and a way should be provided for 
them to go to and from their work. I will look after the roads each year instead of every 
four years just before the election. 

I promise you a safe, sound administration and will give you the best service of which 
I am capable. I already know the duties of the County Judge and will do you a good job. 

I will propose to the Fiscal Court the elimination of the payment of a county poll tax 
and, by stopping the leaks and useless expenses, I will further propose a decrease in your 
tax rate. Just one example of bad managment: You will recall that, a number of years 
ago, the fiscal court, pursuwt to a vote of the people, issued a bond issue of $475,000 worth 
of 5 per cent rciad and bridge bonds, without any callable feature, and as a result of the 
non-callable clause, more than $100,000.00 has been paid out in interest and is still being 
paid and will be for mao.y. years to come because the bonds were not callable.

Use your head and 
cast your ballot for those who will serve your best interest and then you will have done 
your duty to yourself, family and children and Floyd county as a whole. Anyone coming 
before me will receive a fair trial and a square deal in the future as in the past. You may 
rest assured that I will guard the finances of the county. Floyd county is one of the 
best counties in Kentucky from a point of natural resources and deserves the best in of­
ficial service. 

Anyone not acquaint-ed with me is invited to inquire of the people with whom I have 
been reared and associated as to my honesty in the variou.s kinds of business in which I 
have been engaged. 

I have never been in the Army or Navy, but I would have been glad to have served my 
cotm.ry m that capacity as my patriotic duty. I only had one brother and he served in 
the first World War, who was killed . I now have a son who has been in the present war 
for more than four years and is now somewhere in Germany . · 

I have, both as an official and private citizen, played no inconsiderable part in the de­
velopment of my home county. It has been my pleasure over the years to be of service 
to thousands of good citizens in a business way and to join others in the life of the com­
munity. I am a life member of Zebulon Lodge No: 273, F. & AM., also a member of Royal 
Arch Chapter, Knights Templar and Shrine for many years; a Red Man for 30 years, a 
member of the Independent Order of Odd Fellows for 33 years and also a member of the 
Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks-none of which, of course, are political in any 
sense, and which I mention merely as a part of my record as a citizen. I am making this 
race on my record as an official and ptivate citizen and not that of .~cmeone else.
