IF the program agreed upon by the 
Floyd fiscal court and the Rural High­
way Administration is put into effect 

this year and if 6,000 tons of crushed 
lime or slag are applied to the county's 
farm-to-market roads-then for the first 
time, the rural highway fu~d allocated 
to Floyd county \vill have meant what 
most folks have felt it should have meant 
all along. 

In preceding years the county was al­
located more than $20,000 of rural high­
way funds a year. But the work that re­
sulted consisted mainly of running grad­
ers over roads after their surfaces had 
baked hard beneath a burning sun which 
followed spring rains and thaws. The 
surface, as a consequence, was barely 
dented in many instances. Whatever 
drainage work was done was with good 
intent and did serve some good purpose, 
but. the amount spent in actual highway 
mamtenance-in preserving the surface 
without which no road-bed is worth 
much-was trivial.
