Lyndon until it was taken over by 
the state. For many years he was a 
member of the joint board of educa­
tion of the Methodist Ohurch 1n 
Kentucky. 

He was elected chairman of the 
Rebublican state central committee 
in 1944 and was Republican state 
campaign chairman last year. 

He was married in 1917 to Miss 
May Begley. They have no c11lldren.

t O-T on _T ruclcs 
lt is reported that the commercial truck~ng 

interests will endeavor to have the next session 
of the Kentucky Legislature pass a permanent 
law authoridng the operation of truck-trailer 
combinations weighing twenty tom. 

Heavy truck~, when grinding sl?w_ly uphill, 
impede all traffic because of t_he dtffrculty and 
danger of passing. A fast-moviDg 40,000 pound 
truck, whether on a down-grade or on a narrow 
level road, is a positive menace !O all . other 
traffic. The book "Kentucky: Des1gns for Her 
Future," recently issued under the auspices of 
the University of KentUCky, thus aptly expresses 
the vie'l)'s of the operators of all motor vehicles 
- whether busses, trucks or automobiles : "Few 
experienced driven relish the prospect of en• 
countering 'highway uaios' on a narrow, slip­
pery, d<'uble switch-back curve." The danger 
and inconvenience in the day rime is increa.nd 
many fold at night.

The ability to con­
sume large amounts of feed .and to convert it into 
meat rapidly and efficiently was found to run 
in families. 

A strain of hogs which was selected for economy 
of gains reached a finished weight of 225 pounds in 
an average of 27 days less time than a strain that 

"had not been selected for economy of gains. They 
also consumed an average of 34 pounds less feed to 
make 100 pounds of gain during the fattening period. 

The appetite of a pig was found to be a good in­
dex to his ability to make rapid and cheap gains.
