Safety of Floyd Seaman Learned 
As Ship's Fate Mystery Cleared 

·----------------------

Eight days after the mystery sur­
rounding the fate of his ship, the 
U.S. destroyer Pope, was cleared, 
word arrived at Martin Sept. 21 
telling Mr. and Mrs. J. B. Norris 
that their son, Jack Norris, is safe. 

The cablegram from Calcutta, 
India, read, "Am well. Hope to be 
home soon." 

That was the first word received 
from Seaman Norris since Christ­
mas, 1941 when he s~nt his parents 
a message from Manila. 

Until the recent cablegram arriv­
ed the only source of comfort for 
Norris' relatives lay in the unofficial 
message relayed by monitors of 
s.l-}ort wave broadcasts from Japan 
and these were never considered re­
liable. He had been a Jap prisoner 
three-and-a-half years. 

Mystery surrounding the fate of 
the Pope and of Seaman Norris and 
others of the ship's crew vanished 

Sept. 13 when Commodore Belford 
Blinn, commander of the Pope, was 
released from a Jap prison camp 
and told a part of his story. His ship, 
said Commodore Blinn, was sunk on 
Sunday, March 1, 1942, in the Java 
Sea along with the British eruisers, 
Exeter and Encounter, after they 
had blocked a Jap convoy and had 
subsequently been pounced upon by 
a Jap force. The last word heard 
from the Pope was a radio message 
saying three Jap cruisers were 
bearing down on her. 

Later, the Navy Department an­
nounced that only two of the Pope's 
crew survived: As a matter of fact, 
Commodore Blinn declared, only one 
man on the Pope lost his life. 

"We were actually attacked by 
four cruisers and five destroyers in a 
mass of smoke so thick you couldn't 
see," Commodore Blinn told report-
ers. "The Exeter and the Encounter 
went down first. We kept firing until 
all ammunition was gone, the guns 
were so hot and the ship had been 
so shaken by her own guns it was 
like the terrier and rat story." 

The crew, the Commodore's story 
recounted, was two days and a half 
in the water, with 154 men cluste:ed 
around a 30-man lifeboat in which 
the wounded had been placed. The 
Japs picked up the crew and took 
them to Makassar prison in the 
Celebes, eventually transfering them 
to the notorious Ofuna camp. (Ofuna 
was the "worst" Jap prison camp 
mentioaed in The Times' story last 
week by Signalman 1/c Wyman 
Walters, a returned prisoner, who 
said he had been told it was a navy 
prison.) 

Seaman Norris was graduated 
from Martin high school in 1937. His 
brothers, Bill and Hugh, are in the 
armed forces.
