This last murder bill was against 
John W. Huff, of Langley, charged 
with the fatal injury of Rube Am­
burgy at Langley, several weeks ago. 
The other two murder indictments, 
previously reported, named Luke 
Kidd and William Caudill.

RAILS GET· 
EXTENSION 

Of Time in Which 
To Prepare Case 
On Locks, Dams 
Despite the protests of Congress­

man A. J. May, the army engineers' 
board on rivers and harbors Monday 
granted railroads opposing the canal­
ization of the Big sandy river a de­
lay until Nov. 13. 

The request for an extension of 
time for the railroads to prepare 
their case was made by Congress­
man Clifton A. Woodrum, Virginia 
Democrat, who teamed with Mr. 
May a few years ago in working for 
a federal game reserve along the 
Kentucky-Virginia border. 

Congressman May retorted the 
railroads already had enjoyed a 60-
day continuance until Monday's 
hearing and that further dalliance 
was merely a delaying action on the 
part of rail interests. 

The extension is seen in some 
quarters as an indication that lock­
and-damming of the Big Sandy is 
losing ground. One authentic source 
said coal interests, originally listed 
as favoring the river improvement, 
are backing down in their support of 
the undertaking. 

The army's divisional engineer 
has already recommended a nine­
foot chann~l for both forks of the 
Big Sandy. In addition to testimony 
of Mr. May in favor of the project 
before the army board, Peyton Hob­
son, Pikeville attorney and brother 
of Atty. Joe Hobson, of Prestons­

THEIR 'GOOD BEHAVIOR' 

RETURNING veterans are "on their 
good behavior'' in the full meaning of 
the colloquialism, whether they know 

it or not. In other words, folks expect the 
worst of them and they will not be given 
a "clean bill of health" till they have 
proved themselves. 

That is the unpleasant truth, whether 
the vets like it or not. 

Somehow, the folks back home are ex­
pecting only the worst of the "boys." As 
in the case of the minister's son, they are 
being watched, their every mis-step be­
ing noted. They will be blamed wherever 
and v;henever possible. 

Not that the folks have anything 
against them. In fact, appreciation of 
of those who served in the armed forces 
is as sincere and as high in this section 
as in any other part of the nation. But 
the folks have concluded that they've 
been taught to fight, been taught to hate, 
to be unconventional, permitted to drink; 
that they can't return to peaceful ways. 

Recent violations in this county do not 
prove these conclusions. Check them over 
and you will find civilians as deep in 
c.ime as the boys who have returned 
from the business of killing men in "ae­
fense of civilization." 

That nine-year-old boy who beat to 
death a three-year-old baby in Pennsyl­
vania wasn't a veteran. 

True, the "boys" are doing their part 
of the drinking. So are the civilians. A 
certain percentage of those returned 
from war will be on the "outer fringe" 
and so will be a certain percentage of 
those who never shouldered a gun or 
wore a uniform. 

So it would seem the better part of 
commonsense if we would try to treat 
the returned service man as a civilian 
who has done his duty and who deserv­
es credit for so doing, but who now is 
just another civilian. 

• WE LIY.E AND LEARN 
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men, once their terms expire, may be 
summarily ousted if their politics are 
"wrong" or if individuals more polit­
ically powerful want their jobs. 

Howard Henderson, Courier-Journal 
editorial columnist, points out that State 
Superintendent John Fred Williams may, 
at his pleasure, oust either W. H.

Any system which permits poli­
tics to shunt aside an educator of proven 
ability merely to satisfy the ambitions 
of another, whether able or mediocre, 
cannot, even if given all the financial re­
sources belonging to the state, lift itself 
higher than the muck of politics. 

The field of education offers little 
enough for the future to the teacher or 
administrator without a Democratic or a 
Republican administration having the 
final word in their professional destinies. 

WHAT ABOUT.THA T MISSING 
LINK? 

(Ashland Daily Independent) 

ABOUT six weeks ago, on July 22 to be exact, the 
people of Ashland and the Big Sandy valley 
were cheered by a statement from the State 

Highway Department . It declared upon completion 
of the surfacing of the 10.9-mile section on U.S. 
Route 23, between Paintsville·and Louisa on August 
1, the Middle West Roads Company of Noblesville, 
Ind., would begin to apply a bituminous surface, 
class 1, high-grade blacktop. The statement said 
these contractors were expected to begin this sur­
facing within 15 days. 

The grade and drain project was completed 
around August 1, as predicted. Since shortly after 
that, traffic has been attempting to move over the 
roadbed. But six weeks have passed and nothing 
has been done toward surfacing as yet. Dust Is 

heavy and the roadbed is rough and dangerous to 
travel. 

Protests over the failure to begin surfacing are 
heard daily. They come from organizations and in­
dividuals who believe the Highway ·Department's 
statement that a base of surfacing would be ap­
plied over the entire section before bad weather 
stopped work, permitting traffic in reasonable com­
fort over the road this winter. 

Were these promises merely timed before the pri­
mary election to help the state administration and 
is there no intention now of keeping them? 

The home <:ity of Governor Willis and his own 
section of Eastern Kentucky are the sufferers 
through the long-continued absence of adequate 
highway connection caused by this almost im­
passable section of road. Its completion has been 
delayed so long and it has been made so often in 
the past a political football that there is no won­
der that patience is worn out and protests contain 
a bitter note. 

The members of the Big Sandy and Elkhorn Coal 
Operators Association based their recent decision to 
retain their principal offices in Ashland upon the 
promise of early completion of this road. Much of 
the commercial business of this section depends 
upon it as the principal artery of transportation. 
All have placed full reliance upon the pledge that 
it will be put in usable condition this year and 
completely finished before September 1, 1946. 

Livestock Slaughter Limits 
Lifted; More Meat in Sight 

Washington, Sept. 8-All limits on 
the slaughter of livestock ended to­
day with a sharp upturn in animals 
going to market. 

This action by the OPA permits 
slaughterers to kill as much live­
stock as they like. 

It means more meat for civilians, 
and while no fully authoritative of­
ficial makes such a prediction for 
quotation, it may be a step prelim-

' inary to an early end to rationing. 

I That depends largely on how much 
the kill increases. 

''Now that the period of acute 
scarcity has been passed and with 
increased numbers of livestock be­
ing sold, we want to be sure there 

\are no obstacles to prevent the 
slaughter of every animal that is 
marketed," Price Administrator 
Chester Bowles said in a statemen t 
announcing the action. 

The slaughter-control program, in 
effect since last April, was designed 
to route mere of the limited live­
stock supply into federally inspected 
plants, less to non-inspected plants. 

The idea behind it was to make 
more meat available for the armed

forces and other government re­
quirements. Meat produced in non­
federally inspected plants could not 
be shipped across state lines. 

Congress later permitted some 
modification of that ruling so that 
meat could be diverted to civilian 
hardship areas. 

Bowles said the slaughter controls, 
coupled with a "fair distribution 
plan," worked well. The distributi~n 
:plan, also terminated today, reqUir­
ed slaughterers to follow the same 
geographical distribution pattern 
they followed in the first quarter of 
1944. Its purpose was to aid areas 
experiencing the most acute meat 
shortages. 

Despite "marked improvement•: J.? 
the supply of meat available to CIVI­
lians Bowles said it still is not suf­
ficie~t to assure good distribution 
"with'out the help of rationing con­
trols." 

Bowles did not indicate, in view 
of the increased marketing of live­
stock, how long he thought ration­
ing would be necessary. Some pr~ 
dictions place the end of rationing 
as early as October 1.

Specifically, some dog owners have 
called my attention to the fact that 
their dog will not eat commercial 
dog foods. A history of the dogs gen­
erally }ield the fact that they are 
feeding the dogs kitchen scraps or 
garbage. Once a dog has developed 
a taste for garbage, they will refuse 
a balanced food. Sometimes cooked 
beef scraps, milk, eggs or leftover 
vegetables may be mixed with com­
mercial prepared dog foods to make 
it palatable and as a variety. I do 
not recommend garbage feeding of 
animals as it is an unbalanced ra­
tion, and in the majority of cases 
will produce a malnutrition problem. 
An animal will eat most of the com­
mercial feeds when they are starved 
to the extent that they will eat it. 

Improper feeding habits account 
for high percentage of losses in live­
stock. The main improper feeding 
habits include overfeedin-g, sudden 
change in type of food and under­
feed_i:.lg.
