The medieal facilities of VA's re- |
gional and sub-regional offices, clin-
ics, and hospitals, under law must be |
utilized to the fullest extent for ex- |
amination and out-patient {reat-
ment of veterams. The best interests
of both the veteran and the gevern-
ment will be considered when deeid-

|ing whether a veteran residing in an

area where there is a VA field sfa-
tion, will be referred to a VA clinic
or to a eivilian physician, Final de-
cision rests with chief medical oi-
ficers of VA regional offices.

Veterans may be admitted to pri-
vate hospitals for in-patient treat-
ment of service-connected disabilities
by civilian physicians under contract
to VA only if their condition is such
as to constitute an emergency which
cannot be met by a VA hospital be-
cause of the lack of beds or because
the patient’s condition prehibits
travel.

Prior authorization for hoespital-
dzation and treatment in a private
hospital must be obtained by letter,
‘telephone or telegraph. 1f, owing to
‘the extreme emergency of the case,
prior authorization is not obtained,
the physician or admitting hespital
should notify VA within 72 hours.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

@. Are persons who assist in the
presentation of pension or compen-
sation claims to Veterans Adminis-
tration permitted to charge for their
services?

A. It is unlawful for any person |
whether he be an attorney or agent
admitted to practice before the Vet-
erans Administration or not, to
charge or colleet any fee for services
in respect to a claim. However, the
law provides:that the Administrator
of Veterans Affairs may by regula-
tion authorize payment of fees in
an allowed ease to an admitted at-
torney or agent who has filed a valid
power of attorney in that ease. Such
fees are dedueted from the monetary
benefits allowed.

Q. Will a yeteran be able to get a
guaranteed loan indefinitely?

A. No. Application must be made
within 10 years from the official end

| Army Officer Writes
Mrs. Horn of Son’s Death

| Thomas Horn, Sr., Li. David W.
Hughes tells the tragic detalls of
the death of her son, T/5 Tom Horn,
and pays fribute to the Floyd sol-
dier's character and ability:
“This is a hard lefter for me to

of your son, and express my most
heartfelt sympathy for you.

~ “There was not a betfer man in
the M.P.’s than Tom Horn. He knew
everyone on the postand was known
and liked by everyone. He was al-
ways cheerful, friendly and happy.
‘He had the ability fo brighten and
liven a group, just By Joining it
There was not 2 more popular man
on the post. Most important to his
‘comrades on the foree and to me as
Provost Marshal, was his courage
‘and dependability. When there was
a job to be done thab involved dan-
ger, Tom Horn was always the Arst
in line, and if the going got tough,
Tom Horn was still cheerful. When
I'T had to go into a dangerous place,
Tom was the man I wanted with
me. His death was felt by every man
in the M.P 's as a sérious personal
loss, because he was a steady man,
and in our work we need steady
men.

“The circumstances of the tragedy
emphasized our sense of loss. 1t was
an accident, Mrs. Horn, a deplorable
gecident. Tom was handling a Te-
volver, and his very familiarity with
guns and his constant use of them
caused him, perhaps, to become
careless. The gun was discharged
| and the bullet struck him in the
head.

“We were at his side immediately,
and in a few minutes he regained
consciousness. His ‘first words were,
“What happened, Lieutenant?” I
told him that the gun had gone off.
| He spoke to his friends and was
| quite cheerful. I think he knew he
would not live, because he said to
me, “Lieutenant, if I 'don't pull
through, will you tell my mother?” I
| promised him that I would tell you.
His last words were, “I guess this is
one beat 1 missed.” He then .lost
consciousness again and never came
to. He was sent by ambulance to the
naval hospital, where he died at
0345 in the morning.

“The funeral was held at Manila
at cemetery No. 2. It was a full dress
military funeral with his friends as
pallbearers and rifle squad. A salute
was fired, a bugler blew taps and
Tom Horn's faithful service to his
country was ended. I'have sent some
pictures of the funeral, and also a

sicture of the flaz flying at half=|~

“T know that such a letter as this
is cold comfort, Mrs. Horn, and T can
only say that we, who were Ton's
comrades, share some of your grief
for your boy, and that Tom' Hor
will long be remembered on th
Post a4s a man who deserved & sols
dier’s highest praise, which is, ‘He
was a good man’.”

Assistant
Attorney General John F. Soneth,
questioned by the judge, frankly said
it would “make a martyr’' out ef
Lewis.| The judge yielded fto this
View. :

Goldsborough also asked Sonnett
what he thought of a continuing fine

future. But Sonhett said the governs
ment was not yet prepared to ask
such a fine.

Lewis" lawyers shouted that the
sentence was ‘‘eruel.” Welly K. Hop-
kins, UMW chief counsel, made &
raging, emotional protest in which
he roared that the government, to
further the administration’s political
aims, was seeking to “break the un-
jon politically, financially, and mor=
tally.”

lewis got mup and grasped his
hand and as Hopkins' eyes gleamed
with tears, Lewis said he subscribed
to every word.

The $3,500,000 fines average out at
$250.000 a day for each of the 14
days Lewis had defied the Golds-
horough order to call off his contract
termination notice—a notice which
set off the nation-wide soft coal
strike of 400,000 miners.

“Cruel and unusual punishment”
roared defense counsel in a turbu-
lent court session which saw Judge
Goldsborough advise Lewis not to
risk another contempt citation.

This occurred during an angry
speech by Lewis during which he
rumbled out a charge that govern-
ment lawyers were “lying.”

There had been & discussion of
Lewis’ assets, with a view to setting
his fine, and Lewis said:

| "“when he said T had an expense
account that I determined myself
[ne lied to the court. He did it delib-
erately because he said he had read
the constitution (of the union).

“gir, I have been adjudged in
contempt,” Lewis replied,

proceeding,” the court reminded
Lewis.

Lewis seemed determined to con-
tinue the discussion, but his lawyers
were tugging at his sleeve.

He glanced at them, then
down.

In denouncing the actions by
which the coal strike is progressively
tightening its clutch on the Amer-
icari economy, the judge said:

“A spectacle of this kind tends to
turn the government of this country,
the social fabric of democratic peo-
ples;, into ridicule in the minds of
the peoples of the world.”

The judge continued that the first
act of a dictatorship would be to de-
stroy labor unions.

“As far as the miners themselves
are concerned it is a case of Father
forgive them, for they know not
what they do.” he said.
