HOME SERVICE
STILL HELPING

Red Cross Official '
Says, Citing Cases '
During Peace Days '

How the Red Cross Home Service |
[ will continue in peace days to help
servicemen, ex-servicemen and their
| families to meet their problems was
{explained this week by Miss Ella
| Noel White, executive secrétary of
Floyd Red Cross chapter.

All this, in addition to the aid
| given eivilians during times of dis-
| aster and other emergency.
| More dramatic, perhaps, was the
Red Cross work of wartime days
when aid and medical care were
given the sick and wounded at the

front; more tragic was the _splemn
| duty of the Red Cross to notify rel-
atives that their son or brother,
father or husband had fallen wound-
ed or killed on the field of battle.
But there's nothing trivial or com-
monplace with calls for help like
these:

“Why haven't I heard from my
boy? He's in Germany and I haven't
|heard from him sinee December.
| Can’t you help me?”
| ¥My boy is in the hospital at Camp
| ———— I need enough money to
go see him.”
| "My allowance check hasn’t come
|in. How will I get along till it
comes?”
| And on through the gamut of hu-
man emotions and needs.

These are only a few of the fears,
| worries and problems of loneliness
for which people seek Home Service
help. For many of these questions
Home Service has an answer. For
example, it produces, if not a perfect
solution, at least helpful under-
standing, counsel which eases the
mind and assists the questioner in
making adjustment to inevitable
circumstances.

An average of 350 come to Floyd
chapter during a month. They call
on Home Service by personal visit,
by telephone and by telegram, Home
Service offers round-the-clock ser-
vice. It holds open the line of com-
munication between the people of
the United States and their army
and navy. It helps servicemen and
ex-servicemen and their families in
many other ways.

Approximately 25 telephone ealls
and wires ¢lear daily through
Floyd chapter. Many of the calls re-
quire only brief service which can be
completed by telephone interviews
without a personal visit to the office,
without field visits to the home.
Health and welfare reports flow con-
stantly between chapter and ﬂeld|
directors on loecation in army camps
and at navy stations. The anxiety |
of families and of fighting men |
when correspondence stops soon |
gives rise to acute mental distress
which becomes one of the most pain-

ful and morale-destroying b)'upred—'

ucts of war. The serviceman over-
seas can get in contact with home
needs through the Red Cross field
directors attached to his outfit. Sim-
ilarly, in home emeérgency, the fam-
|ily' ‘ean contact the serviceman
through Home Service. |

After adding the cost of double

| the project at $82,200,000.
| These conclusions show a favor-
able ratio of costs to benefits of 1.0
to 1.6 which is a very high economie
ratio.
