EARLY TOMATOES

In growing tomatoes, it is best to
be safe and wait until sell and sea-
son are suitable. Por Lexington’'s lat-
itude, the time is not much before
May 10, but a week or two may be
gained by giving the plants night
protection with “tents” of newspa=
per or with any of the several types
of patented plant protectors. '

Tomatoes require well-balanced
fertility, else they grow fo fop and
bloom and bear sparingly.

Good varieties are Break O’ Day,
Pritchard and Valian, all resistant
to wilt and quite as early as Earliana
and Bonny Best, old-time favorites.
The plants should be about six
inches tall and have the first bud-
cluster developed, to make fruit in
late June. Marglobe and Rutgers,
also found with planfgrowers, are
excellent foo, but a week or 10 days
slower.

Whether or not to stake and prune
is debatable. Pruning gives slightly

| 1arger fruits; but no earlier. Staking

keeps the fruit a bit more tidy, but
there will be more sunburn and more
blossom-end robt. Another way fto
keep the fruit clean is 6 mulch with
lawn clippings, tree'leaves and the
likke, but fruiting will start later be=
cause to mulch delays the soil
warming up.

Vets May Re-Enlist

In 90 Days and Hold
Their Service Rating

Veterans now have 90 days in
which to re-enlist and still hold their
grade, provided they re-enlist hy
June 30, 1946,

Official word has just been receiv-
ed at the Painfsville recruiting office
whieh confirmg the hopes of many
veterans who have been out of ser-
vice less than 90 days.

Here are the highlights;

1. They may re-enlist within 90
days and hold their grade at time of
discharge.

2, The grade in which they re-en-
list becomes a permanent warrant,
not temporary.

3. They will still eollect the $50
(per completed vear of service) en=
listment bonus, provided they re-en-
list within fhree months.

4. Officers are eligible to enlist as
