STORY ‘HOOEY’

Says Congressman May,
Adding He Acted To Aid
Production of Supplies

His name linked with a wartime
munitions combine now under
vestigation as having profiteered
from its war production efforts, Con-
gressman A. J. May, chairman of the
House Military Affairs Committee,
was quofed Wednesday as ascribing
the attempt to link him' with the
companies as “a lot of hopey”

This source guoted Mr. May as
saying that what he did ““was only a
matier of expediting the war effort”
and that “every Congressman did
the same thing.”

The Prestonsburg man’s name was
mentioned during a Senate probe of
the Batavia and Erie Basin Metal
Produets Corporations and it was
claimed that the combine procured
a4 contract as a result of Congress-
man May's appeal in their behalf to
Secretary of War Patterson who at
that time was undersecretary.
