Breeding, a son of John and Mar­
tha Hall Breeding, of Hi Hat. and a 
veteran of World War II, was said 
to ha>e attempted to swim ashore 
from a canoe in which he had been 
riding. His body was recovered six 
hours later. 

Graduated from Wheelwright high 
school in 1940, he won the Inland 
scholarship and entered the Univer­
sity of West Virginia as a mining 1 
engineering student. After mere 
than two years there, he entered the 
army in 1943, saw service in both 
the European and Pacific war thea­
ters and left the army with the rank 
<>f captain. After receiving his army 
discharge, he resumed college work 
and would have received his degree 
in September.
