BUS DRIVERS 
PLOT COU·RSE 

Ryan Terms Action 
Of Johnson Judge 
Justice Trave&ty 
A few hours after County Judge 

Trimble, of Johnson county, had 
held nine striking Kentucky-Vir­
ginia Stages drivers and two mem­
bers of the United Mine Workers 
under peace bond, striking employes 
of the several bus companies and a 
sprinkling of mineworkers gathered 
at the courthouse here last Thurs­
day afternoon and heard Jack Ryan, 
Columbus, 0., CIO Transport Work­
ers Union representative, discuss the 
situation and plot a course of future 
action. 

Mr. Ryan termed the Johnson 
judge's action "a travesty on jus­
tice" and declared the 11 men held 
to the g1·and jury "committed no 
act other than to ask a scab not to 
take their jobs." 

"If workers are to be charged as 
common criminals under a law en­
acted years ago to curb activities of 
thugs, then we had better look out 
for our democracy," the speaker de­
clared. 

Describing Oakley Sparks, presi­
dent of both the Kentucky-Virginia 
Stages and the Sparks Brothers Bllit 
Company, as "the evil genius of this 
strike," Ryan discussed petitions 
signed by several hundred citizens 
of the section affected by the strike. 
supporting the workers and asking 
the bus companies to settle their 
differences with employes. Mr. Ryau 
added that these petitions asked a. 
transfer of franchises if bus service 
to the public is not restored. 

"If Mr. Sparks had talked across 
the table to his men," the speaker 
decla~d. ''he probably could havt'l 
got away with a 15 to 17 percent 
raise. Now, we are determined to 
carry this strike through to a suc­
cessful conclusion. It all depen,ds 
upon Mr. Oakley Sparks and one of 
the first demands on him when this 
contract is signed is to withdraw 
these charges against these men.'' 

Ryan asked that citizens' comm1t· 
tees be organized In the towns af­
fected by lack of bus transportation 
to present to the bus companles the 
public view of the case. Mayor Stllne, 
of Pikeville, quickly responded with 
the statement, "We are behind you 
in this strike. The people are behincl 
you. I will get the committee started 
when I get back to Pikeville this 
afternoon ...
