Daniel Goble, manager of the 
whiskey store, said he did not know 
the name of the man who endorsed 
the check but that he could identify 
him. Goble and others were still 
seeking the man Wednesday after­
noon. 

Government seizure of the soft 
coal industry was ordered by Presi­
dent Trwnan Tuesday afternoon, 
but tour mines of this county and 
two in Letcher were idle Wednesday. 

Approximately 3,000 miners re­
mained away from work Wednesday. 
The miners returned to work May 13 
under a 10-day truce. 

Idle mines in this county were In­
land Steel at Wheelwright, Central 
Elkhorn, the Floyd Elkhorn on Mid­
dle Creek and Diamond Elkhorn at 
Bosco. In Letcher, the Consolidation 
Coal Company's Jenkins and Mc­
Roberts operations were closed. 

T. W. English, of the Big Sandy- ' 
Elkhorn Coal Operators' Association, 
Ashland, expressed the belief that 
only the Inland Steel, Diamond and 
Floyd Elkhorn lay-offs have any 
connection with the Presidential di­
rective seizing the mines. "Central 
Elkhorn's mners haven't worked for 
three days and Consolidation at 
Jenkins and McRoberts has been 
idle, except for one day, since last 
Friday." 

The Jenkins-McRoberts mtners 
struck when an employe in the coal 
cleaning plant was discharged. They 
went back to work Monday morning 
but quit again that afternoon, it 
was said. ,. 

Although John L. Lewis, UMW A 
leader, had not indicated what his 
position will be toward government 
control of the mines, he is expected 
to ask the miners to return to pro- _ 
duction. Mineworkers' headquarter; -~ 
at Pikeville declined, in the absence 
of Tom Raney, international repre­
sentative, to make a statement when 
queried by THE TIMES Wednesday 
afternoon. 

The rail strike scheduled for last 
Thursday afternoon was forestalled 
by government seizure of the rail­
roads and agreement of rail workers; 
representatives to ask the trainmen 
to continue work for a period of a 
week. Meanwhile, negotiations be­
tween rmion officials and railway 
heads continued, with the outlook 
"none too good." This afternoon

GARRETT FIRE 
LOSS $45,000 

5-and-1 0 Building, Stock 
Destroyed Last Thursday; 
Faulty Wiring Blamed 
Defective wiring is believed to 

lJ.ave caused the destruction by fire 
early last Thursday evening of the 
GaJTett 5 & 10c Store and Furniture 
Company at an estimated damage 
of $45,000. 

The two-story, 50x100-foot struc­
ture and all its contents were de­
stroyed as volunteer firefighters, un­
able to halt the spread oLflames in 
the store, worked heroically to pre­
vent destruction of nearby buildings 
and the Garrett Lwnber Company 
at the rear of the store. 

The owners' loss above insurance 
will approximate $20,000, it was said. 

Mrs. H. H. Hornsby, wife of the 
store mana~er, discovered the tire 
around 8 p.m., when, opening a door 
of their apartment on the second 
floor, she was met by a bmst of 
flame. She was rescued from the 
building with ditikulty and suffered 
bruises in a fall. 

It was said that the fire apparent­
ly started from the rear of a pantry 
on the second floor where a fuse box 
was located. The Hornsbys saved 
nothing from their apartments. 

The store building was erected 
four years ago by W. H. Fields, for-
merly of Prestonsburg, who sold the 
business and his Garrett property-"--'-,..,... 
in April, last year, to Mr. Hornsby, 
Dr. R. H. Messer and Rudolph Spen-
cer for $34,000. Since that time, Dr. 
Messer said, the stock h ad been sub­
stantially increased. He said this 
week that he and his associates may 
rebuild on the site of the razed 
structure. 

Loss of the business came only a 
few months after Mr. Hornsby had 
resigned from the store managership 
of the Elk Horn Coal Corporation at 
Garrett, a post he had held for 25 
years.

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After an absence of many, many months overseas, and now hav­
ing spent most all of the last three months out among the people in 
our district, either walking or driving the hard-seated Jeep I acquired 
from the Army's surplus equipment, I have learned much about the 
problems that confront our people. Those problems become much 
clearer when one hea:r:s it from farmers toiling in the field, or the min­
ers, railroad men, veterans, merchants and all the other hard-working 
people who earn their bread by the sweat of their brow. And I can 
say to you now that I am down-right mad about the circumstances 
and conditions forced upon my people in these hills. Conditions forced 
upon a freedom-loving, hardworking people by a group yelling "de­
mocracy" while 'actually taking away the Constitution-guaranteed 
rights of Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness. I am determined 
to devote my life to righting these wrongs to my people. 

I will enumerate some of hese wrongs and, from time to time, I 
\Vill cover others. 

EDUCATION 
Under our hills God deposited the greatest stores of natural re­

sources in the world. The country looks to us to supply their needs 
with our coal, oil and gas. We are great friends of all when it comes 
to the depletion of our wealth in resources to carry on the wheels of in­
dustry in the East. The East grows rich on our resources while we 
remain at the bottom of the ladder in educational advantages. To see 
some of the school buildings our children must attend brings tears to 
the eyes. To realize the mere pittance of salaries afforded our teach­
ers makes one shrink with shame. 

When the country went to war we were called upon to contribute 
and we were glad to contribute the young manhood of our section, 
and remember this section had a higher rate of combatant service and 
Purple-Heart awards than any other. We were great friends of all 
then. 

There is no reason why we should not now receive equal educa­
tional opportunities with the rest of the country. There should be no

ratings ·of states whereby we fall 46th, 47th, or 48th. I will introduce 
and fight through a bill for the Federal Government to equalize the 
educational opportunities in every state. The per capita spending in 
each state should be the same. Certainly a child in these hills de­
serves the same €ducational advantages afforded any child in New 
York, Connecticut, Massachusetts or any other state (if not more). 
The administration of our schools and our school system would remain 
the same. It would be an equalization of money available for the ed­
ucation of every school child. There is not a service man or veteran 
in this country who would not agree that this bill is right and there 
will be many servicemen and veterans elected to Congress this fall. 

SERVICEMEN AND VETERANS 
I will introduce solely or jointly with other veterans in Congress 

a bill to provide for the immediate payment of the accrued and ter­
minal leave earned during service on the basis of thirty days' fur­
lough or leave for each year. If one man deserved it every man de­
serves this payment. One man risking his life in the service is as good 
as any other man. Fm·ther, I will fight against any and all discrim­
ination and advantages in the service because of rate or rank. Again 
one man in the service is as good as any other man in the service. I 
will fight for every right coming to our veterans. I know what the 
boys had to go through with and I'll fight for their rights as long as 
I live. 

These are but two of the problems and wrongs to our people. I 
will throughout the campaign cover all the others through the news­
papers and in my speeches and discussions with the people all over 
my district. 

Last September when I announced while I was still serving over­
seas I said that I would get out and see the people and learn of their 
problems and that is what I have been doing and will continue to do 
right on through the August Primary urttil "we, the people," triumph 
at the polls on November third.
