After deliberating approximately 
an hour, the jury in the trial of 
Spur'lock Damron returned a verdict 
of guilty, fixing his imprisonment 
at life.

Andrews refused to give any as­
surance as to quantity and price . 

Daniels insisted and Andrews be­
came angry. He stormed from the 
office, shouting, "If the United 
States doesn't want my mixture, I 
know a country which won't haggle 
over price." 

Daniels asked naval intelligence 
to check on Andrews' whereabouts. 
It failed. But the story leaked out, 
and a reporter for a New York paper 
traced Andrews to the suburbs of 
Pttsburgh. 

Andrews had disappeared-and no 
trace of him ever has been found.

Group Would Abolish 
Farm Incentive Pay 

Cincinnati, 0., March 25-The 
Ohio River Division of the Missis­
sippi Valley Association today rec­
ommended that the federal govern­
ment abolish the present system of 
incentive payments to farmers for 
practicing soil conservation mea­
sures and substitute "adequate 
funds for technical services, educa­
tion and research." 

The result would be saving a 
"great deal of money .. . and more 
real conservation of our land and 
water resources," said the organiza­
tion in a resolution adopted at the 
concluding session of its annual 
meeting here today. 

During a discussion of soil con­
servation, LeRoy Ballinger, of Cin­
cinnati, a member of the Ohio Con­
servation Commission, declared res­
idents of the Central West "are only 
about six inches away from the 
Great American Desert instead of 
many hundreds of miles. 

"That six inches is the average 
depth of good topsoil in this region 
which we are letting wash away 
from under us down the rivers to 
the gulf. I am glad to assure you, 
however, that the farmers in this 
region are taking an interest in soil 
conservation measures and that the 
bankers are sympathetic to their in­
terests." 

The principal speaker was Brig. 
Gen. Douglas L. Weart, Ohio River 
Division engineer, who advised other 
Ohio river states to "emulate Indi­
ana's example" and set up special 
commissions to work with the corps 

. or engineers in developing and ree-

l ommending to Congress :flood con­
trol projects.
