AN ALLERGY WE CHERISH 

TilE people of Kentu<:ky haye no af­
finity-they have, rather, an allergy 
-to machin~ politics. 

The Democratic and Republican par­
ties, please take notice. 

In the last gubernnlorial election the 
deu. · ex mach ina became the "sprag'' in 
the flywheel and Lyter Donaldson an,! 
the Democratic party went down to de­
feat in a political era when the part; 
should have been at its strongest in a 
traditionally Democratic state. 

Although obviously a candidate with 
little populm· appeal a11d with some mud 
from the highway department machine 
::omudging hi~ political countenance, Don­
aldson was the choice of the machine, 
which was repre ented by the Adminis­
tration. The unorganized voter spoke his 
little piece in the primary, but his voice 
was lost in the clank and whir of the 
gears. 

So, tired of the Chandler-Johnson re­
gime which smacked of a hierarchy as 
it offered Mr. Donaldson for the Succe:­
sion, thousands of Democratic voter:. 
staged a quiet rebellion and upset the 
apple cart. 

!\ot much is left now of that old ma­
chine, but here and there J'usting parts 
lie about the Commonwealth. And there 
are some "plug" mechanics in the party 
who would pick up the pieces, \Vire them 
back together and get them running in 
time for the coming primary. 

This newspaper doesn 't go in for poli­
tics. Least of all, the machine brand. 
And that kind of thing is what we would 
ach·ise the voters to shun. You can't 
blame any candidate for accepting sup­
port wherever he can find it, but you 
can keep an eye out Jor the Old Gang. 
It's not hard to recogniz:e. 

And it is certain that "·homen :r it 
supports will be expected to "go along" 
as a machine man, and not nece5sarily 
as a man of the people. 

MINOR TRAGEDIES NECESSARY 
TO PREVENT GREATER ONES 

NEH;HBORI."'G Pike county last week 
had its fir~t com iction under the new 
state law declaring war on gun­

toiin'. The defendant drew a two-year 
Jll'nitentiary sl'ntcnce. 

ln this county several indictments 
have been made for the same offense, but 
not yet ha~ a trial been had under the 
new law. I<'ighting desperatelr for time, 
defendants 'lave contrived continuances. 
Yet Circuit Judge Hill and Common­
,;ealth's Attornev Cornett have indicat­
ed that, despite idl pleas by defendants 
and their friend·, lhe court is determined 
not to permit friendship or influence, or 
both, to interfere with the processes of 
the law. 

This is no easy task court ofiicials face, 
that of enforcing a new law that hits 
hard citizens of the county, some of 
whom are intluential. The defendants 
and their friends find it hard to see in 
the carrying of the traditional ".38" 
a nything criminal as long as it is not 
belching flame and bullet. They cannot 
;:;ee the ends of justice met in sending to 
the penitentiary from two to five years 
a man who has done no more than carry 
a revolver, his own personal possession. 

But this law was not enacted impul­
sively, without thought of its effect. It 
was enacted to attain an exact effect-to 
:;top men and women from carrying 
death-dealing weapons and thus to halt 
a disgracefully tragic murder rate. This 
new pistol law did not creep upon us 
s tealthily. It was heralded by the press; 
a ll who coulcl or would read or listen to 
the radio knew of it, of its effective date, 
of the penalty it provided. 

Then there is no excuse for the off en-. 
dor. And there is no excuse for any cit­
izen to seek to defeat itJ aims. 

Because of the sometimes onerous du­
ties this law de,·olYes on public officials, 
peace officers and officials of trial courts 
~.)10uld have the support of good citizens 
to the end that the new law may receive 
a thorough and fair trial. What part will 
you plan in the matter-the role o~ a 
good citizen of courage or of a weaklmg 
who is always ready to whine about con­
ditions but unwilling to ntand up and be 
counted'? 

It is true, enforcement of this law will 
remoYe a few men from homes and fam­
ilies for a year or two. By any yardstick, 
that i,.; a circumstance fraught with un­
happine. !';. Rut such minor tragedies cre­
ated by law enforcement may prevent 
those darl\er tragedies wherein men and 
"-omen are removed forever from homes 
and loved ones bv the bullets of their 
gun-totin' fellow-humans.

laws meant by "rrnsonable walking 
dist.:mce. County school boards gen­
ernlly have corunctered anything un­
der 21~ miles a reasonable walking 
dl.';tance. 

The territory of the Shelbyville 
independent school district, created 
jn 1871, comprises the city and out­
lying area.~ within a radius of three 
miles from the county courthouse. 
Generally, independent, or city 
school district. are limited to boun­
daries of the municipality, but a 
few, including ShelbY''Ille and Ver­
sailles, extend beyond the city lim­
its. 

Tuesday's ruling, affirming Shelby 
circwt court, was given in a suit by 
li!X parents of 10 pupils residing 
some two or three miles ~outh of 

I 
Shelbyville, on Zaring Mill Pike. 

The Shelby board of education 
contended the law requinng county 
school districts t o furnish buses did 
not apply to the cit~·. or indepen­
dent, districts. It also argued that 
boards of education have power of 
discretion to say what is ;J. reason­
able distance. 

The ooard also statl.'d that while 
10 roads come into Sh byville there 
are no crcssroads connecting them 
withe fh·e miles of the town, thus 
making bus trips dimcult. It also 
contended that its school-tax rate 
would have to be rnised 30 cents to 
provide bus service and that i~ had 
been impossib1e to buy buses. 

In his opinion Appellate Judge 
Eugene E. Siler said the state's re­
vised school Jaws make no difference 
in the responsibility of county and 
city school boardS for transporting 
pupils requiring that aid.

Study of the development of spe­
cial skills by partially disabled men 
has proven that, in many occupa­
tions, such men are as valuabl~ as 
men unhindered by any handicap.

The applicant must meet all the 
usual standards f::r enlistment and 
general military service, with the 
exception of the established physical 
qualififications. Medical officers will 
pass finally on each man's physical 
condition. Generally, to be accepted, 
the combat disabled veteran must 
be capable of caring unaided for his 
own personal needs; he must be 
physically capable of performing 
useful service in the job for which 
he is selected; and his condition 
must be such that further hospital­
ization or time-loss from duty be­
cause of the combat-incurred dis­
ability may not be expected. In ad­
dition, he must pcssess, or be train­
able in, certain critically needed 
skills. More than 100 critical mili­
tary occupational specialties have 
been listed as open to the combat­
disabled.
