FOR PAY RAISE

Ask Assembly Session
To Raise ‘Starvation’

Salaries $500 a Y ear

Silent while teachers in cther sec-
tions threatened to sirike against
“starvation wages,” Floyd ecounty
teachers this week became yoeal in
their demands for increased pay.

Twenty-six members of the Way-
land consclidated school faculty
joined - a letter to Governor Sim-
eonn S. Willis requesting he call a
gpecial session of the General As-
sembly to enact legislatidn which
would “‘provide a $500 increase for
every Kentucky teacher; retroactive
to Jan. 1, 1947

| From the same school this. week
yecame a  letter, signed by Claude
Frady, faculty-member, urging the
organization of county teachers to
the end that they may reteive high-
er pay. (Mr. Frady’s letter appears
/| elsewhere in THE TIMES).

In their letter to Govermor Willis
the Wayland teacher group re=
minded him:

“We, as teachers, have the welfare
of Kentucky’s children at heart; but
we have decided that we can best
serve their interests by considering
our own. Teachers cannot live
through the next five months on
promises of a possible increase next
year. We feel that something can
and should bé done for us now.”

“Low salaries,” the letter contin-
ued, “have caused many of the most
capable teachers to leave the teach-
ing profession. This has brought ed-
ucaticn in Kentucky to a very low
level. If something is not done to
remedy this situation, the level will
fall much lower. The slight in-
crease that teachers have received
sinee the beginning of World War I1
have been completely inadequate
and out of proporticn to the rising
cost of living. Since these salaries

tax, the raises have in many cases
been no raise gt all. Prices have
risen sharply since the beginning of
the current school year. What at
the beginming of the year repre-
sented a substandard wage is now
a starvation wage. Many teachers
have been merely existing from
month to month' and going into
debt. Unless some pay increase is
given and made retroactive to Jan-
uary 1, most teachers will be unable
to live through the summer with-
oul finding other employment. Many
who are forced to seek other jobs
will rvemain in them when {he
schools re-open next September. We

whole considers ours to be just and
déserving demands and will welcome
legislative efforts to assist us. There
is a sizeable surplus now existing in
the General Fund. This could be
utilized to ‘the greatest advantage
to the state as a whole if a part of
it were taken for the purpose of in-
creasing the salaries of Kentucky's
teachers.”

FEARS SPREAD
OF DIPHTHERIA

Unless In:m:r;zaiion
Steps Taken At Once;
No Outbreak Locally

A diphtheria epidemiic more viru-
lent than any the state has suffered
for more than 15 years will rage
through EKentucky this year “un-
less immediate steps are taken to
immunize susceptible children,” Dr.
Paul Q. Peterson, acting directer
of the State Board of Health's epi-
demiology division, warned Tuesday.

During elght weeks of 1947 there
have been 90 new diphtheria cases,
Dr. Peterson reported. The disease
rapidly has increased since 1945, he
said. That year there were 426 cases,
a 50 per cent increase over the pre-
vious year, In 1946 there were 566
cases, and thig year there have been
33 more cases than during the same
pericd last year.

In Floyd county, Dr. Marvin Rans-
dell, county health department di-
rector, said there are no reported
diphtheria or other serious conta-
gious cases at this time.

Dr. Peterson estimated that a
1947 epidemic would total 1,000 cases
and cause the death of 100 children.
