or any person known to the depart-
ment as a tuberculosis contact or

The machine was purchased by
the Association and paid for out of
funds raised through sale of Christ-
mas Seals, Its cost was approximate-
Iy $2.,500

Although upon the sale of these
Christmas Seals the 'fight on tuber-
culosis in this county mainly de-
pends, it was said this week that re-
turns from the 1946 sale indicate
that the county's residents are fall-
ing short of their 1945 purchases in
the neighborhood of $800. Last year
Sexl sales aggregated around $1,900.

Although some belated purchases
are still expected, Tuberculosis As-
sociation officials fear the fund will
be inadequate for the work planned.
X-ray film and other materials must

Floyd Countian Falls
Into Boiling Water J
At Michigan Plant

Body of Edward A. Derossett; 25
years old, and a natiye of Sloan,
who was fatally scalded when he
fell Dec. 20 into a tank of boiling
water at Battle COreek, Mich., was
buried Dee. 24 in Congregational
cemetery, Leroy Twp., Michigan.

Derossett, an employe of the Bat-
tle Creek Plating Company, died in
a Battle Creek hospital as 10 volun-
teers stood by %o give blood frans-
fusions.

Mr. Derossett slipped and piunged
headliong into the tank as he was
immersing wire shelving. A fellow
workman pulled him from the tank
immediately and was jolned by
other workers ‘in stripping off the
man's steaming clothing,
When Mr. Derossett was placed in

filling . out |80 ambulance he was still con-

scious, but was burned so severely
that he lapsed into a semi-toma he-
fore reaching the hospital

At the hospital Mr. Derossett de-
veloped internal hemorrhages, "in-
tdicating that he had swallowed some
boiling water. Blood plasma was
nsed and volunteers were called for
blood transfusions. Mr. Derossett
suffered first and second degree
birns over his entire body except his
legs and feet. Derossett had worked
at the plamt for the last gix months
and . was a capable and efficient
